Descriptive and Statistical Sources as Data Carriers Providing Information on Mariupol Uyezd Greek Population Daily Routine in the XIXth- early XXth centuries
The article examines the informative potential of the descriptive and statistical sources for studying Mariupol uyezd Greeks daily routine. The topicality of such sources examining is determined by the causes of their creation and their information richness. It was determined that the authors of the descriptive and statistical sources were chiefly the officials gathering statistical data. It was ascertained that commonly the author gathered the material for statistical descriptions basing on either a governmental programme or a questionnaire or a set form. In composing descriptions the researchers used the original registration data as well as information gathered by themselves. 

 The descriptive and statistical sources contain reliable information that enables to study the material aspect of life, describes the peculiarities of the climate and locality and their effect on the Greeks, provides valuable information concerning various representatives of the Greek population daily activities, children’s physical condition and school daily routine. 

The descriptive and statistical materials are completely representative sources containing detailed information on natural and geographical conditions; provide valuable data for visualization of the city’s and the Greek villages’ image and of the Greeks living space. Their analysis enables to conclude that Mariupol was insufficiently regulated. This fact caused much discomfort for its population in everyday life. The descriptions of the XIXth century inform that there was no lighting outside after darkness and the streets weren’t paved and as a result people in the rainy weather especially in spring and autumn had to wade through mud that didn’t cause happiness. 

The section of the descriptive and statistical sources containing information on the Greeks’ character and behavior, the relationships in the Greek society, revealing the peculiarities of their mentality and psychology is of peculiar value. The descriptive and statistical sources enable to appraise services in demand among the Greeks. Using the descriptive and statistical sources along with other documents enables to carry out the comparative analysis and studying everyday life in the dynamics.

THE RUSSIAN LEGISLATION OF MIDDLE ХІХ – THE BEGINNINGS OF THE XX CENTURY AS THE SOURCE ON HISTORY OF DAILY OCCURRENCE OF ORTHODOX PARISH CLERGY
The article is devoted to description of the Russian church-civil legislation in the middle of the ХІХ – beginning of the ХХ сenturies as one of sources for research of problem of the Orthodox parish clergy everyday life.

The author gives a brief characterization of the existing in the Russian Empire the complex legislative materials and notes that legislation in the area of the Church was not fully codified and legislative acts was located in different vaults, collections and volumes. This made it difficult practical work with documents, and led to the emergence of a number of special editions, the purpose of which was to unify Church and civil materials regarding the legal status of the Russian Orthodox Church, the structure of the Church, control systems, social and economic status of priests and clergymen and a number of other issues. 

The purpose of this article identified the analysis of the above mentioned complex laws and regulations and the identifying information necessary to recreate the daily life of the Orthodox parish clergy in the Russian Empire of second half XIX – beginning XX centuries.

On the basis of the conducted research the author concludes that there existed in the Russian Empire legislation concerning the clergy is quite informative. Defining the point of view of the Russian state in place of the parish clergy in society, the social status of the clergy and members of their families, on their rights and duties, material aspects of existence and activity, denoting moral precepts for the priests and clerks from the diocesan authorities, the author proposes as a next step in the study of the problems of everyday life of the clergy, the analysis of practical implementation of the above legislative requirements in the everyday life of the rural parish priest.

BEGGING AS SOCIAL DEVIATION

(ON THE EXAMPLE OF UKRAINIAN DEMONOLOGICAL TRADITION)
The article was written on the basis of different ethnological literature (Ukrainian, Russian and Polish) and above all author’s field ethnographical materials that were compiled on the territories of Ukrainian Karpaty.

In investigation vital issue of existence in Ukrainian traditional society marginalized categories ‒ peoples who are distinguished among others with their deviant behaviour and did not fit into social framework, because were engaged in begging is elaborated.

Begging as an activity was originated in medieval epoch. Since that time folk consciousness differentiated several types of beggars: cripple, children that were born with exterior vices, blind people, poor, burnt, drunkards and etc. In Ukrainian tradition some of them (in major cases cripple and blind) were granted with demonological abilities and as a matter of fact were compared to typical representatives of demonological system. Society’s attitude towards begging, as Ukrainian ethnographical materials prove, were not unambiguous. From one side, it perceived negatively, hostile and caused suspicion. From the other – helped poor, but lonesome community gave a shelter, and the church took care of natural disasters victims.

In demonological tradition beggars were considered mediators between two worlds – earthly and otherworldly, bearers of mystical expertise, which can help ordinary human beings in one’s fight with representatives of mythological world. Sporadically random guest, beggar was considered as a bearer of the destiny, that are able to influence upon all spheres of human life and even otherworldly. 

Therefore on the territories of all Slavonic world beggar (guest, strange) is perceived as a substitute of the deceased, like a hypostasis of divinity, ancestor. Magical assistance of the beggars appeared in different spheres of human life. Particularly, Ukrainians considered very helpful wooden stick, that was stolen from beggar, because it can disperse the storm; petitioners could help peasants, when with took the milk from their cows and etc. In peoples imagination beggar were compared to so called «not ordinary», that could cure diseases, evil eyes, fright, provide welfare to hosts, that were hospitable to them, feed or bestowed.

The Industrial Development of Mariupol during the nineteenth – the early twentieth centuries
The industry of Mariupol in the course of the nineteenth – the early twentieth centuries has two stages in its development. The industry was underdeveloped on the first stage until 1870s. It provided the only domestic demand of the region and it was dependent on the pace of agricultural development. Crop failures and frequent agricultural crisis of the period affected the quantity and enterprise size as well as their volume of output. There were a number of fish, leather, candles, soap and tobacco enterprises as well as malt and grain distilleries, flour-millings and  food industry enterprises in the city. They were owned mostly by the Greek and Jewish, and sometimes - by foreign merchants.

Fishing was one of the most profitable businesses during this period. The largest number of companies (up to 56) was working in the field. They had highest gain (up to 100 000 silver’s rubles per year). The local Greek merchant held a monopoly on this area.

Since 1860 - 1870s the situation began to change. There was a permission to settle in Mariupol for representatives of other nationalities. Mariupol got back the status of a county town, it had a rather favorable geographical location.  The process of industrialization was in a full swing across the state. All the abovementioned caused a rapid development of industrial works in such  fields as: the construction, the metallurgy as well as the mechanic engineering and attracted foreign investment.

As it was during the previous period Greek entrepreneurs invested their mainly into the agri-foodstuffs industry and into the construction industry. But the Jewish businessmen started to occupy the leading positions in many spheres. It was they who built up a business such as a big modern enterprisers in the flour-milling and metallurgical industries as well as in.

Besides,  the impact of foreign manufacturers on the economic life of the city was increasing during the period. Foreign capital was invested into the following industries: food processing and engineering, especially into the metallurgical industry. The construction of two huge even according to the world standards steel plants in Mariupol as well as the construction of sea port and railways revived the development in various areas of the city. These transformations in the early twentieth century made Mariupol to play a key role in the economy of the Russian Empire All the transformations formed a modern industrial city.

Problem statement. The contemporary Ukrainian economics being under reforms demands reasonable organizational and economic measures with prospective social and economic outcomes for the state and community.  At present the country continues the process of strengthening market relations, advancement of particular regions and cities’ social and economic structure, intensification of overseas economic ties.  In our opinion, nowadays under the market economic development the imperial experience of capitalist relations establishment in the XIXth – early XXth centuries is of particular interest as to the industrial production development and modernization. The reference to the historical context of the economic sphere in the local scale of a particular region or a political unit tracing the main mechanisms of development is an essential constituent of the weighed social and economic regional policy formation.  In this regard it’s expedient to consider the history of the economic development of Mariupol as of the important multiethnic industrial and agricultural center of the North Pryazovye.  

Analysis of the scientific researches. The industrial development of Mariupol region in the XIXth – early XXth century is elucidated chiefly in two topically oriented historiographic trends. They are historical researches on the regional history or the history of a peculiar ethnic group and the resumptive works on the history of imperial period industry. Such division is typical of the historiography of the XIXth – early XXth centuries as well as of the Soviet and contemporary state of the problem’s examining. The studies by E. Avgustovich, I. Alexandrovych, O. Druzhynina, Y. Ivanova, D. Hrushevsky, N. Terentyeva, A. Hedyo belong to the first trend. The second one is represented by the works of I. Ozerov, M. Tugan-Baranovsky, S. Strumylin, P. Ryndzyunsky, T. Lazanska.  

The history of industry in the Russian Empire taken as a whole and in its particular regions is examined insufficiently. That is due to the fact the sources on the topic, unfortunately, are not always complete and systematized. It’s also related to the issue of Mariupol’s industrial development peculiarities in the course of the XIXth – early XXth centuries since the data of the official government statistics used by the contemporary researchers of this issue are fragmentary and disputable. They most thoroughly represent the state of the peculiar industrial branches of the city only over the period of the last quarter of the XIXth – early XXth century. Therefore the source database of the publication comprises various types of sources. Historic and statistical information is contained in the annual reference publications of the Statistics Committee of Katerynoslavska province entitled “Record Book of Ekaterinoslavskaya Province”. The data of 1867, 1875, 1889, 1894 and 1912 were analyzed. Baron B. Kampengauzen’s topographic descriptions “Topographic and Statistical Description of the Commercial City of Mariupol and the settlements belonging to it” and staff-captain M. Drachevsky’s “Military and Statistical Review of the Russian Empire. Ekaterinoslavskaya Province” are information-rich. In certain chapters of these descriptive and statistical explorations the materials concerning Mariupol industry formation and development in the XIXth century is presented in a systematized way. Nowadays these data along with the information of the provincial statistics committees are almost the sole full-fledged and representative information sources of the official documents.

The purpose of the article proposed is examining industrial development of Mariupol in the course of the XIXth – early XXth centuries.   
Presentation of the basic material. It should be mentioned that the pace of industrial development of Mariupol as well as of the state taken as a whole over the examined period was very slow compared with the leading countries of Western Europe. The majority of the city’s industrial branches virtually up to the end of the XIXth century remained in their early stages and was represented by the small-scale handicraft enterprises and crafts. Those enterprises chiefly processed agricultural products to meet the needs of the locals. Such situation was typical since the first years of the city’s existence. 

The following factors slowed down industrial development in Mariupol even greater: during 1807 – 1870 the city was the center of Mariupol Greek district that had strict limitations on residence for other nations’ representatives because of privileges granted to the Crimean Greeks after their resettlement in Pryazovye. Mariupol Greek community had trade and agricultural economic development character that had arisen before the resettlement and remained for a long period.  The capitals were invested mostly in trading, service sector and particular agricultural branches development and at the bottom of priority there was industrial development. Owing to such closure the city’s population growth had been very slow until 1880ies when it became rapid. This factor also had impact on local industry development that had been small-scale for a long time until the very 1880ies when sufficiently large enterprises appeared.    
In the course of the whole period examined one of the leading branches of economy was fishing. In accordance with the Patent of 1779 granted to the Greeks of Mariupol by the Imperial government it wasn’t taxed. Therefore it yielded a significant profit and became the basis for immense fortune of the merchant Greek families as well as of common dwellers’. The first plants were founded by the representatives of the Greek merchant class immediately after their resettlement from the Crimea in the outskirts of Mariupol – in Bilosarayska and Zintseva foreland. Within Mariupol uyezd area fishing was carried out near Pishchana, Bilosarayska, Vynogradna, Komyshevata and Petrivska foreland. According to baron B. Kampengauzen’s evidences in 1807 there were no other plants but fish ones in the city and its outskirts. There were 29 such plants on the seashore. The support of fishing cost its owner annually 2 000 rubles on average while the profit was 4 000 rubles [19, p. 25].

The traveler G. Titov in his sketches and M. Zuyev, the head of the expedition of the Russian Academy of Sciences exploring the Azov sea region in the middle of the XIXth century, noted that the main occupations of Mariupol Greeks were fishing and salted fish trading. Hausen, sturgeon, stellate surgeon, sterlet and fish products (caviar, fish oil) were delivered in considerable amounts to the old Mariupol port at the mouth of the river Kalmius. Annually about 10 000 carts with fish came there. Fish products were sold abroad, in the Western provinces of the Russian Empire and Poland [6, p. 73].
Every fish “plant” employed an ataman or a foreman, an assistant and approximately 20 workers. Along with this, the Greeks themselves weren’t engaged in fishing directly but employed Ukrainians and Russians coming in search of a job. The profit was divided into halves: one half passed to the plant’s owner, the second was divided equally between the workers. They fished with the help of nets, seines and hooks and that was reflected in the plants’ names and affected profit. When using seines an artel employed 25-50 workers, when using hooks it employed no less than 3 workers. The processing of fish and fish products was carried out by salting and drying methods, preserves virtually weren’t produced [29, p. 3]. 

The typical example of such plant is a small enterprise of V. Arnautov on Bilosarayska foreland. It included a seine boat with two seines, an adobe brick building with a tile roof, a wooden barn covered with reeds equipped with the appliances for salting, tubs and other facilities, a wooden utility room and a barrack near it. All the structures occupied the total square of 25 sq. sazhens [7, p.4]. 

The number of fish plants in the city’s outskirts varied over the second half of the XIXth century and at different times amounted to from 45 to 56 enterprises. Those variations were determined with the unsuccessful market conditions and small hauls. The largest plants belonged to the representatives of the Greek merchant class I. Karakurkchi (625 silver rubles of net profit per year), I. Likaki (215 silver rubles), S. Kurkchi (600 silver rubles), A. Chebanek (194 silver rubles) and to the Greek settlers I. Kiritsev (7 plants, 755 silver rubes), P. Shapovalov (6 plants, 2 816 silver rubles) [18, p. 25]. In 1870ies an annual turnover of all Mariupol fishing plants was 100 000 silver rubles. On account of such substantial profits fights and bloody scuffles involving cold and fire arms occurred while fishing [5, p. 17]. 

By the end of the XIXth century fishing in Mariupol uyezd started to decay chiefly because of the destructive use of the Azov sea resources. Still over 20 fishing plants continued their work though their amount and number of workers were variable.

In the course of the XIXth century in Mariupol and its outskirts the enterprises related to processing agricultural products were the most successful in their development. Those were tanneries, candle and soap factories. Their distinctive feature was their small size, wage labour, poor technical equipment and quick capital turn-over. 

As early as 1780 the Greek migrants founded a tannery in Mariupol. It produced black saffian leather and later the shoe soles. As to the data of 1864 its existence was no longer recorded [22, p. 73]. Tanning industry in the city was recommenced in 1867. The only factory was owned by a well-known business family of Tomazo. It had 6 workers and produced goods equal to 12 000 rubles per year. Since the late 1860ies there was also a harness factory of S. Brodsky [13, p. 142].

Soap and candle production in Mariupol was accumulated chiefly in the hands of the Jewish entrepreneurs. The first candle factory – Dikarev’s factory – was founded in the city in 1850. In 1862 Fayn’s factory producing soap and tallow candles appeared. The owners of candle factories in the early XXth century were S. Ignatov, V. Vasylenko, V. Stepanov, F. Popov. In 1872 I. Segal’s factory started to produce soap. It specialized in production of yellow, mottled and marine soap. Small soap factories appeared in the end of the XIXth century were owned also by E. Golman and M. Mamiof. They had 3-4 workers, their output equaled 10 000 – 12 000 rubles per year [26, p. 103].

Owing to rapid industrial development in the South of the Russian Empire since 1840ies there was a substantial growth in milling industry in the southern provinces and in the seaports’ outskirts. Steam mills on shares appeared there. In the middle of the XIXth century this branch took form of a commodity production and expanded greatly enough especially in the Black and the Azov sea regions. In 1870-80ies it had a significant upsurge and in 1890ies there was a certain decline associated with an extremely poor grain harvest in this period over the entire Russian Empire.  

The greatest number of watermills in the Northern Azov sea region in this period was concentrated notably in Mariupol uyezd. In the end of the XIXth century they amounted to over 800, their total annual income was 97 000 rubles and 1 084 people were employed there. Practically all those mills functioned to meet the local requirements.   

Milling business development in Mariupol was due to Jewish entrepreneurs. In 1882 Sokolovsky built a steam mill. In 1886 it passed into the ownership of Bron brothers. There were 2 shifts at the factory, 8-10 workers each. Flour was delivered to Berdyansk, Yeysk, Kerch and Feodosiya [10, p. 247]. Another steam mill that was not far from the city was possessed by the one of the largest business family - the Tregubovs. This mill began functioning in 1885 and produced 4 600 poods of flour per day, annually to the amount of 500 000 rubles [15, p. 148]. In 1892 the entrepreneur Baranov built one more steam mill in the city.

In the early XXth century 5 mills operated in the city. They were owned by M. Balaban (5 workers, output equaled 12 000 rubles), A. Sangvineti (leaseholder  M. Zannes, 3 workers, output equaled 12 000 rubles), A. Rotenberg (4 workers, output equaled 40 000 rubles), V. Semenivsky (4 workers, output equaled 27 000 rubles) and M. Tregubov (41 workers, output equaled 250 000 rubles) [1, p. 82]. 

Pasta production was directly related to flour milling. In Mariupol there was one pasta factory founded in 1830 by the representative of the Italian merchant class S. Galiano. In 1874 another Italian entrepreneur A. Sangvinetti took the possession of it. 12 wage labourers mostly from Kurska province worked there. Its efficiency amounted to 16 000 poods of pasta valued 43 000 rubles per year. In the early XXth century the factory passed into the ownership of A. Tregubov. 4 workers worked there and its output equaled 14 000 rubles [14, p. 135].   

In 1902 under the agreement between the excise tax manager and the governor of Katerynoslavska province the state wine warehouse No. 7 carrying out bottling and selling spirits was opened.  
In 1847 in Mariupol uyezd a distillation plant employing 32 workers came into operation. It produced alcohol equaled 56 000 – 76 000 rubles per year. Its rectifying factory, set up in 1881, produced multi distilled alcohol totally valued 9 000 – 12 000 rubles per year employing 2 workers [10, p. 245]. The plant was held on lease by a well-known merchant family from Mariupol - the Tregubovs. In the early XXth century it was one of the largest enterprises of this type in the uyezd. 

Since 1795 tobacco-plant cultivated by Mariupol Greeks was processed by 21 “factory”, in 1860ies only one of them remained and in the end of the XIXth century the tobacco industry almost fell into decay. It was accounted for by the reduction of tobacco plantation areas and a poor raw material quality.  

Owing to the foreign businessmen’s activity the food industry represented by confectioneries, sausage factories and breweries advanced in the city. In 1886 in Mariupol the Czech businessman J. Kucher founded the brewery with output of 123 000 liters of beer per year totally valued 18 000 rubles. The enterprise employed 10 workers. It used German technologies in the production process. The brewery produced honey as well. In the early XXth century it passed into the ownership of Alexander Siber who possessed several beer-shops in the city. Approximately at the same time the plant of the joint-stock partnership “Myunkhen” started operating [15, p. 171].
Since 1888 the confectionery industry advanced. In the early XXth century the owners of the 4 confectioneries were I. Goryelov, I. Lytvynov, Sh. Eydinov and I. Fuks. “Candies and ring-shaped rolls” factory of Israel Gorelov was the largest, it employed 42 workers, its output equaled 42 000 rubles per year. In 1899 the sausage factory of the Czech businessman V. Karasek, which was the sole not only in Mariupol but for some time even in Katerynoslavska province as well, started operation. 8 workers were employed there and its output totaled 32 000 rubles per year [15, p. 169].
Since the second half of the XIXth century brickworks and tile works were the most numerous plants in Mariupol and Mariupol uyezd. The first enterprise of this type was the brick and tile manufactory that started its operation in the city in 1780. “Cameral Description of Mariupol city ant the pastures of 1826” provides data on three brick and tile works. In the course of the first decades of the XIXth century they produced the so-called tatarka tile (of semicircular shape) the production of which wasn’t technologically difficult.

The local entrepreneurs – the owners of such enterprises - since the last quarter of the XIXth century persistently addressed the municipal authorities to obtain financial assistance for expansion of production. That was due to the fact that the demand for building materials grew owing to a rapid development of Mariupol particularly in 1880-1890ies. Thus in the early 1850ies there were 6 brick and tile works and 1 limestone factory in the city. By the end of 1860ies there were 10 enterprises of this type, in the early 1890ies their amount increased to 31 and in the early XXth century totaled 30. In the late 1880ies lime was produced by 6 stoves and in 1908 – by 9 ones [2, p. 105]. 

A well-known Mariupol entrepreneur D.O. Kharadzhayev was the owner of Olexandrivsky brick and tile works, which was the largest in the city. He leased 10 dessiatinas land in the upper Zintseva Balka for constructing these works. The works had a steam boiler and electric lighting. In 1904 the works employed 75 workers, in 1907 there were 82 workers, the output equaled 15 000 rubles per year. Olexandrivsky works produced one of the best in Katerinoslavska province Marseilles tiles. The works’ production (Marsellies, Dutch and striped tiles) was exhibited at the South Russian regional agricultural, industrial and handicraft exhibition in 1910 in Katerynoslav and it was awarded with the major silver medal [1, p. 75].

The enterprises of A. Vorobyov founded in 1898 (46 workers, output equaled 22 000 rubles), I. Likaki (53 workers, output equaled 36 000 rubles), S. Chentukov (50 workers, output equaled 26 000 rubles) and of F. Sychykhin (50 workers, output equaled 25 000 rubles) were also large. The production of all the brick and tile works was specifically stamped [15, p. 108].

In 1998 (or in 1900) the German subject Otton Shenveld founded the cement works employing 20 workers with the output equaled 20 000 rubles per year. In the early XXth century the total of the workers employed at the plants increased to 40 and the output was equaled 60 000 rubles per year. This enterprise produced coloured cement flags unrivaled throughout the South of the Russian Empire [11, p. 10].

Metallurgy industry began its development in Mariupol in 1886 with the foundation of I. Uvarov’s iron and engineering works producing agricultural machinery, chiefly reapers. They employed 20 workers, their output equaled 20 000 rubles. In 1891 V. Soyfer’s iron and engineering works producing iron and boiler equipment came into operation. They employed 80 workers and had the output equaled 75 000 rubles. As early as 1904 they employed 176 workers and their output increased up to 100 000 rubles. The works had a steam boiler and electricity. The major product was agricultural and mining equipment the output of which ranked sixth among the similar works in Southern Russia. 

The sufficient upsurge in metallurgy, mining and railway industry in the Russian Empire in 1870ies resulted in Mariupol conversion to an important industrial center. Economically advantageous location near Kryvorizky and Donetsk basin and seaport status made it attractive for large domestic and foreign investments.  

A well-known industrialist S. Mamontov had a significant impact on the development of Mariupol transport infrastructure. In 1882 the sidetrack of Donetsk coal railway, owned by Mamontov, was built up to Mariupol. In the course of 1886 – 1990 a new seaport designed chiefly for exporting coal and metallurgy industry production was constructed. Mamontov himself considered that port should serve not only Mariupol’s needs, but the ones of the South of the state. The port’s facilities were designed for turnover totaled 320 000 tons per year. But as early as 1913 its turnover amounted 1,9 million tons that made it one of the six largest seaports of the Russian Empire [2, p. 92].
At that time the city’s new facilities began to attract foreign businessmen. In 1896 the German A. Rotshtein and the American E. Smith founded Nikopol-Mariupol mining and metallurgical joint-stock company with the capital of 6,75 million rubles. That summer the metallurgic works construction was started not far from the city. For that purpose the whole works were purchased, dismantled and carried by ships from Seattle. In February, 1897 the tube-welding mill was put into service [23, p. 14]. In 1899 all the components of that enterprise (blast-furnace, open-hearth furnace, founding and engineering, rolling mills for producing cast iron of different grades, section steel and tubes) were in operation. So “Nikopol” works equipped to meet the highest standards of the time came into operation. It was the only metallurgical enterprise of the Russian Empire that had the certificate for production of metal plates for Lloyd’s shipbuilding company. L. Laude was appointed director of the works.

In 1897 the Belgian joint-stock company “Providans” founded the subsidiary joint-stock company “Russkiy Providans”. It purchased the land from Mariupol city duma and in 1898-1899 constructed the works producing cast iron, rolled products, plate iron, tubes, bars and so forth. The products were of lower quality than the ones of “Nikopol”. The enterprise was headed by M. Morel [26, p. 75].
In the first decades of the XXth century the both enterprises alike the majority of others throughout the world were overcoming the consequences of the grave world economic crisis. “Russkiy Providans” stopped operation of 1 blast and 60 coke furnaces, and of 3 rolling mills. In 1903-1910 “Nikopol” stopped cast-iron production, 100 coke furnaces operation and significantly reduced steel production. During that period Mariupol works had to join the syndicates “Prodamet” and “Truboprodazha” [3, p.97]. The situation stabilized just before WWI, the production began to grow because of the government’s military orders.

Conclusions. Thus Mariupol’s industry in the XIXth – early XXth centuries had two stages of development. The first one continued up to 1870ies and was characterized by its poor development. During that stage it chiefly served the domestic regional needs and was directly dependent on the agricultural development pace. Poor harvests and frequent agricultural crises of that period were reflected on the number and size of enterprises and volume of their production. There were fish plants, tanneries, candle and soap factories, tobacco factories, distillation plants, flour mills and food industry enterprises that were owned chiefly by the representatives of the Greek, Jewish and occasionally of the foreign merchant class.     

In 1860 – 1870ies the situation started to change. The permit for settling in Mariupol for other nations’ representatives, recovering the status of the uyezd city, the advantageous geographical position, the industrialization process carried out rapidly all over the country caused an impetuous upsurge of sufficiently large enterprises of the factory-and-works type in the building, metallurgy and engineering industry of the city. It also attracted foreign investments.  Owing to those transformations in the early XXth century Mariupol started to play a significant part in the economic life of the Russian Empire. All those transformations practically formed the present-day industrial character of the city.

The problems of educational and cultural policy in the Crimea and the role of public authorities of Ukraine in its formation are being considered. The tendencies that characterize the educational and cultural sector historically and today were analyzed.

The role and place of state, public and international organizations in the implementation of programs the aim of which is the establishment and revival of education and culture in the Crimea were defined. Recommendations for improving the efficiency of public educational and cultural policies in the region were given. 

Activities of state authorities of Ukraine to establish the legal framework and conditions of assurance and implementation of policies to support the development of education and culture in Crimea were defined. The specific measures for long-term financing and material support of education, cultural institutions, artistic groups, associations and unions were characterized. 

Due to the current socio-political situation in our country, the war against Russian invaders in the east of Ukraine, annexation of Crimea, the need to accelerate work on the establishment of an integrated concept of public policy in the field of education and culture in areas that suffered from foreign aggression was emphasized. They have to become a priority for central and local authorities in the implementation of educational and cultural policy.

AS TO THE PROBLEM OF REBELS IN MD -4 «HOVERLIA» MILITARY AND ECONOMIC SUPPORT (1943 – 1949)
On the basis of unknown and little-known documents the rebels in MD-4 «Hoverlia» military and economic support issues are revealed. The complex research which revealed the military and economic features providing insurgents in the Carpathian province is missing. To fill this gap this publication is devoted partly. Arms and ammunition whole, medical supplies, clothes usually were gained from the enemy.  At the beginning of the UPA organization in some areas very often soldiers were dressed in simple peasant clothes, sometimes painted in green. Over the years, divisions fight from the enemy clothing, weapons or directly disarmed and stripped enemy soldiers. The most important issue was to ensure the newly created departments by weapons and ammunition, which was felt in Galicia shortage as the way of clothes and shoes. Note, that in the 1944 – 1945there were no problems with military material support. Since the beginning of the Bolshevik occupation was fine food departments established. Departments had large stocks gained and harvested food, while in the province as further were led procurement of all necessary economic referentury. The populations knowingly donated voluntarily contributing to the needs of the troops, as understood that a strong UPA guarantee that the Bolsheviks would not be able to realize their activities on the territory. It is proved that despite the difficulties of daily armed struggle and advocacy UPA faced with a constant problem as armed and material support. It was found that this problem is dealt with as ordinary members and senior officers. The author founded that the lack of adequate military and economic support, and continuous moral and psychological tensions led to conflict.

In the scientific article on the base of scientist’s correspondence had analyzed their everyday home life and science life of Ukrainian science intelligence of the first third of XX century. In order to get the most authentic information about a particular historical period, it is important to study the impact of human factors on the period. From that we can conclude the need to study the history of everyday life just as a way most significant events play a certain age. The period of activity punitive and repressive apparatus of the former  USSR considered special. The Soviets literally "suppressed" new ideas and radical solutions "fresh" concept, even from the mouth (or with the pen) the most prominent scientists not only in the Soviet Union, but also worldwide. This is due to the follow in features of the era of the personal source of origin is hardly the most reliable and informative, especially because only letters to loved one spirit and ideas companions (especially in academic circles) can be found really frank exposition of ideas, feel a certain freedom, which scientists hoped to keep in correspondence. Looking at the problem from the same analysis is female correspondence allows to look in more detail the nature of influential factors played no role in the formation of life scientists. The study analyzed a special origin an array of sources (materials scientists’ correspondence). As a result, there have been a number of conclusions about the daily life of women scientists, including scientific work based epistolary heritage of leading Ukrainian scholars as K. Hrushevska, O. Bagaley-Tatarinovа. In particular, the more detailed the information submitted on housing and financial wealth scientists, the conditions for fruitful work and support of science and education necessary books, monographs and documents.

Hetman Petro Konashevich Sagaidachnyy figure in the works of Ukrainian historians the first half of the nineteenth century
The article reviews the formation of Ukrainian historiography of the first half of the nineteenth century and the figure of Hetman Petro Konashevich Sagaydachny. We analyzed the main directions of scientific historical ideas, showed the views of D. Bantysh-Kamensky, M. Markiewicz, M. Maksimovich. 

At this time the main directions of the research of Peter Konashevich Sagaydachny were formed and problematic of learning was determined. Historians began to attract to the research new sources. It helped them to form a lot of new directions of learning of the actions of this famous hetman. But now a level of historiographical analysis of these works does not satisfy needs of science and society. Actuality of the article consists of necessity to analyze the views of historians of the first half of the nineteenth century and to determine the ideas and trends, which had influence on further scientific research. General trends and individual questions, which will be examined, were mentioned in “History of Malaya Russia”. Bantysh-Kamensky defended political ideal of autonomist regime and he considered hetman to be independent leader. Historian doubt his own attitude to this figure by criticizing his political orientation: one the one hand - via his own prorussian orientation and on the other hand via the necessity of acceptance of his objective appropriateness of political practice of hetman to the realities of that times. 

M. Markevich had precise position in this question. He described the figure of hetman from the national and governmental position be approving his actions. In the material of Markevich we can see dealing with social aspects, analysis of events from the place of people. It had influence on characteristic of Sagaydachny and he was a representor of interests and protector of people. 

Populism in its early stage was represented in creations of M. Maksimovich. He considered Peter Konashevich to be a leader of kozaki, who understood problems and needs of everybody and protected not only estates, but also of interests of all the nation. In contradistinction Bantysh-Kamensky and Markevich, he considered hetman to be subordinate of the Polish Crown, which successfully used the existing geopolitical situation to protect national interests. In this period in Ukrainian historical science outlined the main points of the study of the Sagaidachnyy figure, identified issues for further study. 

To sum up, the learning of Petro Sagaydachny in the first half of the nineteenth century had a huge spreading. It means that growth of scientific and social interest in kozak past, formation of different accesses to researchment different important figures in nation history

BULGARIANS OF AZOV REGION IN THE END OF ХІХ – BEGINNING XX CENTURY
In the article history and life of Bulgarians of east part of the Azov region (Donbass, Kuban and Rostovskay oblast) in the end of ХІХ − beginning ХХ century are considered. The author states the reasons and periodicity of migration; nuances of social and economic position of Bulgarians in the Russian Empire; result of a substantiation of Bulgarians in the east of the Azov region.

In the history of migration Bulgarians there are two main organizational forms resettlement process: regulated and unregulated. But the migration of Bulgarians in the  Azov region held regardless of the total tsarist colonial policy and of the reasons as socio-economic and political nature.
In the 70 years of the ХІХth century on the outskirts of large settlements of Azov coast appeared a category of Bulgarians as gardeners, vidhodnyky, this form of migration is appropriate to define as business because the goal of becoming a profit. Market capitalization Bulgaria after 1878 year caused the increase of labor migration.
Stolypin reform of 1906 year did not increase the quantitative of Bulgarians but single migration occurred, and it is qualitatively changed economic conditions - began to develop hamlet system.
Just before World War I migration of Bulgarians to the east coast increased. The reason was the unfavorable political situation in Bulgaria itself. Even during the warfare of the World War I, the Bulgarians did not stopped migrate to the Russian Empire.
The peculiarity of the Bulgarian contingent east of the Azov Sea is the fact that most of their mass come from outside the Empire. 

In the field of employment Bulgarians were involved in different activities, but it should be noted that industrial horticulture still remains the main area. The contribution of the Bulgarians in the further development of agriculture of the eastern part of the Azov can be determined such as improving the technological processing of land resources (use of the irrigation system in the Bulgarian economy: "Bulgarian wheel" or "Bulgarian Chygyr"), the use of new methods of growing vegetables and fruits (parynyky, greenhouses) and collective forms of economic organization (association on a national basis).

Administrative and territorial composition of the Ukrainian Upper Azov Area in the late 18th and in the 1870s
The emergence of Mariupol District on the map of South Ukraine was caused by the Russian Empire’s desire to incorporate the spoils of Russia-Turkey war (1768 – 1774) as well as by the territorial heritage of Zaporozhe Sich and migration of the Christian Greeks from the Crimea to the Ukrainian Upper Azov Area. The first evidence to the necessity of creating Mariupol District was found in Governor General G. Potemkin’s order to V. Chertkov, Governor of Azov Province dated of September 29th, 1779 aimed at giving the Greeks who had migrated from the Crimea the lands of the former Kalmius Station of Zaporozhe troops.  

At the time of manipulating the territorial arrangement of the state power and after the creation of Katerynoslav Vicarage, on January 22d, 1784 the legislator determined 15 vicinities in it. Among them was Mariupol one. That was the first legal act that mentioned Mariupol District.

In the staff of Katerynoslav Vicarage approved by the legislator on June 5th, 1806 there was a new district-oriented arrangement where there was no Mariupol District. But in accordance with the edict dated of October 31st, 1807, Mariupol which had been an outsider came to the jurisdiction of Taganrog City Council.
Mariupol Greeks retained a kind of apartness which consisted in independence in fulfilling some certain assignments of local government. This resulted from the fact that to denote the Greek “autonomy” and in characterizing issues concerned with development (limitation or provision), the legislator used such concepts as “Privileges of Mariupol”, “Mariupol Greek Community”, “Mariupol Local Community” and “Community of Greek Settlements near Mariupol”.
Until 1859 such territorial units as “Mariupol Greek Vicinity” or “Mariupol Vicinity” were not found in the legislation of the Russian Empire. Instead, the Code of Laws of 1833 contains the description of the territorial composition of Taganrog City Council – “Taganrog, Rostov, Nakhichevan and Mariupol with the adjacent lands on the right shore of the Azov Sea”. The same formula is used in the Code of Laws of 1857. 

For the first time the legislator referred to Mariupol as a district capital in the edict dated of September 28th, 1859. The area of Mariupol was being created as a territorial and police-covered unit, the prototype of district.
On February 27th, 1868, since the new staff of the police was created, the legislator called the police-covered area of Mariupol (for the first time in the late 19th century) Mariupol District. The police department established by the related legislative act began to work on June 27th, 1868.

OVERVIEW  OF THE  HISTORICAL - CULTUROLOGICAL ESSEY BY IVAN DZUBA "THE DONETSK’S WOUND OF UKRAINE"
The article analyzes the historical and culturological essays "The Donetsk’s wound of Ukraine" by Ivan Dzyuba, who is a prominent journalist and civil activist, active fighter for spiritual and political independence of Ukraine. 
The analysis of the three essays performes with a certain interval: the Donbass – the region of Ukrainian word (2001), Donetsk’s component of the Ukrainian culture, (2005), The tragedy of Donetsk region (2015) in which reveal the basic reasons of the Russian aggression and the occupation of parts of Donbas and Luhansk regions. 

In his opening remark, I. Dzyuba shows readers where began a mythologization of the concept of "Donetsk" in all its manifestations. It is a massive myth, that of "zapadentsy" as Bandera; about the hostility of the "Kiev" (as a symbol of ukrainian’s power) to the "Donbass", which feeds all of Ukraine, but in this case is not taken into account the factor that in developing the Donbass had attended by all the Ukrainian people. 
In the essay "the Donbas– the land of Ukrainian culture" the author shows for examples that the region is an organic part of Ukraine which it makes not only an enormous contribution to the development of the economy of Ukraine, but it makes also in the development of its spirituality. In spite of all the obstructions, here have developed all genres of modern Ukrainian culture: a literature, a music, the performing arts, a painting. 

Essay "The Donetsk’s component of the Ukrainian culture" this is a report at the International Congress of Ukrainian in 2005, which held in a Donetsk.. Here Ivan Dzyuba focuses attention on that in modern Ukrainian society is not sufficiently drawn attention to the development of national culture. In this regard he cites the example of Donbass, which was located on a special position. Its cultural life has not yet fully integrated into a cultural life of Ukraine, and therefore there is the illusion belonging to the sphere of Russian culture. 

The last essay"The Tragedy of Donbass" was written in 2015, where the author analyses objective and subjective factors, which led to the tragedy as for Donbass and all over Ukraine. 

The combination of these factors led to the fact that the region was remained under the rule of oligarchic clans and criminals, and its population became an information separated from Ukraine. As a result, the Donbass is in the fire, and Ukraine was drawn into the war.

The materials OF PERSONAL origin of the funds of State archive of Mykolaiv region as a source of the history of Southern Ukraine 
(the second half of the ХІХ - early ХХ century)
An interesting and valuable source for the study of the history of Southern Ukraine the second half of XIX - early XX century are the materials of personal origin. Their value determined by the presence of rich factual material saturation observations and reflections of the authors of the events described, bright color display, spirit of time, moods and details of life.

Narrative sources through the lens of personal experiences of their authors give an opportunity to re-evaluate the past. Materials personal origin are stored in the collections of the State Archives of Mykolaiv region, universal in meaning, have great informative features, providing valuable information about the development of economy, education, culture and daily life of the population and so on. Expansion of sources through research into scientific circulation new documents and materials, as well as exploring the potential of their information remains one of the prospective areas of national historical science. Materials of personal origin, which include memories, memoirs, diaries, notebooks, correspondence that stay in mind during a person's life is an integral part of source base to explore the past.

Materials of personal origin are stored in the collections of the State Archives of Mykolaiv region, provide diverse, rich material for further research of the history of Southern Ukraine. Moreover, it is necessary to take into account the subjectivity in the records of the personal origin. The author concludes that work on further studies of personal origin, their detection, classification, analysis, etc., remains one of the most important areas of academics today. Crediting institution as the stimulated factor of Ukrainian village development in the 20-th years of the XX-th century
All complex of the economic measures inculcated in 20th of ХХ of century in Ukraine is a certain lesson in development of modern social and economic processes with the aim of strengthening of the Ukrainian state system.

This article investigates of credit relations institution between the soviet state and Ukrainian peasantry in the 20-th years of the XX-th century. Different forms of agricultural producers crediting concern to the system of credit relations, in the case.

The state stimulated with different level provided peasants by material incentive for rising the productivity of labor, to stimulate introduction of advanced technologies, to make use of new methods of ground cultivation.

The article contemplates the financial part of the Ukrainian village life on the eve of the complete collectivization in Ukraine.

The major aspect of the given research is an activity analysis of financial institutions. For crediting of peasants, the state, specially, created the number of banking institutions, credit unions and credit associations. Considerable aid in definition of an ultimate goal of the state crediting of agricultural producers is given in the analysis of financial "stability" in the country. Funding of villages is a serious part of the state, budgetary policy, and consequently we perform only a partial analysis of this policy, money receipt and outflow.

The credit policy of the Soviet government had a wide spectrum of actions. It covered all layers of peasants. Indeed, there were different kinds of crediting for different village layers. On the basis of the given review we can analyze not only the differentiated approach of the state to crediting of different kinds of agriculture, but also track back the expediency of their financing. Obviously, average and prosperous individual producers were more serviceable credit payers, whereas poor individual proprietors and collective farms (collective farmers, state farms, a commune etc.) were sometimes in state’s good graces and often dragged out or were absolutely unable to return credit money which, subsequently, was cancelled by the state.

The aim of this research is to investigate not only the fact, itself, of credit allocation, but state differential methods of approach to the rate choice, duration of crediting and rate of interest.
This investigation deals with different aspects of crediting institution influence to the level of agricultural production and work productivity in the Ukrainian village in the20-th years of the XX-th century.

ENLIGHTENMENT IN TNE ACTIVITIES OF NATIONAL-CULTURAL ASSOCIATIONS OF ODESSA IN THE MIDDLE OF THE XIX – EARLY XX CENTURIES
Enlightenment is all private, public actions to combat illiteracy among uneducated population, or providing additional knowledge to anyone who wishes it voluntarily. One of the most effective means of spreading education was the creation of relevant associations and organizations, particularly appropriate to individual national communities. Most of them tried to combine charitable and educational tasks.

This article focuses on studying of the contribution of educational affairs of national-cultural associations (organizations, companies) of Odessa which is one of the most multi-religious / linguistic / ethnic cities of the Russian Empire, still remains  today. Mainly, the article is based on documents from the documentary funds of the State Archive of Odessa region, printed assembly materials and less on narratives  such as media reports. Historiographical framework of this paper is broad, if we consider its general mention of the Society members, but narrow, if it focuses on comprehensive analysis rendered in the title and theme of this article. The most valuable for us is to work with educational type societies, it was reflected in the names of these companies.

More than half of the representatives of each ethnic communities of Odessa remained illiterate. However, statistics are not fixed the possession degree of their native language. Other sources indicate that the conservation of their own language, literacy in their native language, and by extension, the threat of assimilation was sharp to all communities and especially among those traditionally oppressed by the authorities for "disloyalty."

Enlightenment at all stages of education was closely linked with the creation of nation aspiration and efforts of national communities of Odessa, as well as general humanistic motives intellectuals. The range of common philosophies, trying to lay the consciousness of listeners and readers through public readings, establishment of libraries, etc. member companies was broad: from conservatism to national- democratism, social- democracy and liberalism.

The article contains the source analysis record keeping documentation, which highlights the problems of children's homelessness and neglect since the second half of XVIII – early XIX century in the South of Ukraine. Research and development in this area allows us to enrich the knowledge on the activities of institutions of public charity in this period, the main groups record keeping documents on the basis of their analysis to fill in the gaps on the history of children's philanthropy. In the center of attention of the researcher have been numerous reports of societies. This group of documents contains information mainly of a statistical nature, and, in general, shows the internal atmosphere of the children's care homes. Numerous journals, regulations, rules, instructions illustrate the action of local authorities in the sphere of guardianship over homeless and street children. An important role is to pay and participate in child custody private benefactors. It is philanthropy resisted the growth of homelessness, raised educational and cultural level of the local population. Davagna documentation draws the attention of the researcher on the number of charitable institutions of various kinds, the internal functioning of these institutions, issues of financing, the main occupation of the inmates. The author stated that the documents of office-work represent the largest group of sources for the history of children's homelessness and neglect of the region. This fact is, on the one hand, positive because it provides a wide information and negative, as some data are contradictions. Analysis of documents office is not only a valuable historical source in the light of the custody of homeless and neglected children in the South of Ukraine in the end XVIII – early XX century, and an interesting example of how the second half of the nineteenth century. acquires its expansion to non-state sphere of clerical work, allowing you to discover the topic of neonotonia.

GREEKS OF UKRAINE IN THE LEGISLATIVE POLICIES OF THE RULING GOVERNMENT IN THE SECOND HALF OF XVII-XIХ CENTURIES
The article is based on a comprehensive analysis of the sources and literature, determines the place of Greeks of Ukraine in the legislative policy of Hetman and the Imperial Government in the second half of the XVII-XIX centuries. 

The stages of the privileged position of the Greek Community are studied. Nizhyn Greek Community can be called one of the first formed in the Ukrainian lands. Greek merchants were invited by the Government of Hetman Bohdan Khmelnytsky in the middle of the XVII century to enhance trade on Ukrainian lands which were in decline because of the events of the National Liberation War. Hetman Government encouraged foreign merchants. They were provided a number of rights and privileges. The result of the active and far-sighted government policy was the formation of Nizhyn Greek Community. 

Hetman Government was subsequently substituted by the Russian Empire. However, at first this fact did not affect the development and activity of the Greeks. Nizhyn Greek life activity was regulated by complex of political and legal instruments which were produced by the Hetman and later Imperial power. Those legislative decisions taken during the XVII-XVIII centuries gradually fixed the privileged position of Nizhyn Greek Community.

 However, after the liquidation of the Hetman Institute, the Government of the Russian Empire took a hard line on the centralization of the power in the country. The main issue that bothered the authorities is a privileged position of the members of the Greek Community. Among the benefits, which  Nizhyn Greeks were using for a long period were: their own judiciary; the presence of seals; the right to conduct trading business freely; the prohibition of other authorities to interfere in the affairs of the Greeks; Nizhyn Greek Magistrate had the right to issue passports etc. All these caused concern of the authorities of the Russian Empire, which led to the gradual elimination of the privileged position of Nizhyn Greeks. 

Thus, the article highlights the legal basis of Greek merchants stay in Ukraine; economic, geopolitical and legal factors that influenced the Nizhyn Greeks receiving special status, rights and privileges.

The middle of the XVII century was marked in the history of Ukraine by the events of the National Liberation War.  Successful Cossack Army fighting resulted in the formation of the Ukrainian Cossack state under the terms of the Treaty of Zboriv (1649). However, the long war led to the economic decline of the country. In order to restore the functioning of all sectors of society, Hetman government encouraged foreign merchants to enhance trade affairs in Ukrainian lands. As a result, there was a formation of Nizhyn Greek Community. Nizhyn Greek life activity was regulated by a complex of political and legal instruments which were produced by the hetman and the tsarist government. Those legislative decisions taken during the XVII-XVIII centuries. gradually, step by step, were lining privileged state of Nizhyn Greek Community.

The aim of the article is to explain the process of separation of Nizhyn Greeks in legislative practice of hetman and the tsarist government.

The study of history of Nizhyn Greek Community began in the mid-nineteenth century from the article written by M. Storozhevsky [8]. This topic has gained relevance in connection with changes in the socio-political system of the Russian Empire. During the second half of the nineteenth century a number of works on the history of Nizhyn Greek fraternity appeared where the authors had focused on specific aspects of life of the Greek Community. 
K. Kharlampovich [10] Studies played a special role in the analysis of the legal practices of the hetman and the tsarist governments regarding Nizhyn Greeks.  Unlike the works of his predecessors, the entire story of his "Sketches" is based on the most informative complex of sources - archive of Greek fraternity. During the period of “Restructuring” (Perestroika) historians received an access to many archival documents which had been impossible in Soviet times.  And it is under these circumstances Shvydko G. [11] began her research activities.  Subject of her work was studying of archival documents on the history of Nizhyn Greek fraternity. During the 90's of XX - XXI centuries specialization studies of Hellenistic problems deepened. Critical rethinking of scientific achievements of predecessors and analysis of sources on the history of Greek Community of Nizhyn belongs to A. Hedo [1]. She made a detailed analysis of the hetman Universals that concerned Nizhyn Greeks and provided a clear classification of them by such criteria as the nature of privileges. In general, the authors note that Nizhyn Greek Community had its own specific characteristics in education, social structure, traditions and self-government rights and privileges.

The study source base is published (hetman Universals and the tsarist government legislation) and unpublished (archival) materials that reflect legal practice of hetman and the tsarist governments regarding Nizhyn Greeks.

 At Cossack times the basic document defining the position of Greeks on the Ukrainian territory was Universal.  According to the classification of Hedo A. [1]. Universals were divided into the following: 1) universals which provided privileges to trade; 2) universals which released from the cart and housing obligations; 3) universals which established a special status of Greeks in Nizhyn; 4)universals which confirmed the previous acts.

The majority of the Universals of the first group are trading ones. This is not surprising, as stimulating of domestic trade was one of the important directions of hetman policy, taking into the account the economic downturn and the need for consumer goods. The Universal issued by B. Khmelnytsky on May 2, 1657, from which originated the legal regulation of the Greeks residing in the Ukrainian lands can be referred to such documents.  Universal encouraged Greek merchants to trade in Ukraine. Herewith this Hetman authority undertook to ensure favorable trade conditions for foreigners [9, p. 43]. In an attempt to revive the commercial activity the authorities did not even stop before the delivery of judicial autonomy to the Greeks and allowed to sue the Greek merchants and their servants according to their customs.

If the first Universal by B.Khmelnitsky only declared the encouragement of Greek merchants to trade in Ukraine, the next document defined the main incentive of the commercial activity - the right to free trade. The Universal by Khmelnytskyy on 16 June, 1657 stated that trade because of active business Greek merchants had to cross the border and pay the duty very often.  In this circumstances Hetman ordered to release the Greeks from the duty and strongly reminded to local authorities of the need to fully assist the Greek merchants, not hinder, and if necessary, to give them places in the inn so that the Greeks did not lose time and again and again came to Ukraine to trade [9, p. 44]. Greek merchants had to pay only inductus - duty of imported goods. However, a fixed amount of duty was set only in 1660.

So trade preferences and their own court from the very beginning were the main features of the privileged position of the Greeks and the basis for its further strengthening and improvement.

Legally, this was manifested in a number of the following Universals, which according to the above classification can be defined as confirmation ones.

 
The Universal issued by V. Vyhovsky on 9 February, 1658 Greek merchants’ privileges having granted to them by B. Khmelnitsky [9, p. 44] were confirmed. And the next Universal by I. Vyhovsky on 3 May, 1659 reminded to the local officials that in case of aggression of the foreign merchants, guilty were to be punished [9, p. 46].

When  Bohdan Khmelnytsky’s son Yuri, came to the Hetman power Greek merchants again appealed to the Hetman to get a charter that would confirm their special position in the Ukrainian lands. In response, the young Hetman issued two Universals. 

Their content was very traditional. It was forbidden to do any obstacles to Greek merchants when they were moving in the territory of Ukraine, during their trade in the fairs in cities and it was forbidden to collect taxes from the Greeks. Y. Khmelnitsky also reminded Greeks entitled to free judicial resolution of controversial issues [9, p. 46].

Some specification of legal issues is noticed in the Universal by Briukhovetsky on 16 March, 1665. Along with "ritual" for the Ukrainian Hetman confirmation of all the advantages and threats of punishment for those who would violate them, they talked about the features of court between the Greeks and Ukrainians. It could take place in the general court establishments, so disputes between the Greek and Ukrainian merchants were not within the competence of the Greek justice.

So for the period of 1657-1665 confirmation and defensive Universals were the lion's share of the legal framework for the Greek community. Issues raised in these documents, revolved around the trade privileges and their own court and almost did not go beyond the content of the plane that had been outlined by the Universals of Bogdan Khmelnitsky.

The period of the important changes for foreign merchants in general, and the Greeks in particular began from the Universal by I. Samoilovych. He issued two Universals in 1672, as well as the previous ones they confirmed the privileged position of Greek merchants in Ukrainian lands. But Universal issued on November 28, 1675 qualitatively changed the state of Greek merchants in contrast to other foreigners. In the Universal Hetman government appealed to Nizhyn city magistrate with orders not to interfere in the affairs of the judiciary of Greek merchants. The Universal determined that the appeal against the decision of the Greek court could be sent to the General Court [9, p. 53].

The most fundamental changes in the situation of the Greek community were made by the legislative activity of Mazepa. It completed the evolution of the Greek factor from scattered merchant community, whose members temporary were in Ukraine, to organized, geographically defined community. It opened up new prospects for the development of traditions of self-government. In particular, it appeared in such decisions. Mazepa by his Universal on September 13, 1687 confirmed the right of the Greeks to sue only by their court and be out of the power of the regimental court and city magistrate.  And by the Universal on December 18 of the same year he allowed to build their own church and do religious rites according to their custom [9, p . 54]. So for the first time the religious autonomy was added to judiciary one. By the Universal of I. Mazepa on 19 October 1696, Nizhyn Greek fraternity [9, p. 57] was legally formalized. The document stressed on the prohibition of Nizhyn Greeks to do themselves justice of criminal cases. For the first time the Greek households were exempt from municipal obligations [10, p. 21]. Another Universal on 16 May, 1701 Greeks were exempt from providing carts and military housing duties and municipal taxes [9, p. 59].

Both I. Skoropadsky and D. Apostol  confirmed all the rights and privileges of Greeks. The absence of new subjects in their Universals indicates that during the ruling time of the Hetman Ivan Mazepa almost all the main spheres of the life of Greeks in Nizhyn had been identified and resolved.

However, the first half of the XVIII century began to Nezhin Greeks not only with the strengthening and confirmation of their privileged position. After the "betrayal" of Hetman Ivan Mazepa, Hetman's government on Ukrainian lands had been fairly stable and could not become a guarantor of rights and privileges of Nizhyn Greeks. Even in times of Hetman Ivan Skoropadsky Hetman authority was so weak that the military and local governments saw no need to adhere to legislation [2, p. 87]. Therefore Nizhyn Greeks began to seek support and protection in Moscow tsars.

 The Greeks turned the Russian government not for the first time. The development of trade business in the Russian Empire reached such a rate that Greek merchants could not stay out of this process. They wanted to find new markets and sought the permission of the Russian government for the right to trade in Moscow. The desire of Greek merchants was supported by the embassy order on 17 April, 1680.  To protect the Moscow market from Greeks from Turkey, which could come to Moscow under the guise of Greeks from the Ukrainian town, it was necessary to have a letter signed by Hetman with the military seal, which would have confirmed their identity. [3]

In their petitions to Peter I they complained about the Hetman authorities and asked to give them such a document, which would guarantee the protection of their rights and privileges. This document has been received on 11 March, 1710 when Nizhyn Greeks got granted charter which confirmed all the rights and privileges granted to the community by the Hetman's government. Russian government did not ignore the issue of justice of Nizhyn Greeks. As it had been established before the Greeks had to do the justice among themselves and their servants in all the matters, except criminal and investigation [4].

Decree of the Russian Empress Anna Ivanovna on 8 August, 1734 approved the rights and privileges having been granted to Nizhyn Greeks in the time of Peter I. Among other things, the document dealt with proceeding in the Greek Community. The right of Greeks to do their own trial according to their traditions [5] was confirmed. So they could do trials in all the matters except criminal, but in the 13th paragraph of the decree emphasized that the Greeks had a right to appeal to the General Military Chancellery in Hlukhov in case of inability to solve complex civil cases independently.

An important place in the history of the community has Granted Charter by Elizabeth I granted to the Greeks on 3 November, 1742. Among the mentioned items of the Charter another one was added. It was added because the persistent request of the Greek merchants: it was forbidden to engage members of the Greek Community in public affairs of the city [6]. Special attention is paid there. Despite the absence of territorial separation, Greek Community estranged itself from the city community life. It existed independently, which was confirmed legally.

Reigning period of Hetman K. Razumovsky went down in the history of Nijinsky Greek Community as an attempt to control trial of Greek fraternity by local government. By the order of the Hetman on 16 April, 1751 Nizhyn regimental sergeant was introduced to  Nizhyn Greek fraternity. The reaction of Greek fraternity was quick. In August of the same year the Greeks sent a petition to the Hetman about the violation of their privileges. The result was an Universal issued him in Glukhov on 28 August, 1751, which confirmed the rights and privileges of Nizhyn Greeks (exemption from the housing and cart obligation, the right of free movement for commercial activity, the inviolability of the deceased Greeks, the independence of the Greek court, etc.) [9, p.84] and military General's office issued a decree banning any harassment of Greek merchants.

After the liquidation of Hetman Institute in Ukrainian lands in the 60-ies of XVII century the highest authority in the territory of Little Russia was the Second Little Russian Collegium led by Count P.Rumyantsev. The course was set for the centralization of power in the Russian Empire. The main issue concerning Nizhyn Greeks which worried the Russian government, was almost uncontrolled acceptance to the brotherhood not only local Greeks, but also Greeks immigrants and other nationalities from  Little Russian. The Decree on 10 February, 1775 granted the following rights and privileges to Nizhyn Greeks: Greek fraternity court was given the state seal; the right to trade freely within Russia was given; it was prohibited to  General Court to interfere in  the Greeks’ business, in solving important issues and litigation higher authority is Little Russian Collegium; in case of disputes of  Greeks with people of other nationalities, the Greeks brought  Russians to  the state judiciary, Russians  brought Greeks  to the fraternity  court; Nizhyn Magistrate was denoted not to violate the rights and privileges of the Greeks, not to delay issuing passports, not to demand carriageway duty and not to restrict the disposal of property of  the deceased people in different cities in the interests of the Greeks as the heirs and creditors. [7]

Another important point in the legal regulation of the Nizhyn Greeks life was ordering the judiciary, particularly the part that dealt with appeals.

The historic importance was the legislative Act on21 April, 1785. The Russian government issued a "Municipal Statutes" in which city management passed to the competence of magistrates and merchants were divided into guilds. This legislative Act actually threatened the Greek Community with its longstanding tenor. Realizing this, members of the Greek Community in Nizhyn immediately addressed to the Empress to approve their privileges. In granted charter provided by Catherine II to Nizhyn Greeks on  1 September, 1785 it was noted that instead of the court of the Greek fraternity  Nijinsky Greek magistrate would be created. In addition, special state of Greeks in Nizhyn was confirmed; their benefits were strengthened [2, p. 125]. Granted charter of 1785 completed a long process of formation of self-government of Nizhyn Greeks.

Thus, the government attention to the issues of the foreign colonization of Ukrainian territories affected in a number of political and legal acts which regulated life activity of  Nizhyn Greeks. They provided to the Greek Community in Nizhyn economic and judicial privileges and shaped the political and legal framework of self-governing organization.  Nizhyn Greek Magistrate became its manifestation.

CREDIT AND FINANCIAL INANCIAL INSTITUTIONS IN THE MIDDLE OF ХІХ - EARLY XX CENTURY IN THE WORKS OF PRE-REVOLUTIONARY SCIENTISTS
The article considers the scientific research of the origin formation of credit and financial system of Ukraine in the second half of the XX – early XX centuries. Pre-revolutionary historiography has many studies, which covered various aspects of financial, trade and industrial policy of the autocracy, this is period of discussion in the community about ways to further socio-economic development of the empire. Activity of credit establishments was under permanent government attention, and wardship of the development of credit cases belonged to the most important functions of government. The first attempts to characterize newly created credit and financial system were made in the 60's – 70's. XIX century. The study of the opinions and views of contemporaries of these processes is the purpose of this article. 

It was determined that the totality of all the literature on this subject can be divided into three groups: the first – work, discussion on the creation and development of banking and credit institutions and the state's role in these processes; second – works which provided description of credit institutions as independent financial institutions that have their own structure and outsourcing; and third - practical recommendations, instructions, manuals, etc. regarding the activities of credit and banking institutions. It was characterized works, which were explored in the Russian Empire (O. Yakovleva, V. Luginina, N. Kolyupanova, O. Vasyulchikova, O. Antsuferova, M. Katayeva, S. Prokopovicha, O. Gurjeva, P. Gurjeva, P. Morachevskogo, and others) and works that reveal the activity of credit and banking in Ukrainian lands (P. Chubinskogo, Y. Ivancheka, V. Domanitskogo, S. Borodayevskogo, Y. Krayevogo, F. Skorniakova, and others). It is noticed, that contemporary works of literature didn’t have historiographical analysis and contained few references to the source. However, all authors expressed only one idea – demand of Russia is ordered lending, and then they polemic about the best system for the Russian empire, so that the state should influence and control the credit institutions. In this article were used the principles of historicism, objectivity and also problem-chronological, critically comparative and statistical methods. The results of this research can be used for training courses for history of Ukraine and Russia, historiography, source study, socio-economic history

MARIUPOL MUNICIPAL PUBLIC EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE FORMATION (MARCH, 1917)
The present-day Ukraine is undergoing a process of reforming governmental institutions which is complicated, debatable and full of unjustified hopes. It motivates the researchers to examine reforming historical experience at the time of the Democratic Revolution of 1917. A thorough study of Mariupol Public Executive Committee formation historical experience at the beginning of the Revolution of 1917 allows analyzing the origins of development of the democratic processes in Mariupol that is a significant economic, administrative and cultural center of Ukrainian Pryazovye, our country’s outpost at its Southern-East borders.  

The article analyzes historiographically unexamined issues of Mariupol Municipal Public Executive Committee function in the processes of the democratic modernization of the governmental institutions in Mariupol. It elucidates various aspects of the Committee’s political activity, its decisions as to the city’s economic and social development and the new governmental institutions’ formation. The analysis studies the newspaper “Mariupolskaya Zhizn” materials that were not used for the scientific purposes before. It allowed a more thorough examination of various aspects of the given issue. 

The social processes in Mariupol at the beginning of the Democratic Revolution of 1917 reflected the general political trends of the time. The foundation of Mariupol Municipal Public Executive Committee evidenced that. In March of 1917 it functioned dynamically and actively, sometimes its members worked on implementing the local reforms even at night. The sphere of decisions of the new self-government body included the various issues concerning the city’s social and economic stability. The Executive Committee paid the particular attention to reforming law-enforcement bodies, solving political, transport and food problems as well as to charity issues. At the beginning of the Democratic Revolution Mariupol Municipal Public Executive Committee sustained by the public was able to solve the social problems unconfrontationally.

M. Hrushevsky  and the dispute in the Shevchenko scientific society: the issue in the  Ukrainian contemporary historiografy
In the course of 1911-1913 a conflict that affected the scientific activity of M. Hrushevsky arose in the Shevchenko Scientific Society. On the one hand there was a manifestation of Mykhaylo Hrushevsky’s authoritarianism, on the other hand pretentiousness of some of his followers, S. Tomashivsky in particular, showed itself. The historiographic analysis of these aspects concerning the appraisals is of scientific interest since it enables to determine the scientific and political stands of the well-known figures of that time as to the scientific and publicistic activity of M. Hrushevsky.   
The article examines the historiography aspect of the issue concerning the dispute arisen in the NTSh in 1911-1913. It determined the role of M. Hrushevsky, S. Tomashivsky and other scientists in the dispute on the historiographic basis. It defined the multi-aspect character of those events within the framework of the Halychyna political elite of the time. The historiographic study enabled to determine the present-day Ukrainian scientists’ attempts to give a more sensible appraisal the collision. The article analyzed the issues of the given events covering in the works by L. Vynar, I. Hyrych, V. Horyn’, Y. Dashkevych, O. Romaniv and other historians studying M. Hrushevsky’s life and activity.
The given historiographic analysis enabled to determine the contemporary Ukrainian historians’ interest in the examined problem elucidation. The scientist thoroughly analysed the documents referring the given topic. They clarified the conflict details and determined the causes of those activities on the new source data base and studied the constituents of the conflict (political, methodological and organizational aspects). Nearly all the researchers condemned the opponents struggle against M. Hrushevksy although some of the scientists acknowledged the great historian’s ambitiousness and bias as to the activity of Galicia political establishment. The contemporary Ukrainian historians pointed to M. Hrushevsky’s great reformatory activity aimed at transforming the Shevchenko Scientific Society into the Academy of Sciences hindered by the opposition.

VOLUME AND STRUCTURE OF URBAN MIGRATION TO DONETSK REGION CITIES IN 1944-1946
Postwar migration specifics of Donetsk region was defined by significant human losses against the background of the large concentration of enterprises vitally important to the state. This formed the purpose of organized migration - provision of the industrial complex that was being rebuilt with the workforce, and indirectly this was the main factor of the growth of citizens’ number. State and party leadership realized its traditional method of human resource management in order to perform public tasks. Migration flows during 1944-1946 mainly consisted of mobilized for the reconstruction of industrial facilities, demobilized veterans, returnees, criminals, mobilized to factory-and-workshop schools, participants of the state system of organizational mobilization. As a result of powerful migrations, urban population had restored its pre-war figures before 1950.

Considering 1946 as an example, we can see that migration gain totaled 237.9 thousand people and constituted 86% of total population growth of cities. The number of citizens mainly risen due to people of working age, in the majority – men, which helped to shape a more balanced age-sex composition. A third of the mechanical growth was formed by those who came from regions of the Ukrainian SSR, of which two thirds were rural residents. The percentage of immigrants from the RSFSR is significantly lower - they comprised approximately 18% of immigrants. Share of immigrants from other republics is insignificant - about 1%. 1946 stands out from the next years because of a considerable number of arrivals from abroad - around 15%, as well as a large share of persons to whom that time statistics applied specific euphemism "without specification" - 33.5%.

Typology of political violence forms

as a part of modern political process
There are numerous manifestations of political violence that accompanies political activity in all historical times. The aim of this article is to analyze main types and forms of political violence typical for modern political process. Ideas of Raymond Aron, Pierre Bourdieu, Johan Galtung, Ted Robert Gurr, Philip Quincy Wright, as well as typology of political conflicts provided by Heidelberg Institute for International Conflict Research and typology of intrastate violence offered by A. Dmitriev and I. Zalysin form the theoretical foundation of this article.

Intrastate violence in the political process is represented by spontaneous mass disorders, riots, uprisings, coups, rebellions, conspiracies, purges, domestic wars. Specific features are inherent to such manifestations of political violence as genocide and terrorism, that have an international character, accompanied by a large number of victims and targeting civilians. 

Among numerous forms of political violence the war has the largest scale, intensity and the most ruinous consequences. There are various typologies of wars. Special emphasis is placed on consideration of conventional (ordinary), internal, information, psychological, consciousness, hybrid wars. 

The main features of hybrid war are designated here, given the fact that such war is one of the most up-to-date forms of political violence. Information (cyber-) war occupies an important place among key components of hybrid war. In the course of cyberwars various means of manipulative influence on consciousness are used - such as propaganda, misinformation, cyber attacks, implementation and exploitation of political myths, psychological pressure and intimidation, сontortion and fabrication of facts, deception, dehumanization of the enemy etc.

Forms of political violence are evolving. In recent decades direct physical coercion gives place to indirect non-physical impact of psychological, informational, symbolic, structural and cultural violence.

Leading political parties of Spain and European integration
The role of Spain in modern international relations is significant. It is actively developing its importance in global and regional community, by strengthening the significance of its foreign policy and expanding cooperation with advanced countries. However, the main vector of foreign policy of Spain is the desire to integrate into a united Europe and gradually enter the number of the leading EU countries in terms of socio-economic development and geopolitical weight. Due to this goal, all the main parties of Spain has their own vision of its realization. 

According to the last public opinion polls the most powerful Spanish parties now are People’s Party, Spanish Socialist Workers' Party (PSOE), «Podemos» and «United Left». The paper contains analysis of the European integration aspect of electoral programs of these parties.

The article contains the analysis of the popularity of these political forces at this stage in the election campaign. The author emphasizes that the popularity of the two main political forces of Spain is not the same as it used to be. Due to the long-lasting crisis in Spain and its hard economic situation, people of Spain blame People’s party and Spanish Socialist Workers' Party for it. As a result, after municipal and regional elections, a large number of votes of the major parties went to new political forces, such as "Citizens" and "Podemos", which represent a menace to the existence of the Spain’s two-party system. These parties attract Spanish people as they appear like new and fresh forces that could change the corrupted and weak political system of Spain, as many of young people think.

The similarities and differences in the views of the main political parties on the EU are been revealed. People’s party expresses its full and active support to the process of European integration. Successful future of Spain and of all EU member states is associated with participation in this regional association. The election program of PSOE focuses on the economic component of European integration. The idea of creating new organs of the EU is putting forward. It is emphasized the need to reform and review of the old Union budget. People's Party and Spanish Socialist Workers' Party have similar views on both European integration and its full support. As election programs of People’s party and PSOE, the program of "Citizens" emphasizes the need of certain reforms in the EU. The emphasis is on political, institutional and foreign policy spheres.  The electoral program of the «Citizens»,   in general, and particularly on aspects of European integration largely coincide with People’s party. As for "Podemos", we can conclude that although the party at some point allows the over-generalization about the EU, and this attracted voters who have lost faith in this Union, in fact, it is like most other Spanish parties is pro-European. However, many of these applications and its political ideas are quite populist, are far from the realities of the EU, and thus is unrealistic. Compared with other parties of Spain, United is the least pro-European. It held active discussions on the release of euro zone Spain. United Left does not support any economic integration initiatives that have been proposed in the past legislature. At the same time, they support greater integration between European countries, but not by capitalism and neoliberalism, but only in a social Europe.

Three main approaches to the process of European integration are been singled out. European integration direction of foreign policy of Spain is urgent and important, but the views of leading political parties to it are diverging. The first one is full and active support of the process, recognition of exceptional role of the EU, loyal attitude to this union and defense of specific reforms in specific areas. Secondly, criticism of the EU, calling for radical reform and fundamental revision of the EU treaties, while recognition of the need for further integration. The third approach - a complete rejection of the current form of European integration for ideological reasons, however, support of this process in other socialist-oriented manner. To the supporters of the first approach we include the People's Party, PSOE and "citizens". The second - "Podemos". The third - "United Left".

POWER COMPONENT OF NATIONAL SECURITY OF PRC
Energy security is one of the most important components of national security.  It contains immunity of citizens and the state from the threat’s deficit of all kinds of energy resources that can result from a number of factors, including natural, technological and political. At the present level of the world economy development securing of energy recourses is the basis of economic development which ensures social stability and national security. Energy security as a derivative of the energy supply is one of the main factors that influence the foreign policy and the situation in the international arena.

PRC pays a special attention to energy security and this policy was allowed to create a strong economic potential. 

Therefore, in recent decades, regardless of the situation of oil prices in international markets is the rapid growth of Chinese demand for oil and petroleum products. Thus, China's energy policy is determined by the rapid growth of its economy. Study of China's energy policy is not only important to determine the energy security of China, but is the basis for forecasting global role of China in the XXI century. Review of China's energy cooperation with other countries also has obvious importance for the completeness ideas about the content of the present stage to global energy security.

Since China has adopted the policy of reform and opening up in the late 1970s, its energy industry has made great advances. China is now the world's largest energy producer. It has built up a comprehensive energy supply system comprising coal, electricity, petroleum, natural gas, and new and renewable energy resources. Its universal energy service and civil energy use conditions have markedly improved. Despite the fact that China has rich and diverse energy resources it ranks first in the world by population. China’s energy system is facing severe challenges. There is immense scarcity in high-quality energy resources such as oil and natural gas. Fossil energy resource per capita in China is half of the world average. Specially, oil and natural gas per capita is only the 11.0 percent and 4.0 percent of the world average respectively.

 China's energy structure in 2014 is as follows: 63% - coal, 30.5% - oil, 6.21% - gas. China is the world's top coal producer and ranks third in the amounts of coal reserves. It is approximately self-sufficient in coal, with a production of 2.38 billion ton and a consumption of 2.37 billion tons. China consumes more coal than any other country. Its share of the world coal production was 48% in 2009 and 28% in 2000.  Although China is still a major crude oil producer, it became an oil importer in the 1990s. China became dependent on imported oil for the first time in its history in 1993 due to demand rising faster than domestic production.

 The author notes that at the present stage China's foreign policy оn ensuring national energy security reduces to two main areas: energy efficiency and the diversification of energy sources. In recent years, the Middle East, Africa, Latin America and Central Asia are key areas of China's energy diplomacy. Largest suppliers of oil to China today are the state of the Middle East: the share of Chinese imports of raw materials is more than 50%. At the same time, the region has strategic importance for the future energy security of China. Africa has become the second largest supplier of oil to China, accounts for about 25% of total oil imports. Due to the active introduction of Chinese energy companies in Africa, Beijing has been able to reduce its dependence on imported Middle Eastern oil. 

Thus, at present, China plays an important role in the world energy market. China will continue to conduct energy diplomacy and strengthening international energy cooperation to ensure energy and national security.

The institutional mechanisms for interaction between the government and the parliamentary opposition in the Visegrad countries
In the article on the basis of collected theoretical and empirical material made a conceptual approaches, that explaining the institutional mechanisms of interaction between the Government and the parliamentary opposition in the Visegrad countries. The author ascertains the institutional framework in which the parliamentary opposition operates and shows how effective is influence on the Government in each country.
The author argues that the parliamentary opposition in the Visegrad countries is an important element of the impact on the balance of power between the President, Government and Parliament. This effect may increase depending on the size of the parliamentary opposition, the emergence of coalition unions, weakening the strength of the parliamentary majority, strengthening conflict between the Government and the President, anti-democratic methods and means of the exercise of power by the Government, the use of non-parliamentary opposition methods to influence the policymaking process.

The article demonstrated that dichotomy between the ruling party and opposition groups expressed in the Visegrad countries. This is quite a significant level of competitiveness by the parties and that the Government formed mainly from among the parliamentary majority and is controlled by them. Parliamentary opposition in practice is difficult to use their institutional capacity to influence the Government due to the fact that the ruling majority has greater access to power resources and there are constitutional provisions that minimize the change of government in order to preserve political stability.

CIVIL SOCIETY INVOLVEMENT IN COUNTERACTING CORRUPTION: LESSONS FOR UKRAINE
Corruption is one of the most powerful threats to national security. It is everywhere. Every society can be affected and every government can be damaged by influence of mentioned phenomenon. In spite of the absence of an effective system to combat corruption, it is able to adapt to any national conditions. In recent years, the level of corruption in Ukraine remains high and flexible to any governmental measures. Thus the review of approaches to anti-corruption policy’s implementation as well as the consideration of civil society involvement to the anti-corruption activities is extremely relevant issues.

The article is devoted to deal with the concept of the role of civil society as one of the elements of anti-corruption policy of Ukraine. An important feature and one of the reasons traditionally high levels of corruption is its perception as a natural activity. The strong loyalty towards corruption is able to negate any potentially successful measures if public do not accept them. According to this, the first task of the policy on combating the impact of corruption should be to create an atmosphere of rejection of corruption by people.

Author briefly analyses in retrospective field of global socio-political and philosophical thought the idea of civil society’s institutions involvement into the implementation of anti-corruption policies. In article are emphasized the qualitative characteristics of an efficient and strong civil society. Such as formation bottom-up spontaneously or resulting of conversion the individuals into free citizens who have dignity and get ready to take on the responsibility. In terms of involvement of civil society in anti-corruption measures this willingness to move from consciousness to action is recognized as the most important for the result.

There is considered innovative practice of involving civil society to counter corruption in foreign countries. The problems and perspectives of civil society participation in the context of ordinary citizens and their associations in anti-corruption efforts are observed. Also are traced the possible ways of participation of civil society in anti-corruption measures in Germany, Great Britain, Singapore, Lithuania, Latvia, South Korea, and Salvador etc. 

Some trends and patterns of interaction between civil society and the state in Ukraine at the present stage of development are identified. It is proved that involving of civil society in its development and implementation in domestic reality is the basic condition of effective anti-corruption policy.

GLOBAL DECISIONS: «JUS MANUARIUM»?
The article examines the procedural and political aspects of the global decision-making. A central issue in this paper is the power balance in procedural frame of the transnational decision-making. We assume that global actors by using procedural tools in international organisations maintain domestic purposes. Analysing the models of decision-making in international structures i.e. unanimity, the veto procedure, weighted voting, majority principle, consensus and actual state-positioning we found that global policy-making is determined by consensus of the most powerful actors in world politics. 

The procedural and practical functioning of the international organizations tends towards consolidation club format in which the narrow circle of the countries dominates over decision-making. Consensus approach allows to negotiate without regulatory restrictions thus reaching agreement on common issues. The international global decision-making core includes the USA, Britain, France, Italy and Germany. Through procedure of veto in the UN Security Council, the largest contributions in the IMF and the World Bank, prerogative position in NATO, participating in G7and G20, these countries, mainly USA, hold centripetal position in decision-making from the scope of strategic issues in global politics and domestic affairs of individual states. Even though Germany is not a permanent member of the UN Security Council, it has a dominant position in the political and financial structures of the EU thus making the impact on the EU member-states under negotiations in international organizations. Russia and China acting autonomously in the world politic by using veto in the UN Security Council can block negotiations or create obstacles in decision-making, bu sill t do not have enough diversified concentration effects on the course of political processes.

Despite the dominance of club model in transnational decision-making based on consensus procedure, we note that this approach has disadvantages in legitimizing decisions due to negotiations opacity (unlike the bodies of international organizations, where voting is open through) and an exclusive form of participantion. The latter has mixed consequences: on the one hand – makes it easier to find possibilities for an agreement on the other hand –creates a demarcation line – the insiders and outsiders – thus laying the roots for potential international conflicts.

The article focuses on the transformation of Venezuela's foreign policy after the death of Hugo Chavez. In 2013 Nicolas Maduro was elected as the new president of the country and his course became hereditary in many ways. 

The new president's foreign policy doctrine was influenced by a number of factors. The difficult economic and political situation, the instability of the oil market forced the new president to make some adjustments in the further implementation of the foreign policy of the country. Nicolas Maduro had to choose such a model of development which would ensure legitimacy of the regime and the legitimate transfer of power. The main task of the new president was to maintain and strengthen the influence of Venezuela as a regional leader and a global player. 

Venezuela's foreign policy is implemented in two directions: through direct bilateral relations between Venezuela and other countries and through cooperation in international organizations and associations. The thesis of the multipolarity of the world was confirmed after the change of power in Venezuela. 

The article describes the main directions of foreign policy of Venezuela. They include the regional integration, the strategic partnership with China, the development of relations with the leading countries of the world, the extension of relations with the European Union, the attempt to normalize relations with the USA as equal partners. 

The oil factor continues to play a primary role for Venezuela in the implementation of foreign policy. The oil sector is the focus of Venezuela's economy because it accounts for over three quarters of total income from export.

The goal of energy policy of new president was the preservation of significant volumes of oil supplies to the United States and the increase of export volumes to other markets such as China, India, etc.

Venezuela's foreign policy in general pursues the goal of the direct participation in solving urgent global problems, achieving a sufficient degree of independence from the USA in international affairs, increasing the state's role in the Inter-American and world policy.

Particular emphasis is given to the changes that have taken place in the foreign policy of the state in 2013. Nevertheless principles, priorities and mechanisms of implementation of foreign policy have remained unchanged since Hugo Chavez's presidency.

POLITICAL SITUATION IN UKRAINE IN THE CONTEXT OF POST-REVOLUTION IRREDENTISM THEORY BY G. K. JENKINS
The problems of the annexation of Crimea, military confrontation in the Eastern Ukraine, tension between Ukraine and Russia are the subject of many scientists’ analysis, though the irredentist factor of this situation remains underinvestigated. The aim of the study is to determine the causes of military confrontation between Ukraine and Russia from the perspective of post-revolution irredentism theory by G. K. Jenkins. In his work «Post-Revolution War: A Product of Irredentism» the scientist states that a war is a natural consequence of the post-revolutionary situation if two neighboring states have territorial disputes. Revolution encourages formation or extension of irredentist claims that can be raised by a revolutionary state or by the neighboring state.

The fundamental principles of the theory are verified by Ukrainian realities. At the end of 2013 – beginning of 2014 the Revolution of Dignity took place in Ukraine, which led to the overthrow of the clannish system and oligarchic regime. The growth of national consciousness of the majority of the Ukrainian was the result of the revolution. Immediately Ukraine faced separatism in Crimea and Donbas, which was conducted under the Russian scenario. In terms of post-revolutionary situation the government of the Russian Federation claimed interest in the welfare of ethnic Russians in Ukraine. In 2014 the Russian Federation completed the annexation of Crimea. The realization of the irredentist course in foreign policy of Russia was possible due to the growth of nationalism and the existence of the idea of the «Russian World». 

Ukraine respects the inviolability of the borders of other countries and do not initiate irredentist policy. The new Ukrainian government protects the territorial integrity of the state and conducts the «Anti-Terrorist Operation» in the East. Russia supports terrorist movements: the «Donetsk People's Republic» and the «Lugansk People's Republic». De facto there is a hybrid war between Ukraine and Russia in the form of combination of war and information confrontation. 

Represented data show the impact of the post-revolutionary situation in Ukraine in 2014 on the activating of expansionist aspirations of the Russian Federation, war situation between Ukraine and Russia. Notwithstanding this military confrontation is not a direct result of the post-revolutionary situation in Ukraine. In fact, conflict between two states was inevitable because of the protracted contradictions between countries. The complex political situation in Ukraine became a catalyst for the clash of interests.

Thirdly, cooperation and partnership of the United Nations with regional, sub-regional organizations and Member States in the field of conflict prevention is needed to pay more attention to. Strengthening number of measures, such as combination of information analysis, timely prevention, rapid response and partnership - will make possible to reduce the stress in terms of the escalation of the crisis. 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THE POLITICAL AND LEGAL STATUS OF LABOR MIGRANT IN INTERNATIONAL DOCUMENTS
The international migration of population, growing professional mobility, the labor with a foreign involvement gave birth to such terms as “international labor”, “international labor movement”, “export/import of labor power”, “labor migration”, “visiting workers”, “labor migrant”. The labor migration belongs to one of international migration types and is characterized by the flow of labor power to a temporary job place with its subsequent return to the country of origin.
The aim of the paper is to define the legal status of “labor migrant” through examining and analyzing international documents such as Code of International Labour Law, European Convention, conventions on labor migrants.

The research methods are determined by the subject, purpose and tasks of the article. Study was conducted with the help of general scientific and special historical methods. The structural - systematic method was used as one of the interdisciplinary research methods. The method of analysis and synthesis was employed as one of the structurally systematic methods. As for the empiric methods, the method of analysis of sources and scientific literature was employed. 

The paper defines the categories of labor migrants as well as their legal status’ features upon the analysis of IOM’s Conventions and Recommendations, European Convention on the Legal Status of Migrant Workers, Code of International Labour Law. Depending on the type of work, its time frameworks, relations with employer and place of living, the next categories were examined: “frontier worker”, “seasonal migrant worker”, “project worker”, “specified purpose contract worker”, “unemployed worker”.

The author comes to the conclusion that today, unfortunately, an international law has no common legislation document that would regulate all foreign workers related issues. In our opinion, it would allow avoiding a lot of arising labor disputes. The working out of such legislation document should be performed by IOM ILO (International Labor Organization) specialists and may result in the appropriate recommendation – the one that would provide for all the aspects requiring the written approval in the labor agreement while employing foreign citizens in any ILO participating country. Such measures may become an actual mechanism for protection of the Ukrainians working abroad.

GLOBALIZATION INFLUENCE ON FORMATION OF NATIONAL IDENTITY: CONCEPTUAL ANALYSIS
The article analyzes the approaches and the concepts of impact of globalization on the formation and preservation of national identity of modern nations. Works by famous Spanish scholar Manuel Castells highlights the identity issues in terms of globalization and the creation of information society. He believes that the main role in people's lives is being played by the global, network-type organizations and the dominant functions and processes in the modern world are mostly organized by the network principle.

Analysis of the current condition of the transformation of Ukrainian national identity which is caused by the influence of globalization and regionalization, civilizational and limitrophe factors, is based on the works by following Ukrainian scholars: V. Andrusiv, N. Pelahesha, M. Nichoga, S. Troian. The author concludes that the blurred national identity sharpens the contradiction between identities and heats up the conflict in political process. With this in mind, the issue of forming the consolidated political identity in Ukraine is one of the most urgent for the Ukrainian state and society.

The paper demonstrates that the more complicated the hierarchy of identities within states, the more active the formation of civic identity as an instrument of consolidation of ethnic communities or supranational organizations is. Identity politics is of a great importance for the formation of civil identity, which, in the context of globalization, is studied by two aspects. First aspect is the national level (analyzes the problem of the relationship between general civil and ethnic identities), second aspect is the issues of supranational identity formation within the framework of the integrated groups of states and in the European Union in particular.

EVOLUTION OF THE ANTI-BOLSHEVIK RUSSIA’S NATIONALITIES POLICY IN 1917-1920
The author analyzes historical origins, ideological foundations, distinctive features and evolutionary dynamics of the nationalities policy of the regimes which had officially represented, after the October 1917 Revolution until the end of the active phase of the Civil War (November 1920), the All-Russian supreme authority as an alternative to the Bolshevik one (the Ufa Directory, the Omsk Government, the Government of South Russia) or had embodied the White struggle for the restoration of such authority (the political centres attached to leaders of the Volunteer Army and the Armed Forces of South Russia). 

It is concluded that the ideas of ​​"non-predetermination" and the imperially understood "National Russia", advocated by the all-Russian anti-Bolshevik governments until the White movement’s military catastrophe in the winter of 1919-1920, made it impossible to form a common front of the Russian and national liberation anti-Bolshevik forces at the decisive stage of the Civil War. 

The defeat of A. V. Kolchak’s and A. I. Denikin’s armies forced a new leader of the White Movement Baron P. N. Wrangel to radically revise the nationalities policy. He withdrew the mottos of “one and indivisible Russia” and “non-predetermination” from the political agenda, advocated rebuilding the Russian state from the bottom through federation based on a free agreement, and recognized the right of the Ukrainian and other peoples of the former Russian empire to self-determination. That meant a mental and ideological break with the essentially imperial discourse of the White cause prior leaders. But a historic opportunity to defeat Bolshevism on the early stage of its totalitarian state formation by then had been lost.

Formulation of the problem. The adoption by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine in April 2015 of the package of laws on the decommunization of this country aims to make the final and irrevocable break with the legacy of the Soviet totalitarian regime, its ideology and policies imposed by Bolsheviks on Ukraine and most of the peoples of the former Russian Empire as a result of the October Revolution of 1917, the Red Terror and the strategic military victory over the disjointed anti-Bolshevik forces in the Civil War. Hence, there becomes particularly relevant to study the historical experience of “the other Russia’s” nationalities policy, i.e. that of the Russian governments and regimes which strongly opposed the totalitarian policy and practice of Bolshevism, but, as history ordered, failed to form a common victorious anti-Bolshevik front together with national states, nationalities’ autonomous regions and movements having arisen on the territory of the former Russian Empire after the fall of autocracy.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. Sorting out of the unsolved parts of the problem. With the accumulated vast historiography of the anti-Bolshevik movement, its ideological centres and state-political institutions’ activities, the Russian anti-Bolshevik governments’ nationalities policy in its integrity and contradictory dynamics is still insufficiently studied by domestic as well foreign political and historical science.

Most modern authors consider this issue within the limited chronological or regional framework, covering only separate stages or nationalities problem questions of the anti-Bolshevik struggle (V. S. Horak, M. A. Kovalchuk, V. O. Krupina, V. A. Savchenko, V. F Soldatenko, Ya. Yu. Tinchenko (all from Ukraine), A. Procyk (the Ukrainian Diaspora in the USA), K. M. Alexandrov, D. V. Bukhvostova, V. P. Fedyuk, N. D. Karpov, E. M. Mironova, A. S. Puchenkov, V. Zh. Tsvetkov A. I. Ushakov, S. V. Volkov, A. B. Zubov, (all from Russia), A. Kröner (Netherlands), T. Martin, A. Rabinowitch (both from the USA), J. D. Smele (Great Britain), the late H.-J. Torke (Germany) et al.).

On the one hand, the contemporary Russian historians tend to ignore or significantly underestimate the nationalities, especially Ukrainian, factor’s role in the course and outcome of the Civil War of 1917-1920s. Moreover, the specialized research in this field is conducted mainly by scientists from among representatives of national minorities of the Russian Federation (D. A. Amanzholova, A. G. Gataullin, T. Yu. Krasovitskaya, I. R. Tahirov, D. R. Zaynutdinov, et al.). However, the authors mentioned above do not present an integrated differential analysis of the Russian anti-Bolshevik regimes’ nationalities policy. On the other hand, after the collapse of the Soviet Union and the formation of new independent states on its territory there is a tendency towards somewhat artificial isolating the White movement phenomenon by region and examining the complex phenomenon of the Russian anti-Bolshevik regimes’ nationalities policy only in terms of specific contemporary independent states’ (or their regional groups’) national problematics that does not allow to give a complete and objective picture of such a policy which often significantly differed by region and was characterized by serious contradictions between various centres and levels of the anti-Bolshevik power.


Purpose of the article is to analyze historical origins, ideological foundations, features and practical results of the nationalities policy of the regimes which had officially represented, after the October 1917 Revolution, the All-Russian supreme authority as an alternative to the Bolshevik one (the Ufa Directory, the Omsk Government, the Government of South Russia) or had embodied the White struggle for the restoration of such authority (the political centres attached to leaders of the Volunteer Army and the Armed Forces of South Russia [the AFSR]). 
Main results of the research. Despite the fact that the continental Russian Empire consisted of heterogeneous administrative-territorial units, some of which had a rather wide internal autonomy (Finland, the Cossack areas, etc.), it had always been – until its collapse – the unitary-centralist paternalistic state. N. I. Kostomarov in "The Beginning of Autocracy in Old Rus" published in 1872 pointed out that on the part of Rus durably conquered by Mongols (Moscovia), in contrast to the Kyivan Rus period, land had become the ruler’s real own that led to the relationship of servility and despotism [1]. In this context, as an ideologist of Eurasianism Prince N. S. Prince Trubetskoy emphasized: “A significant historic moment was neither "the overthrow of the yoke”, nor Russia’s separation from the Horde’s power but the expansion of Moscow’s power onto a significant part of the territory once owned by the Horde, in other words, the replacement of Horde khan by Russian tsar with the transfer of the khan's headquarters to Moscow"[2, p. 21-22]. After the fall of Byzantium the messianic ​​"Moscow the Third Rome" concept claimed by Ivan III was interpreted by the Moscow state’s ideological staff in the geopolitical spirit: "the idea to keep Christian values ​​resulted in the idea to keep the territory. [...] This inversion of messianism would be purposefully implanted by the autocracy, the church, the state education system"[3, p. 350].

Article 1 of the Fundamental State Laws of the Russian Empire (in fact the first Russian Constitution), adopted by the All-Russian emperor Nicholas II to calm down the first Russian revolution and issued on his behalf on 23 April 1906, declared that Russia was “one and indivisible” [4]. The Article itself, as the whole Constitution, had been in force until the collapse of the monarchy in 1917 (formally until the Provisional Government’s proclamation of Russia to be a republic on 1 (14) September 1917). 

The concept of “National Russia” after the conquest of Lithuania, Finland, most of Poland, the Caucasus, Central Asia became increasingly blurred and ghostly. By 1917, in fact, there was neither the single Russian people, not the single Russian nation. The Throne per se remained the only real brace retaining in the imperial format heteropolar social estates and oppositely directed (by historical genetics, civilizational and religious affiliation) nationalities of the Empire. 

The collapse of the autocracy gave a huge impetus not only to social movements but also to national ones, having immediately put on the agenda the question of the central government’s legal relations with non-Russian peoples of Russia [4, p. 291-292]. However, the Provisional Government, which had taken the helm of the state in the train of the February Revolution, inherited from the Russian empire "the appropriate type of power with a traditional disbelief in the strength and reason of peoples" [4, p. 340]. The incarnation of that was lifting up high on the banner of the belligerent country, as a kind of totem having seemed to embody the inviolability of the Russian sovereignty albeit depersonalized by the Revolution, the slogan of "one (or united)
 and indivisible Russia". Having become a victim of the absolute primacy of the Constituent Assembly yet to be designed and elected, the Provisional Government doomed itself to the catastrophic backlog of urgent social and national transformations that greatly facilitated the success of the Bolshevik October upheaval.

The All-Russian Constituent Assembly’s last decision voted on the night of  January 6 (19), 1918 under the Bolshevik “tired Guard’s” shouts was a quite radical but meanwhile controversial “Resolution on the State Structure of Russia". “On behalf of the peoples constituting Russia’s state” the latter was proclaimed to be "the Russian Democratic Federal Republic uniting in the inseparable union the peoples and regions being sovereign within the limits prescribed by the federal constitution" [5, p. 98]. Thus, the Resolution confirmed, in fact, the absence of the single "Russian people" but the former empire peoples’s sovereignty recognized by the Constituent Assembly was bound by the condition of being united in "the inseparable union".

According to the first Chief Commander of the Volunteer Army Gen. L. G. Kornilov’s extant draft political programme on the basis of which he expected to unite all the anti-Bolshevik forces (on February 2, 1918 it was passed to the Supreme Leader of the Volunteer Army Gen. M. V. Alekseev), the Constituent Assembly was recognized to be “the only master of the Russian land" while accepting “the right to a broad local autonomy for certain nationalities entering into Russia, provided, however, preserving the national unity”. Moreover, “Poland, Ukraine and Finland, formed into some national state units, should be widely supported by the government of Russia in their aspirations for the state revival in order to further weld the eternal and indestructible union of fraternal peoples” [6, p. 502]. However, if we recall in which strategic situation the document had been drawn up (Poland had actually fallen away from Russia in the autumn of 1915; the Ukrainian People’s Republic (the UPR) and Finland, which had already declared independence, were at war with the Reds; the strength of the whole Volunteer Army was about 3-4 thousand troops [7, p. 203], and throughout the vast space of the former empire by mid-February, 1918 the Russian tricolour had been publicly fluttering only at Gen. Kornilov’s headquarters [7, p. 226]), the White Chief Commander’s “flexibility” in the nationalities question becomes clear.

Gen. A. I. Denikin, who on April 13 (March 31), 1918 succeded Gen. Kornilov, having been killed in action, as the Volunteer Army’s Chief Commander, was, according to the White South’s prominent public figure Prince V. A. Obolensky’s characteristic, “undoubtedly intelligent and gifted man” but “very straightforward in their feelings, opinions and judgments. Once having mastered them, he remained devoted to them to the end, even though life at every step gave him disappointment” [8, p. 9].

In “The Instructions to Representatives of the Army" sent out by Denikin in the middle of May 1918, on his return to the Don after the First Kuban campaign, to different cities for guidance, he clearly emphasized, along with the demand for "expressing the Russian people’s will," the unitary doctrine of rebuilding Russia. According to a prominent military historian, a participant of the White movement Prof. A. A. Zaytsev (Zaytsov) who had analyzed the style and semantics of the document: "All Russian people" (Gen. Denikin’s italic), “establishing the unity of the public and legal order in the country” definitely accentuate that the idea of one National Russia replaced both the old idea of monarchy and the ethnic peripheries’ autonomous and federal aspirations born during the Revolution. While having been too left for the majority of officers' circles as the Volunteer Army’s main core, it was too right for the peripheries having been fighting against Bolsheviks" [9].

The dogmatic belief in "one, great, indivisible Russia" turned Denikin, as military strategist, into a hostage of space. As later recalled Gen. Baron P. N. Wrangel: "Having been chasing after the space, we infinitely stretched out like a spider web and, when having had a wish to keep everything and to be strong everywhere, turned to be everywhere weak" [10, p. 235]. This feature might be easily attached not only to Denikin’s war policy but also to his nationalities, especially ethno-territorial, one. 

As pointed out by a prominent Russian emigre historian Gen., Prof. N. N. Golovin: "Denikin’s plan consisted in the conquest of the border regions wherein Denikin saw securing his rear. First, the Caucasus, then Crimea, Ukraine hereinafter" [11, p. 590]. Unlike Denikin, elected by the Cossack Circle in May 1918 Ataman of the Great Don Army Gen. P. N. Krasnov, who had become in effect the head of the separate Don State, believed that “one can not and should not fight against the border regions, including Ukraine, but should come to an understanding with them by recognizing their right to live in freedom” and that in the war with Bolsheviks “one should go straight to the target and the target is the nidus of Bolshevism, namely Moscow and Petrograd" [11, p. 590].

Serious discord between the imperial format centralist Denikin and the Cossack regionalist Krasnov deplorably affected the course of the anti-Bolshevik struggle: in summer of 1918 the disunited Whites failed to seize the strategically key Volga city and port of Tsaritsyn (later the famous Stalingrad), thereby the link-up  of the two main - the Southern and the Eastern – anti-Bolshevik fronts had never taken place that made much easier for Bolsheviks to defeat them separately.

On September 23 (10), 1918 at the Ufa State Conference of members of the All-Russian Constituent Assembly, representatives of regional governments of Russia, civic and ethnonational organizations there was adopted the Act on Constituting the All-Russian Supreme Authority. The Act established the All-Russian Provisional Government (the so-called Ufa Directory). With regard to the state-territorial structure the Act proclaimed recognition of the rights to a broad autonomy for individual regions of Russia “due to both geographical and economic as well as ethnic characteristics, while presuming the final establishment of the state organization on a federal basis by the sovereign Constituent Assembly” [12, p. 247-248]. However there was no mention in the Act about the right of nations of the former empire to self-determination, that thereby ignored the Allied policy’s main message with respect to national democratic reconstruction of Europe elucidated on January 8, 1918 in U.S. President Wilson’s "Fourteen Points”. Moreover, the Ufa Conference adopted the Order on dissolving, due to the formation of the All-Russian Supreme Authority, all the state entities within the borders of the Russian Empire.

After the White Guard coup d’etat coup in Omsk on 18 November 1918 that had overthrown the Ufa Directory and established the dictatorial rule of Admiral A. V. Kolchak as "Supreme Ruler of Russia", the latter kept some continuity of the Ufa Directory’s nationalities programme as regards the nationalities’ autonomous rights but rejected the federal principle of the future state-territorial structure of Russia. The "presumption" of “the final establishment of the state organization on a federal basis by the sovereign Constituent Assembly” [12], having been contained in the afore-mentioned Act on Constituting the All-Russian Supreme Authority, was withdrawn from the agenda. Moreover, for the peoples of the Volga region and Siberia even the right to autonomy was not provided. Soon Kolchak sent a newly appointed governors-general from among the old imperial dignitaries to govern Bashkirs, Buryats, Kirghiz (the  ethnonym then refered to the modern Kazakhs as well), Tuvinians, Yakuts and other nationalities [13, p. 297].

The motto of “United indivisible Russia” posted over the supreme ruler’s portrait was put on the front cover of the propagandist magazines which had been released in Russian and foreign languages by the Russian press bureau (the RPB) established on May 30, 1919 in Omsk on behalf and under the direct control of the anti-Bolshevik Russian  Government “to revive and strengthen the spirit of patriotism and national identity” [14, p. 116]. The propaganda materials had been distributed  in June-October 1919 both in Russia and abroud. 

At the same time the supreme ruler tried to maneuver in the nationalities question, while having been temporarily reckoning, to join efforts in the anti-Bolshevik struggle, with the fact of independence of some national-state entities on the territory of the former Russian Empire (Finland, Poland, Estonia, Latvia, the Transcaucasian republics). However, the young states, which had been receiving by that time not only military but also skilled diplomatic support from Entente, would precondition an allied cooperation with the Whites by the supreme ruler of Russia’s and the Russian Government’s official recognition of them. But Kolchak in the vein of non-predetermination (nepredreshenchestvo) would try to come to terms with new national state entities on the territory of the defunct Russian Empire only by assurances of friendship, without the direct recognition of their independence neither de jure, nor de facto.

In his official reply of 4 June 1919 to a diplomatic note from the Allied Supreme Council of Entente dated May 26 Kolchak considered as “my duty to remind that the ultimate sanction of the decisions, which may be taken on behalf of Russia, would belong to the Constituent Assembly”. “With respect to the nationalities of Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, the Caucasus and the Trans-Caspian countries” Kolchak expressed confidence that his government “would provide autonomies to various nationalities” [15, p. 290-291]. As for Ukraine, it was mentioned neither in the Entente’s note, nor in Kolchak’s reply.

A detailed analysis of Kolchak and his Omsk Government’s diplomatic correspondence on the Finland issue was made by a prominent Russian emigre historian S. P. Melgunov [15, p. 294-305]. While believing that "the recognition of Finland's independence could not have damaged the reconstruction of Russia", he made, however, the final conclusion that Kolchak’s Russian Government’s unwillingness to "recognize without a sanction  by the Constituent Assembly the independence of Finland" which had been officially recognized already by France, Great Britain and the United States, was "probably a tactical error” attributed by  Melgunov to “the scrupulous honesty” and “sincerity” of the supreme ruler’s policy [15, p. 304-305]. We can hardly agree with such a conclusion. In our view, it would be no exaggeration to state that just the Russian supreme ruler’s great-power intransigence eventually led to Finland’s refusal of involving its regular combat-ready 80,000th army in the anti-Bolshevik campaign on Petrograd and, in early November 1919, to Estonian troops’ abandoning the anti-Bolshevik front at the critical moment of Gen. N. N. Yudenich’s Petrograd campaign. Here’s a typical motivation of Estonian Rear Admiral Johan Pitka, who led then the officially allied to Yudenich Estonian troops’ operations on the Gulf of Finland coast: “If the Northwestern White Army had managed to seize Petrograd and the [Baltic] fleet had fallen into its hands, then after a few weeks the fleet would have appeared under St. Andrew’s flag at Revel to turn the latter back from the capital of the Republic of Estonia into a provincial city of Russia” [16, p. 320]. On the whole, taking into account the subsequent implications, the failure to switch Finland (and later Estonia) to the really united campaign on the Bolshevik Petrograd is a major strategic blunder of the White All-Russian supreme power having resulted, after all, in its military and political collapse.

Kolchak and Denikin's imperial position on the nationalities issue predetermined the Armed Forces of South Russia (AFSR) High Command’s adverse attitude to the Army of the Ukrainian People’s Republic that resulted in the 31 August 1919 accident, namely the armed clash on the Khreshchatyk Street between Denikin’s and Petlyura’s units which entered Kyiv, having been left by the Reds, from the opposite sides. 
The AFSR’s Chief of Staff Gen. I. P. Romanovsky’s telegraphic instruction  sent by order of Denikin from his General Headquarters to the AFSR’s  Headquarters of the Military Forces of New Russia  on 14 (1) September 1919, i. e. the next day after the capture of Kyiv, contained the extremely categorical formula on the Ukrainian issue: “We do not recognize the Ukrainian Republic, while fighting for United Russia, and no military forces, except the Russian armies, on the territory of Russia are not allowed. Therefore, Petliurists must either disarm or leave the territory of Russia” [17, p. 501]. In fact, it was the instruction of full-scale war against the Ukrainian People’s Republic.

Denikin’s High Command had probably imagined a war against “semiregular” Petliurist formations as “an easy walk” [17, p. 78], but in fact it turned out to be bloody and mutually exhausting. As later emphasized a prominent Ukrainian military leader Gen. M. V. Omelianovych-Pavlenko, the Whites’s “victory” over Ukrainians had been “Pyrrhic” [18, p. 72]. Denikinites were not only forced at critical days of their  general offensive on Moscow to utilize a significant part of their regular forces at the front against the Ukrainian troops
, but also faced a wide insurgency of Ukrainian peasants in their rear.

Agreements on armistice and military alliance between the AFSR and the Ukrainian Galician Army reached by mid-November 1919, according to which the latter in full force deserted Petliura and sided with the Volunteer Army, would finally spoil Denikin’s relations with Poles, but bring him almost nothing militarily: by the time Petliura, at the expense of diverting considerable White forces from the Moscow direction, would have been defeated, and the AFSR major units would have been crushed during the Orlov-Kromy battle.
Thus, despite the democratic rhetoric, Denikin’s nationalities policy and his army’s behaviour on the territory of Ukraine were imperial in nature. As General of the Ukrainian Galician Army A. Kravs remarked in his memoirs, “Denikinites, as if the revolution had passed by them without a trace, made no use of it and learned nothing. They did not break with the old regime [...]” [19, p. 68].

An American historian of the Ukrainian origin Anna Procyk makes a radical conclusion that the chief task of Gens. Alekseev and Denikin and, accordingly, of the Volunteer Army was to preserve or reestablish the territorial unity and integrity of the Russian state. Other tasks, including even the compete defeat of Bolsheviks, played a secondary role. In this context, the White struggle against Bolshevism is seen by this author as a continuation of the struggle against “the corruption, ineptitude and irresponsibility of the extreme right” [20, p. 10] that had threatened with the war defeat from Germany and the dissolution of Russia, having respectively led to the February Revolution. Such a military-patriotic movement “became anti-Bolshevik in 1917, because at this time the Bolsheviks were considered the principal architects of the destruction and disintegration of the vast, multinational empire” [20, p. 10]. The military defeat of Germany and its allies did not result in the White leaders’s reassessment of the Bolsheviks as “agents of Germany” seeking to dissolve and destroy Russia. Thus, the fight against Bolshevism itself serves in A. Procyk’s interpretation as the goal subordinate in the White leaders’ eyes to the task of the regeneration of Russia as “one, indivisible entity” [20, p. 165-166].

In our opinion, obscuring the anti-Bolshevik nature of the White movement and its presentation primarily as anti-German contradicts the allied relations with Germany of not only Hetman P. P. Skoropadsky who strongly sympathized with the White cause, but also those of the White Don confirmed by official assurances of friendship sent on June 28, 1918 to German Kaiser Wilhelm II by Don Ataman Gen. P. N. Krasnov [21, p. 193-194]. As is known, after the reestablishment of the All-Russian Supreme Authority Gen. Krasnov acknowledged in January 1919 his subordination to Gen. Denikin and authorized the Don Army’s union with the Volunteer Army as parts of the AFSR for a joint struggle against Bolsheviks. Moreover, the South and the Astrakhan armies, having been formed by Krasnov with Skoropadsky’s active participation actually on German funds, in early 1919 also joined the AFSR under Denikin’s general command. According to a renowned historian of the White movement’s military personnel S. V. Volkov’s estimates, most of about 100 Hetman’s Army senior officers then served in the White Army [22]. It is also characteristic that Mikhail Bulgakov’s world-famous novel, dedicated to the fate of Russian volunteer officers of Hetman P. Skoropadsky’s National Guard and describing the events of the end of 1918 in Kiev, is titled “The White Guard” having been widely published and recognized under that title in the former USSR, modern Russia, Ukraine and in the West. According to one of the most sagacious literary historiosophers of the post-Revolutionary epic events Maximilian Voloshin’s assessment, the novel “captured the soul of the Russian strife” [23, p. 23] – in particular, because, to our mind, it captured the very nature of the White cause as genetically anti-Bolshevik one.

Rather, the both objectives of struggling against Bolshevism and reviving the “one, great, indivisible” Russia were for Gens. Alekseev and Denikin (as well as for Admiral Kolchak) as equally important, but the linear – respectively, the proximal and the distant – strategic goals, in which connection the achievement of the first one was seen as absolutely necessary condition to achieve the second. 
The catastrophic defeat of the White armies of Kolchak and Denikin forced not only many White ideologists but also a new leader of the White Movement General Baron P. N. Wrangel to radically revise the nationalities policy.
Major figures of Western and Russian political thought of the XX century, who had taken an active part in the anti-Bolshevik struggle (W. Churchill, P. B. Struve, V. V. Shulgin et al.) considered Wrangel an exclusive personality for the White movement having been much larger in scale and qualities of a statesman than Denikin [24, p. 315-316; 25, p. 311]. According to a prominent public figure of the White Crimea Prince V. A. Obolensky, Wrangel, unlike Denikin, “tried to eagerly find not in the ideas, but in life itself the guiding thread for his policies” [8, p. 9]. A renowned historian of the White movement Anthony Kroner (Netherlands) marks Baron’s ability to "see the events in historical perspective" [26, p. 5]. However, Wrangel, of course, was far from possessing the hypnotic charisma Red supreme leaders Lenin and Trotsky had among wide layers of the common people [27]. As pointed out by Prince Obolensky, according to the basic features of psychology he “still had remained a captain of the Cavalry Regiment of His Majesty”, while the Wrangel Government’s chairman A. V. Krivoshein had remained "Privy Councillor and Minister of the great autocratic Russia" [8, p. 36].

We cannot agree with a Russian historian M. D. Karpov that “the contradictions between Denikin and Wrangel were non-political” and “concerned only the question of choosing allies and defining the strategy of hostilities” [28, p. 26]. Not regarding here the serious discrepancies between the AFSR Commanders in chief on the crucial agrarian issue, we may only note that both on the agrarian and the nationalities ones Wrangel rejected the principle of non-predermination, having been convincingly and consistently pursued by Denikin, and not only officially declared, but took serious practical steps to implement his new policy in these matters. 

Blocked on a tiny peninsular as opposed to the scale of the former empire, with remnants of the heavily defeated army, abandoned by all the Entente allies, except France, Wrangel in such circumstances got the opportunity to resolutely discard the recently “sacred” for the White supreme authorities the slogan of “one, great and indivisible Russia” having considered it “vague and uncertain” as well as, by results of its championing, erroneous and harmful [10, p. 106]. After withdrawing the above slogan from the political agenda Wrangel thereby made a mental and ideological break with the essentially imperial discourse of the White cause prior leaders.

In a letter dated 20 (7) June, 1920 Head of the Department of External Relations in Wrangel’s government P. B. Struve informed the Prime Minister of France A. Millerand that Gen. Wrangel adhered to the views of the need for organizing Russia on a free agreement between the actually existing “new political entities”. A future federal union had to proceed from common interests, primarily economic, and rest “on the freely expressed will of the population, through representative assemblies elected on a democratic basis” [29, p. 138-139].

It is known that on June 14, 1920 Wrangel telegraphed to the Russian diplomatic mission in Warsaw that for him "the Polish troops are not the enemy, but are considered to be allied, as Poland is confronting not the Russian people but the Soviet regime" [30, p. 253]. There is, at first sight, a quite paradoxical fact from a prominent White diplomat G. N. Mikhailovsky’s memoirs testifying what internal resistance among the White Guard circles Wrangel had to overcome when starting the allied relations with Poland and the UPR in the context of the Soviet-Polish war: “Sympathy of all members of the Russian White mission in Warsaw [was] on the side of Bolsheviks” [31, p. 511].

Wrangel’s cardinal revision of his predecessor’s policy concerned also the Ukrainian issue. In “Chief Commander’s Appeal to Ukrainians” dated 12 (25) August 1920 the authoritative, paternalistic tone of Denikin's appeal "To the Population of Little Russia" was replaced by albeit "brotherly" one, but appealing, nevertheless, to the rational choice. It emphasized not the common (at that very differently assessed) past of the two – Russian and Ukrainian – peoples, but the presence of the common enemy – Bolshevism which would trample faith, freedom and property of the peoples. Wrangel recognized the right of the Ukrainian people to self-determination, while having offered, meantime, a union on terms similar to the federal-like agreement reached in July 1920 with the Cossack new state entities (in fact, having lost by then their lands and evacuated to Crimea) [32, p. 159-169].

In August 1920 in Warsaw the UPR’s Government representative, then deputy chairman of the Council of People’s Ministers and Minister of Justice A. M. Livytsky and Wrangel’s representative B. V. Savinkov (a political leader of the Russian pro-February emigration in Poland who was responsible for the formation of Wrangel’s 3rd Russian Army from the Whites who found themselves on the Polish territory), with the consent of the Polish Chief of State J. Pilsudski’s and the Entente representatives, reached a political agreement that allowed to launch the joint anti-Bolshevik struggle on the platform of recognizing the UPR’s Government well as the need for convening a future Ukrainian Constituent Assembly. The latter was to decide on the issue of Ukraine's independence and future relations with Russia [33, p. 368-369; 34]. The strategic success of the above-mentioned agreement, which had actively started to work, was prevented, however, by Poland’s separate signing on 12 October 1920, the Riga armistice and preconditions of the future peace treaty with both representatives of the RSFSR and the Ukrainian SSR. 

Nevertheless, the allied cooperation of the UPR Army and the White 3rd Russian Army can be characterized as rather effective. Within a few weeks of their united military operations until the joint withdrawal into the Polish territory in late November 1920, the operative data of the UPR Army Command did not record any cases of violation of the allied obligations [35]. 

On 28 October 1920, with Chief Ataman S. V. Petliura’s permission, Commander of the 3rd Russian Army Gen. B. S. Permikin attended a joint meeting of the supreme command staff of the UPR Army, convened by its Chief Commander Gen. M. V. Omelianovych-Pavlenko. Under the terms worked out at the meeting, “the Russian Army, on the basis of recognition of the Ukrainian Army, as the Army of the Ukrainian People's Republic, pledged to carry out in full contact with [...] the [UPR] Army joint actions against the common enemy – the Bolsheviks” [35, p. 317]. Gen. Permikin while having been remaining subordinate to Gen. Wrangel, by an official letter dated 28 October 1920, addressed to Chief Commander of the UPR Army, announced his decision, before the planned signing of a military convention on the joint fight against Bolsheviks between Petliura’s government and the Russian Political Committee in Poland (established and chaired by Savinkov), to provide all possible assistance to the friendly Army of the Ukrainian People's Republic and took over “the obligation to treat the Government and the people of Ukraine as the Government and the people of a friendly and allied State and not to interfere into the internal affairs of that State” [35, p. 317].

Shortly before the evacuation of the Crimea ​​Wrangel’s government had  recognized the state independence of the Ukrainian People's Republic what the UPR Army Command learned on 14 November 1920, just a week before the end of joint military operations with the White Russians [35, p. 340].

Thus, Wrangel was the only one of all the supreme leaders of the White movement who defined the struggle against Bolshevism as the main objective having priority over all other objectives, including even the territorial integrity of Russia. He set the task of reviving the Russian state from the bottom, through concerted voluntary and conscious efforts of all forces opposing Bolshevism, among which an important place would be given by himself to new nation state entities that had emerged in the west and southwest of the former Russian Empire.

Conclusions and prospects for further research in this direction. Imperial prejudices did not allow the leaders of the All-Russian anti-Bolshevik movement, up to the strategic military defeat in the winter of 1919-1920, to draw realistic conclusions from the collapse of the semi-feudal empires as a result of the First World War and integrate into the “Westphalization” of the interwar Central and Eastern Europe. In fact, the All-Russian White leaders before Wrangell, despite the pro-Western political orientation, preferred loyalty to ideological dogmas, that were rooted in the Horde genetics of the Russian tsars’ great power, instead of the national (in the “Westphalian” sense) Russia’s pragmatic interests.

Gen. P. N. Wrangel had been the first White supreme leader to put forward the formula of the future Russia’s state structure on the principles of federation based on a free agreement. Voluntary entry into the federation automatically meant abandoning the Horde principle of “One and Indivisible”. The recognition by Wrangel, as “Supreme Ruler of Russia”, of the Ukrainian Constituent Assembly (due to be elected) in determining the future status of Ukraine and its relations with Russia, followed by the recognition of the UPR’s state independence, was a clear and fundamental move away from the “non-predetermination” position regarding Russia’s state structure, which had been taken earlier by his predecessors Kolchak and Denikin. However, by the time a historic chance to form a common victorious front of the Russian and national liberation anti-Bolshevik forces had been missed.

It seems to be especially productive for further research to find a common democratic platform on which it would be possible to bring closer conceptual assessments of diverse outstanding figures, events and phenomena of the Revolution and Civil War of 1917-1921 on the territory of modern Ukraine.

External factor of the ethnoseparatist conflicts on the post Soviet space
In the contemporary world it is difficult to find a country with the ethnically homogeneous population. The majority of them have several ethnos that leads to the ethnoseparatist conflicts. The basic objective for the rebellious people is to separate from the country they live in and to create their own one. 

The rise of separatist conflicts based on ethnical reasons took place in the end of the 1980th – beginning of the 1990th. It was connected with the collapse of the Soviet Union and Yugoslavia. The most violent conflict took place in former Yugoslavia the republics of which were eager to create their own independent states. The situation in the USSR was also terrifying. The most bloody conflicts took place in Chechnya, Pridnistrovie, Abkhazia, South Ossetia, N.Karabach. The author presented his view as for the classification of the conflicts on the post Soviet space. Besides the article presents the analysis of outside factors that influenced the evolution of the above-mentioned conflicts. 

As for the outside factors in the conflict in Chechnya there were three groups of them. The first one is the political support from the side of some Russian citizens and politicians as well as from the side of some states. The USA was the main supporter of the Chechen terrorists because the USA was interested in the permanent process of the post Soviet space disintegration. Taking into account that Russia owns a great bulk of natural resources the USA wanted it to collapse as it happened with the USSR.

The second outside factors group was financial one. The financial resources were transferred to the terrorist from Arabian countries, various America firms and funds and fro private persons. The third group is the military one. The army of the Chechen terrorists was supported by the radical islamists from Pakistan, Afghanistan, Saudi Arabia.

As for the external factors in Pridnistrovie, Abkhazia, South Ossetia, N.Karabach conflicts it is necessary to emphasize that Russian troops took part in these conflicts because they protected Russians who lived in those republics or protected their geopolitical interests as it was in N.Karabach.

So it is necessary to underline that the conflicts in the post Soviet states developed with the support of great amount of different external factors that were interested in disintegration and escalation processes on this territory.

ROLE AND PLACE OF THE PARTY IN THE POLITICAL SYSTEM: EUROPEAN EXPIRIENCE
Party systems in Europe’s new democracies frequently undergo a period of organizational fragmentation. In country after country we see a large number of political parties competing in the first several elections but failing to secure sizable electoral support. Although such fragmentation is widely seen as undesirable, the general expectation is that over time these party systems will consolidate. Consequently, the period of organizational confusion is frequently perceived as a temporary phenomenon lacking any wider theoretical significance. If stable political parties are going to emerge sooner or later, then the chaotic competition between personalistic protoparties that lack organizational stability and ideological cohesion is perhaps unfortunate but not particularly interesting, at least not for the purpose of addressing larger theoretical issues. Contrary to this perception, argue that party systems in these new democracies are in fact theoretically significant in that they suggest two distinct questions about the translation of social cleavages into political oppositions—a kernel of contemporary theorizing about political parties and party systems.

Рarties which dominated the political scene but which subsequently failed to adapt to new circumstances and therefore died, were absorbed by new more active movements, or withered into small marginal parties. There are few who challenge the centrality of political parties in the operation of contemporary, representative democracies. Parties are the chief means of linking people with government and the policy process. They are the primary forces producing competitive elections and developing alternative political elites that are at the heart of modern representative democracy. Even as Western democratic parties faced crisis in the 1970s and 1980s, the prospects for their replacement by alternative organizations were slim. They remain the central actors producing democracy and in making it work.  As the Union expands its jurisdiction, policy competencies, and powers, political parties might be expected to play an increasing role in efforts to assure democratic control. So far, there has been little evidence of the development of an entirely new party system for the European Union. Instead the trend has been toward adaptation of the existing national-level parties to actions on the European scene.

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THE EVOLUTION OF USA LEADERSHIP

ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF MISSILE DEFENSE
The article made a comprehensive assessment of the evolution of the views of US leadership on the development of a missile defense system from the beginning of work in this area to date. All this term (over 60 years) divided into five main stages, in each of which carried out activities to create a missile defense system, the development of scientific and technological potential of the United States, their economic opportunities and the level of missile threats.

During the first phase, the main attention is paid to the creation of systems for the defense of certain important sites, industrial areas (zones) from Soviet intercontinental ballistic missiles. 

The second phase is characterized by the cessation of activities for the creation and deployment of anti-ballistic missile (ABM) systems, due to the conclusion of the ABM Treaty between the USSR and the USA on limiting missile defense systems and its implementation.

In the third phase, USA tried to implement the most ambitious project in this area - Strategic Defense Initiative. Missile defense facilities provided for the development of land, air and space-based, built on different physical principles for the purpose of destruction of ICBM (intercontinental ballistic missile) practically the entire trajectory of their flight. Particular attention was paid to elements of space-based missile with new lesions of electromagnetic guns, particle accelerators, radiation weapons and more.

The fourth phase – development of missile defense system to protect against ballistic missiles of medium and shorter-range missiles, as well as the formation of powerful ideas and plans to create the first missile defense of the national territory ICBM.

The fifth phase covers the period after the US withdrawal from the ABM Treaty to date. It is characterized by scale and ambitious intentions of Washington to build a global layered missile defense system to protect the United States, its allies and US forces abroad. This made practical measures to develop missile defense elements for various purposes and their placement. Particular attention was paid to creating missile defense systems in the European, Middle East and Asia-Pacific regions based on mobile tools, especially missiles SM-3 sea and shore. In particular, by the end of 2018 in Europe is planned to have two missile defense bases (24 missiles on each) and four destroyers with missile which will ensure the protection of the European and US forces deployed in the area of ​​ballistic missiles of medium and shorter-range missiles from the Middle East.

Public Diplomacy of Federative Republic of Germany
In modern society, information plays a completely new role. This role changes the game rules in military, political and economic fields. Continuous development of information space produces new opportunities for the development of public diplomacy. The emergence of the Internet and other new information and communication technologies as well as the development of social media make the access to information easier and reduce the costs allocated to the implementation of public diplomacy making it fully available for all countries.

The "Public Diplomacy" term is newly coined and has recently started to be used in the context of international relations. It is becoming increasingly important in domestic and foreign policy as national and international aspects have more and more points of convergence thanks to generally important issues such as the climate change, a higher degree of transnational cooperation etc. These and other issues are not to be solved only by governments but involve a wide range of actors including NGOs, companies and individuals. The recent advancements in information and communication technologies make these actors interact faster and more transparently. Public diplomacy allows meeting modern, constantly changing requirements and effectively resolving new problems in international relations.

The "Public Diplomacy" term was introduced by Edmund Gullion in 1965. Different events in the international arena have eventually changed the understanding of the concept. The transnationalization of certain fields, the increasing role of non-state actors and new information and communication technologies have changed the procedures related to the implementation of foreign policy. There were three different stages of defining and conceptualizing this term which were related to the different historical events: the Cold War (1945-1989), the period after the Cold War (1989-2001), 9/11 terror attacks (since 2001 until present time).

An example of a concept that emerged during the Cold War period is focusing on the Gullion’s  definition which was considered as "the means by which governments, private groups and individuals influence the views and opinions of other nations and governments so that to influence their foreign policy decisions".

At the end of the Cold War period, public diplomacy was seen as the means of understanding and empathy on the part of the foreign public. 

In the period following 9/11 terror attacks, the definition focused on mutual understanding, which was reflected in concepts such as "engagement " and "relationship building."

Theoretical and empirical knowledge in the field of public diplomacy is important for scholars in all countries, but at the same time disproportionately distributed in terms of geography. Most institutions that study and practice public diplomacy are located in the United States. This leads to inconsistencies in the results of research where public diplomacy is interpreted primarily through the U.S. perspectives and undermines European, Asian, African, or Latin American interests. European researchers started to engage in public diplomacy issues only in the early 1990s. In recent years, researchers have paid special attention to public diplomacy conducted by Asian countries. In addition, scholars have begun to turn their attention to public diplomacy of supranational organizations such as the European Union, ASEAN, NATO.

In broad terms, the study on public diplomacy covers a wider range of issues and, therefore, is becoming fragmented, with no strict boundaries, leaving many areas unexplored. The current state of the research discloses the dominance of case studies focusing on certain actors or countries, certain events or campaigns, and certain public diplomacy tools.

The study of public diplomacy in Germany is extremely topical since Germany is one of the most developed countries, and the most influential (in terms of policy, diplomacy, economy, and demography) country of the European Union.

The practice of public diplomacy in Germany did not start immediately with the appearance of the term in 1965. Public diplomacy in Germany has been developing by its own traditions and only recently gas become relatively independent of public diplomacy of the US.

One should also bear it in mind that the "Public Diplomacy" term is almost never used as it is in Germany. However, some public diplomacy elements, such as the external representation, foreign cultural and educational policy, cooperation development initiatives, etc., have been used since the period of the establishment of the German Empire. Therefore, one can say that the German public diplomacy has passed a long way towards its development.

TV- AND INTERNET-POPULISM

(ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE ITALIAN POLITICAL PARTIES)
There are analysed TV- and Internet-populism as the features of modern party structures of Italy. Technologies of winning the electorate by two party leaders – S. Berlusconi and G. Grillo are compared. There are explained the reasons of populist rhetoric popularity among the Italian electorate.

It is emphasized that in the last few decades in the life of Western European countries there became traditionally popular political leadership forces with populist programs. However, in Italy this trend is not only a political fashion but also a tradition: every time the national party system is failing, public opinion begins to lean towards populist politicians (in the early 1920s’ – B. Mussolini, in the middle 1990s’ – S. Berlusconi, nowadays – G. Grillo). In the article attention is drawn on the fact that despite the austerity measures in politics, populist motives are activated, charismatic personalities, who have to substitute the institutions they represent, are set to the forefront. Scepticism of many citizens regarding traditional parties, which are not identified with the real problems and interests of public, is determined in the article as prerequisite for success of populists in Italy. 

As manifestation of modern Western European populism in the article there are determined the political activities of the party «Forza Italia» of S. Berlusconi and «Movement of Five Stars» of G. Grillo. There are given reasons that the exceptional thing for popularity of «Forza Italia» is the role of mass-media, owned by the «TV-populist» S. Berlusconi. Attention is attracted to the fact that S. Berlusconi relied on the power of television, while «Internet-populist» G. Grillo focused on the Internet as the main form of contact with the voters. Ways of communication, elected by the politicians, allowed reaching different electorate audiences, but success (at least at the elections), finally, depended on the skilled use of populist rhetoric, which matched expectations of the public.

“FROZEN CONFLICTS” IN EUROPE: HISTORICAL EXPERIENCE OF ORIGIN AND MANAGEMENT

The theme of research is extremely relevant as political and crafts, and scientific and theoretical aspects. The so-called “frozen conflicts” are among the toughest challenges to Black Sea regional security, as well as to the national interests of several post-Soviet states. They include the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict between Armenia and Azerbaijan, the conflicts of Abkhazia and South Ossetia in Georgia and the Transnistrian conflict in Moldova.A conflict in the east of Ukraine, obviously, will not be solved in the short term, and after a series of escalation, it will enter the stage of frozen.”Frozen” and controlled by Moscow conflict, that will flare up, then die away, will allow Russian Federation effectively adjust the foreign policy vector of Kyiv.

The conflicts vary in scope, history and management options, but are structurally similar. Contributing factors, such as weakness of states, economic depression and external support are in place in each of the conflicts. Moreover, they create similar threats for the national security of Azerbaijan, Georgia and Moldova. Artificially “frozen” or de-escalated, none of the conflicts have been fully resolved. Along with traditional geopolitical challenges, they are also sources of transnational threats. 

Modern internal conflicts result from differences in identity within societies. This pluralism can be of any nature, but mostly it is either ethnic or ideological. Most current theories of ethnic conflict assume that managing ethnic/ideological differences is better than eliminating them. With 285 politically active minority groups inhabiting just about 200 states, ethnic problems are inevitable. Combined with ideological, religious and internal political differences, they provide a broad basis for various types of internal political conflicts. Given the effects of globalization and growing interdependence on a global scale, it is not possible to solve the problems of identity by eliminating ethnic, religious and ideological diversities either through genocide or ethnic cleansing or by artificially constructing an isolated homogeneous society. This leaves policymakers with the only option of managing, not eliminating, the differences.

The theme of research is extremely relevant both in political- applied and scientific and theoretical aspects. The collapse of the USSR in 1991 led not only to the formation of fifteen new independent states, but also to the growth of social and ethnic tension, domination of extremist groups, the emergence of deep economic crisis. As a result of such destructive processes ethno-political conflicts have recovered. The subject of ethno-political conflicts in the former Soviet Union were mainly the territories that were transferred to the national public entities without regard to the ethnic factor because of a willful decision of the communist center in Moscow. The Transnistrian region of Moldova, Abkhazia, South Ossetia and Nagorno-Karabakh on the territory of the South Caucasus are still remaining the unresolved conflicts that constitute a threat to international and regional security. Keeping these conflicts in a “frozen” state is beneficial for certain geopolitical forces of the first order, including the successor to the USSR - the Russian Federation.

Transnistria conflict in Moldova, the problem of Nagorno-Karabakh in relations between Azerbaijan and Armenia, Abkhazian and Ossetian conflicts in Georgia have become not only challenges for these countries, but also turned into an international problem whereas into the problem either directly or indirectly were involved neighboring states, including Ukraine.

The problem of the origin, escalation and attempts to resolve “frozen” conflicts is researched in a significant amount of publications in Ukrainian and foreign political literature. On the international academic stage this issues are explored by such scientists, as: Z. Brzezinski, E. Jones, G. Perepelychya, F. Morar, G. Pocheptsov, A. Zdravomyslov; among Urkainnian researchers – O. Alyeksyeychenko, M. Doroshko, M. Plaksenko, G. Shipunov, I. Vdovychyn. Summarizing the condition of scientific research of the theme by Ukrainian scientists, we should note that they analyze the preconditions and evolution of the conflict, negotiation process and participation of the guarantor countries.

The research policy of Russia concerning “frozen conflicts” in the post-Soviet countries is essential for Ukraine, due to the threat of appearance of “frozen” conflict in the east of Ukraine, caused by the Russian aggression, Russian violation of fundamental principles of world order and international law through the annexation of Ukrainian Crimea. Also prolonged existence of pending or “frozen” conflicts in the Republic of Moldova, Republic of Azerbaijan and the Republic of Georgia is a threat to the stability of the socio-economic, ethno-cultural and political development of Ukraine and the whole Black Sea-Caspian region [2, p. 1].

The term protracted conflicts is often used to describe the disputes in the extended Black sea area: transnistria, south ossetia, Abkhazia and Nagorno-Karabakh. There are other territorial disputes that haven’t been resolved, such as the Western Sahara issue in the decolonization context, the Palestinian issue or Cyprus. Nonetheless, these cases have their own historically, geographically, demographically and politically distinctive traits. The Black Sea-South Caucasus protracted conflicts, while having their own peculiarities, share a number of common denominators. the most important are that the four entities declared their independence after violent wars at the beginning of post-soviet era; all share a soviet past; all experience the current reality of the paramount regional influence of Moscow in overtly or indirectly supporting the secessionists; and all find themselves at a confluence point between different regional and international actors’ interests [6].

The four “frozen conflicts” have common features, such as: first, all of it emerged in result of the collapse of the Soviet Union, and secondly, all of it are located in the territory of the former Soviet Union and thirdly, the main principal of all these conflicts is the Russian Federation [8].

The formation of new independent states after the collapse of Yugoslavia and the Soviet Union has created many problems both regional and global character. One of them is the separatism of national minorities, quite numerous to count on their own statehood that increasingly becomes a cause of armed conflict.

According to the Ukrainian researcher O. Alyeksyeychenko existing “frozen conflicts” in Nagorno-Karabakh, Transnistria and the Caucasus crisis in Abkhazia and South Ossetia in the West traditionally have been perceived as part of Russian policy in the CIS countries, intended to maintain control over this space. However, the real picture is much more complicated. “Frozen conflicts” have at least three dimensions: internal, Russian and international, which closely interact.

The internal dimension “frozen conflicts” is closely intertwined with its beginnings. The external players would not be able to inflame the hostility between the parties that are involved in the conflict, if the parties had no reason for embroilment. With the collapse of the Soviet Union the growth of ethnic violence in those former Soviet republics where ethnic, religious and territorial problems existed before the arrival of Soviet power has begun.

Russian aspect of “frozen conflicts” - the result of a complex and contradictory interaction of internal development of Russia, its policy towards neighboring countries and its relations with the West.

After the collapse of the Soviet Union Russia faced with the necessity to create a new strategy towards the zone of its geopolitical interests - CIS. Russia began to play the role of donor for the new independent states in exchange for their political loyalty. Such policy gave Russia a pretext to occupy tougher stance towards the countries of the former Soviet Union, including Ukraine. Thus, Russia is putting pressure on those countries in dispute resolution concerning territorial, ethnic, economic and military character [4].

After the eruption of the conflict in Eastern Ukraine in the spring of 2014, many Western observers, analysts, and strategists suggested that Russian foreign policy circles had been overrun by Russian strategists advancing revanchist policies in support of an aggressive campaign to return the country to great power status. Though Russia’s support for the rebels in Donbas remains unacknowledged by Moscow, the international community’s acceptance of Russian interference in the conflict has led to a near pariah status for the government of Russian President Vladimir Putin [9].

The current situation in Ukraine is stalemate - no peace, no war, all sides are suffering from significant losses: Ukraine - from the prolonged conflict on its territory; Russia - from participation in this conflict, keeping unprofitable annexed Crimea and from international sanctions; Western countries – from the the rupture of economic ties with Russia [3].

A conflict in the east of Ukraine, obviously, will not be solved in the short term, and after a series of escalation, it will enter the stage of frozen[5]. “Frozen” and controlled by Moscow conflict, that will flare up, then die away, will allow Russian Federation effectively adjust the foreign policy vector of Kyiv. A country that takes part in the war and has territorial problems or disputes with its neighbours, has no right to join the EU or NATO.
Since in the nearest future Ukraine would not be able to return the occupied pseudo-republic through military means, sooner or later, in the east would be established peace. Such neighborhood might get the model of Georgia and Abkhazia or Transnistria and Moldova [5]. Conflicts in these areas still remain unresolved, and these conflicts pose a threat to international and regional security. Preservation of key figure status on the territory of the former USSR allows Russia to substantially restrict the European aspirations of such participating countries in the EU program “Eastern Partnership” as Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine and to slow down the process of strengthening of NATO and US influence in the CIS [1].

Thus, it is obvious that Ukraine in the case of this scenario would considerably slow down on the way to Europe, get the source of political instability and economic burden represented by affected regions-dependents [3]. Smoldering conflict at the Donbas would be the key to default, the war will effectively paralyze the economy. Heavy financial burden is the cause of a prolonged crisis in Ukraine, that provoke social and political instability [5].

Meanwhile, the cessation of active hostilities in the Donbas and “reconciliation” in such a scenario would give European countries an excuse for lifting sanctions with Russia and its political leaders, restoring economic ties that will promote economic growth in Russia. In parallel, European leaders will have an opportunity to fully switch their attention to the solving of problems within the EU that will contribute to boost its political ratings, as opposed to the strengthening of “fatigue” from the extension of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict [3]. 

According to the Ukrainian scientist V. Alyeksyeychenko, an active participant in the settlement of all four “frozen conflicts” in the former Soviet Union was Russia as party- country in the conflict, as the intermediary country and country-peacemaker. Such versatile participation of Russia in determination of the conflict resolution ways emphasizes the leading geopolitical role of Moscow and demonstrates the Russia’s possibility to manage conflicts in the correct for RF direction and allows to suggest that “freezing” conflicts is an important external political tool that contributes to an increase of opportunities to Russia maneuvering in the international arena [2, p. 13].

Each of the abovementioned “frozen conflicts” is delineated by various parameters. The solution that suits one may not suit another. However, we can say that: 1) the political will of the major participants is not strong enough in order to put these conflicts on top of the agenda; 2) progress in resolving of these conflicts cannot be expected without the cooperation of the Russian Federation [8].

Although the “frozen” conflict in the east envisages a sufficiently rapid cessation of active hostilities in the Donbas, in perspective Ukraine will remain an unattractive country with a prolonged crisis and significant number of representatives of various international organizations, trafficking in humanitarian aid, smuggling, colossal contraband etc. The period of the conflict in “frozen” form is unknown as well as its results. Historical experience shows that we can talk about decades and as a result Ukraine will return to where it started by launching a new range of antagonism. Overall, the implementation of this scenario, reflect the interests of Russia and EU, but not Ukraine, especially in the longer term [3].

Russia plays a key role in the negotiations on the settlement of “frozen” conflicts, often acting not as a mediator, that objectively evaluates the situation but as player with its own interests. Russia does not contradict the settlement of the conflict, Moscow is interested in the settlement, but this settlement should be based on the satisfaction of its interests [7].

So, after the collapse of the USSR the bipolar world system was destroyed and, respectively, the Russian Federation, that became the legal successor of the Soviet Union, cannot accept the role of “simple” state on the world map. Russia realizes that it cannot act as the second political pole in the global political system. That’s why Russia decided to oppose US hegemony its own political doctrine that is aimed to establish several regional centers or multipolar system. For distribution of its influence in near abroad Russia use “frozen conflicts” zone, namely the territory of Nagorno-Karabakh, Transnistria, Abkhazia and South Ossetia [4].

For Ukraine, such development of events cannot be considered as positive, since reduction of its impact decision making process may adversely affect its image of regional leader. The loss of championship positions in peacekeeping operations, “freeze” of plan proposed by Ukraine will lead to the isolation of our country from the process of conflict resolving. This situation required to restore the lost positions Ukraine. The final orderliness of such conflicts is important for Ukraine because it can be considered as one of the favorable conditions for the rapid promotion of our country towards European integration. Moreover, the transformation into an important subject of world politics and the implementation of active regional policy is a part of new geopolitical strategy of Ukraine [7].

Russia is extremely interested in keeping the territory of Nagorno-Karabakh, South Ossetia, Abkhazia and Transnistria in a state of “frozen conflicts”. Thus, Russia can spread its influence in these areas by supporting local separatist movements.

Unrecognized states of the former Soviet territory (Abkhazia, South Ossetia, Transnistria and Nagorno-Karabakh) play a significant role in strengthening the influence of Russia in the region. Post-Soviet space plays a system-role in Russian foreign policy, its value enables the production of a set of inter-related strategic priorities [4].

The research of Russian policy concerning “frozen conflicts” and Russian aggression in Ukraine in 2014-2015 have shown that the practical implementation of the policy of official Moscow that is aimed at the reunification of the former Soviet Union poses a real threat to the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine and countries of the former Soviet Union and is challenge for the world community. The aggression of the Russian Federation in Ukraine, the result of which was the annexation of the Crimea and the occupation of  Donbas, have demonstrated that in order to return to the status of "superpower" Russian leadership is ready to ignore the generally recognized norms of international law and use all available means and resources [2, p.18].

Thus, it could be affirmed that despite a series of proposed by guarantor countries, mediators and observers plans for “frozen conflicts” settlement on the territory of the European continent, none of them have been implemented. Despite over 20 years of international actors attempt to find acceptable for all parties of conflicts relevant option of reconciliation the real levers of influence has Russian Federation, that aims to become the only guarantor of peace and security in the region. Russia’s strategists perceive the western unions and organizations expansion in the post-Soviet Europe and the Caucasus as a threat to the national security of the Russian Federation. Thus, the determination of foreign policy interests of our state requires the consideration of the whole system of global interests of different countries, as well as the balance of power - economic, political, military, ideological - in the region.

EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT ELECTIONS IN THE REPUBLIC OF CYPRUS AS A FACTOR OF INFLUENCE ON THE COUNTRIES PARTY SYSTEM
After the Republic of Cyprus accession to the EU elections to the European Parliament became a new aspect of the Cypriot political parties’ activity. In the context of overall stability of the party system of the Republic of Cyprus with a permanent representation in the Parliament and the domination of the four major parties this new aspect becomes very important. The article highlights the features of the European Parliament elections in the Republic of Cyprus as a factor of influence on the countries party system. 

Elections in 2004, 2009 and 2014 are considered. Attention is paid to the program principles of the main political parties and election campaigns features. Elections in 2004 were marked by the influence of the referendum on the Annan Plan on electoral behavior and support, as well as by the official EU accession one month before the elections. Therefore, one of the places in the European Parliament had the party "For Europe". The results of the 2009 campaign were marked by international economic crisis and communist party government. But in general they didn’t affect the balance of power in the party system, confirming the influence and support of the four main parties. The Cypriot economy and social structure transformation because of the Memorandum and austerity measures shifted the election campaign focus in 2014 to focus on the economy and the crisis rather than on broad policy. It contributed to decline in confidence in political institutions, political parties. However various small newly formed parties participated in the last elections. They presented the main current alternative and additional issues in the Cyprus policy. They also marked a manifestation of the problems of party system in the country, and for some citizens – an alternative channel to express their dissatisfaction with the major parties.

The author concludes that the domestic issues dominated in election campaigns. While EU issues linked only to the need to resolve the Cyprus problem or overcome the economic crisis. The thesis of secondary importance of the European elections in comparison with national elections is proved. It can be explained by low voter turnout and by lower activity of Cypriot political parties. Based on the analysis of the election results their impact on the balance of power in the party system is characterized. Determined that the rule of political parties AKEL, DIKO, EDEK and DISY remained unchanged. European Parliament elections become an arena for new political parties in an attempt to gain seats in the House of Representatives in the next parliamentary elections.
