TRADITIONAL OCUPATIONS OF THE GREEKS OF THE NORTHERN PART   OF THE SEA OF AZOV REGION AND THEIR INFLUENCE ON MEN’S HEALTH

The article examines occupations of men in the Greek settlements and the city of Mariupol in the late XVIIIth – early XXth centuries. It analyses the influence of occupational interests on the health condition of the sterner sex representatives. It presents ideas and conclusions of zemstvo’s doctors as to the cause-and-effect relations between the Greeks’ main occupations and the prevalent internal, infectious and venereal diseases spread. 

The given issue source database is represented by the acts and record keeping documents, periodicals’ materials, sources of the private origin (memoirs, foreigners’ notes, ethnographic expeditions materials).   

The article reveals that all the duties were divided on the gender basis. The most respected and oldest men belonged to the village community assembly. There they settled agrarian issues and family affairs, elected village headmen, appointed guardians etc.

The main men’s occupations before the XXth century were cattle-breeding, farming, growing tobacco and fishing. A profession defined the position of a Greek in the rural community: before the XXth century the herders pasturing large herds of sheep up to 1000 heads and sometimes more were held in great respect. The herders’ work was very hard. Only in the middle of winter and only for two months they came back home. But this work was regarded profitable: one might earn money to buy his own herd of sheep working there for some years. Moreover, the status of assistant of a well-known udaman served a young man as a good testimonial for his future. The herders more often than other men fell ill with anthrax as infection was transmitted through sick animals, mostly sheep. 

During field season farmers suffered from bloody diarrhea and gastrointestinal catarrh due to unhealthy diet and water unsuitable for drinking. Besides sometimes men got injured, abrasions and skin lesions resulted in inflammation of deep layers of skin. Among the crafts regarded as a worthy occupation for a man in the first place we should mention carrying, outerwear and footwear tailoring, and smithery as well. The traditional occupation of the Greek men was trade. Exactly this activity as zemstvo’s doctors thought facilitated men’s venereal diseases infection. One of the most spread diseases was syphilis.

TRADE AND COMMERCIAL ACTIVITY OF NIZHYN GREEKS IN UKRAINIAN LANDS IN THE XVIII-XIX CENTURIES IN THE XIX- CENTURY RESEARCHERS’ WORKS

The substantive examination of the problem started in the middle years of the XIX century and was related to actualization of the interest in Nizhyn Greek community which was significantly transformed under the national reforms.  While elucidating Greek center’s history the researchers emphasized its merchant specific character, examined the process of decay of the Greek commerce in Nizhyn and defined that the reasons of this event were inner discords between the settled and the newly arrived Greeks. The commercial activity intensified the Greek community’s self-organization and laid the ground for “special corporation” associated with B. Khmelnytsky’s Universal of 1657 as historians thought.   

The Greek merchants’ activity in the middle years of the XVII century attracted attention of such authors as M. Kostomarov, O. Lazarevsky, I. Aksakov, O. Rusov, M.Storozhevsky, F. Kitchenko who in the context of the general works on Russian and Ukrainian history separately defined the Greeks’ role in the development of commerce and trade routes connecting East-Slavonic lands with Europe and the Eastern Mediterranean.

The historians of the XIX century examined the significant elements of Nizhyn Greeks home commerce: trade routes directions, turnover structure, and usurers’ operations. They also presented valuable statistic data and published important documentary material on the given problem but it lacked comments and tracing the dynamics of commodity and price condition changes. 

However exactly since the middle years of the XIX century the substantive examination of the problem that raised the scientific interest began. Taking into account the level of the scientific knowledge of that time, the methodology of research, different trends of particular researchers, ideological bias in some issues the historians couldn’t create the objective picture of the Greek merchants element’s impact on the economic development of Ukraine.

Examining historical experience of the foreign colonists’ commercial activity in the Ukrainian territory provides the necessary historical knowledge for forming civilized commercial and economic relations at the national and global scale. It also contributes to forming effective policy in the sphere of interethnic ties. 

In the course of the XVII-XIX centuries the multifunctional role in the economic development of Ukraine was played by three Greek commercial centres – Nizhyn commercial community, Odesa Greek community and Mariupol Greek merchantry.  


The historiographic experience of studying the issue of the Greek merchants’ commercial activity in Ukraine in the XVII-XIX centuries is sufficient, but many works are devoted to examining issues of founding Greek communities solely. The history of commercial activity of the Greeks in Ukraine was not examined comprehensively. However, in the context of studying history of the Greeks residency in the Ukrainian territory every researcher paid attention to the development of their basic activity, i.e. commerce. 

The purpose of the given article is the historiographic analysis of the works of the XIX – early XX centuries’ researchers’ works concerning elucidation of the commercial activity of the Greeks merchants in Ukrainian lands in the middle years of the XVII – XIX centuries.

The historiographic survey covers the works examining the history of Nizhyn, Odesa and Mariupol Greeks in the general retrospective, however the commercial and economic constituent of communities’ activity is characterized casually. 
Examining history of the Greeks’ commercial activity in the late XVII-XIX centuries started since the middle years of the XIX century. The first researcher of the Greek merchants’ history of Nizhyn was M. Storozhevsky. In his work “The Greeks of Nizhyn” he was the first to pay attention to the historical data of the community [1]. The historian associated its emergence with the first travels of the Greek clergy to Muscovy, the government of which much encouraged coreligionists to settle in the territories bordering on Poland. 

The author states that the Greek merchants emerge in Ukraine long before the Khmelnytsky uprising and settle in Pereyaslav and Baturyn, but numerous obstacles to commercial activity forced the Greeks leave these cities for Nizhyn. M. Storozhevsky points out that B. Khmelnytsky’s first Universal to the Greeks (1657) was called forth by the existence of the completely formed “special corporation” that could promote commerce in the region. 

However, the researcher attracts attention to the presence of the external factors hindering the vigorous commerce of the Greeks. The merchants often became hostages of unstable foreign policy’s relations. The Tatars’ and Cossacks’ incursions, the Polish governors and municipal officials’ arbitrariness significantly complicated the passage of the merchants with the goods along the trade routes and made it highly hazardous. Referring to Muscovy’s annexation of the Left-bank Ukrainian lands and the borders’ modification the author states the absence of significant impact of these events on the commerce development. However, M. Storozhevsky stresses the crucial importance of Peter the Great’s decrees as to the fraternity’s rights and privileges that contributed not only to promoting commercial activity but attracted the Bulgarian and Wallachian Greeks’ attention to this region. Due to that fact the staff of the Greek merchantry expanded. Since then the city becomes the main centre of the Asian and European goods concentration. 

M. Storozhevsky calls the period of Catherine II’s reign “the golden century for Nizhyn Greek Corporation” but stresses the steady Nizhyn’s commercial significance decay in XIX cent. [1, 2]. The military activities having negative effects on economic development of the region, pauperization of population and weakening the ties with Greece forced the part of the Greeks halt the active commerce, move out their stocks and refocus their commercial interests on Odesa, Moscow and Saint-Petersburg. The author emphasizes the role of Nizhyn Greek Magistrate in the decay of the commercial corporation. The former couldn’t adapt itself to the new social and economic conditions and being weakened by quarrels and controversies it was unable to protect the rights and privileges of the Greeks as it had done earlier. The researcher’s thesis that gradual objective process of decay in commerce in Nizhyn was caused by discovery of the new trade routes and markets is traced in the majority of the following works. It accounts for the absence of researchers’ interest in the defined period of the Greek merchants in Nizhyn as well as fragmentariness of description. 

In 1852 a well-known researcher of Ukrainian history F. Kitchenko published in “Chernygovski gubernski vidomosti” the text of P. Rumyantsev’s letter to the Nizhyn court and all the community. The researcher examined the decay process of the Greek commerce in Nizhyn and found its causes in the inner discords between the settled and newly arrived Greeks [3]. 

The Greek merchants’ activity in the middle years of the XVII century was noted by the prominent Ukrainian historian M. Kostomarov [4]. In his work “Outline of Muscovy’s trade in the XVI and XVII centuries” he reveals sources of the close commercial relations of Russia and Greece associating them with the marriage of Ivan III and Sophia Paleolog. The historian states that since that time concealed antagonism appeared between Russia and Turkey but the necessity of expanding turnover stipulated for the close commercial ties. The author points out that the Greeks enjoyed special privileges, paid less dues. As the historian notes the Greeks were the chief jewelry suppliers of the Tsar court. However iterant cases of deception and contraband forced the Tsar’s government resort to more decisive actions. As a result in 1672 the restrictions were imposed and the control of the Greek merchants at the borders was intensified. Since that time the Greek merchants’ flow to Muscovy reduces, only occasional tradesmen could come to Moscow and sell the counterfeit goods. In 1676, as M. Kostomarov points out, the Greeks were permitted to trade in Putyvl’ but soon they were subjected to the tight control of the government again [5].

The activity of Nizhyn Greek merchants is analysed casually but relevantly in the full member of the Imperial Russian Geographical Society, lieutenant colonel M. Domontovych’s work “Materials for Russian Geography and Statistics. Chernigiv province”.  In characterizing economic development of the province the author pays special attention to the role of the Greeks in the commerce development. The researcher notes significance of the Universals of B. Khmelnytsky who tried to stimulate the merchants to settle in Ukrainian lands. The work stresses significance of Nizhyn Greek Magistrate and the Greeks special status (their rights and privileges). While examining the commerce in Chernigov province the author places particular attention to Krolevets, Nizhyn and Romny trade fairs. M Domontovych notes that under conditions of trade ports’ absence in the middle years of the XVII-XVIII centuries trade fairs in Ukraine gain prime importance. 

The author directly associates the opening of the Nizhyn Pancake (Vseyidny) trade fair with B. Khmelnytsky’s Universal of 1657 and the Greeks arriving in the city. For a long time exactly the existence of the trade fair there guaranteed the growth in prosperity for the Greek merchants. In the given context the author’s concept that Nizhyn Greek merchant community’s decay was caused by the displacement of the Pancake (Vseyidny) trade fair from Nizhyn to Romny is rather interesting. The replacement contemporizing with founding new markets in port cities forced the merchants move out the stocks from the turnover and leave for Odesa, Taganrog, Kyshynev [6].

The role of Nizhyn Greeks in the development of commerce in Ukraine is described also by I. Aksakov in his basic work “Researches Concerning Commerce at Ukrainian Trade Fairs” [7]. The historian states that the Greeks were almost the chief commercial agents not only at the Nizhyn trade fairs but were engaged in the activity of the Krolevets, Romny, Svensk trade fair. The author accepts the opinion of O. Shafonsky that “in Little Russia except “Nizhyn Greeks there are almost no real wholesalers but even respectable shchepetilniks (fancy goods sellers)” [8, 6]. I. Aksakov presents the list of the main goods delivered from Russia, the Crimea, Italy, Hungary, Poland, Turkey, Archipelago, Gdansk and Konigsberg which were sold by the Greek merchants [9, р. 210].

The detailed description of overland routes for delivering the goods to the Ukrainian market is presented only in O. Rusov’s work. The author analysed the main trade routes existing in Ukrainian lands since the late XVII – XVIII centuries. The researcher defines three ways of delivering goods from Constantinople. The first route went through the town Bendery and Budzhatsky steppe, the second one ran through Wallachian territory and the town Soroky, the third route crossed the Crimean Peninsula. O. Rusov also pays attention to two trade routes from Poland to Ukraine through Smolensk and the Crimea [10].

The general review of Nizhyn Greeks’ commercial activity is traced in the publication of an anonymous author who concealed his name under the cryptonym “V.B.” [11]. In the opinion of the researcher G. Shvyd’ko the author of the work was V. Bartashevsky. This work in the context of the analysis of Nizhyn Greek Magistrate examines the status of Nizhyn Greeks, their rights and privileges granted by the authorities. However, we can agree with the idea of  K.Kharlampovych that it was an article upon order. The purpose of the work lay in attempting to give a juridical substantiation of the necessity of depriving the Greeks of the privileges which in the author’s opinion leads to disruption of the commercial potential of the Russian merchantry while the Greeks’ guild tax exemption contradicts the City Statute and Manifesto from the 1st of January, 1807.   

Brief but conceptual as to its contents material is contained in O.Lazarevsky’s work devoted to the history of Ukraine. The outline written on the basis of M. Storozhevsky’s and O. Fedotov-Chehovsky’s data reveals not only the processes of the Greeks moving from Nizhyn to the South of Ukraine but also analyses the causes of the new trade routes appearance [12].

Special attention should be placed on the article of the Kharkiv archivist M. Plohynsky “Foreigners in the Old Little Russia” published in 1905 [13]. Like M. Storozhevsky he associated the Greeks appearance in Ukraine with the Greek clergy travels to Moscow due to decay of Constantinople and strengthening new Orthodoxy’s centre. We should notice that the author thoroughly traces the ways of Greek merchants in particular entering the Ukrainian market. He states the important role they should play in recovery of the state’s economic potential.

The researcher realizes the fact that peculiarities of Russian policy in 1648-1678 concerning the Greeks created special natural environment in the border territories where the Greeks had concentrated being stopped by their attraction to Moscow. Such points on the way to Moscow were Kyiv, Nizhyn, Krolevets where the Greeks trade centres were founded. Examining Nizhyn Greek community the researcher emphasizes the close trade and cultural relations between the Greeks and local merchants. Taking no notice of studying foreign commerce the author analyses home trade in details. He associates the development of the latter with the positive changes in the city due to the Greeks’ activity. 

M. Plohynsky individually characterizes the rights and privileges granted to Nizhyn merchants by the Hetman governments. The imperial tradition of their affirmation was initiated by Peter the Great. The author of the article criticizes numerous abuses of Nizhyn Greek Magistrate that concerned granting foreign passports to everyone officially belonging to the Greek community. The passports from Magistrate were often given not only to the Greek merchants but also to the Turks, the Wallachians and representatives of other nationalities who didn’t even reside in Nizhyn [14, р. 76].

The analysis of M. Plohynsky’s work is presented in V. Eingorn’s critical review “The New Work on the Old Little Russia’s History” [15]. The author of this completely independent scientific work points out at the structural deficiencies of M. Plohynsky’s work stating incorrect reference to the original source, factual errors, careless quoting, discrepancy between the material and sections’ titles. But V. Eingorn’s article in addition to the critical remarks presents the text of the first Nizhyn Greeks’ oath to the Russian Tsars.     

In M. Storozhenko’s article “Some Observations on the History of Nizhyn Greeks” in the newspaper “Kyivska Starovyna” there is a tendency which can be traced in the researches of the previous years. The author agrees with the concept that the history of Nizhyn Greeks originates in the times of B.Khmelnytsky and gives brief information about the main Hetman’s Universals and imperial decrees paying attention to the privileges granted to the merchants. 

Interesting is the fact of approving of the benefits granted to the Greeks and affirming the Greek community members’ special status by the Governor-general P. Rumyantsev, who studied the Greek merchants’ history in the territory of Little Russia [16]. 

While studying trade and commercial activity of Nizhyn Greek merchants attention should be paid to the academician B. Gildenshtedt’s “Travel to Little Russia” – in one of the sketches (“The Town of Nizhyn and Ukrainian commerce”) the author elucidates the role of the Greek merchantry. He agrees with the ideas of the preceding researchers that “the Greeks constitute the largest in number and the most significant part of the local merchantry” [17].

Characterizing the development of the local commerce B. Gildenshtedt remarks that Nizhyn was “the main warehouse commodity commercial centre between Russia on the one side and the Crimea, Moldavia, Wallachia, Turkey, Danzig and Leipzig on the other side where mostly all the commerce was controlled by the Greeks”. Individually the author presents the list of main goods sold by the Greeks indicating their prices [17]. 

Thus since the middle years of the XIX century there began the issue’s thematic examining. This fact activated the researchers’ interest.  Taking into account the level of scientific knowledge of that time, researching methodology, different interests of particular researchers, and ideological bias in certain issues the historians couldn’t create unprejudiced image of the Greek merchants’ impact on the economic development of Ukraine. The history of the Greek merchantry was examined in three main contexts: the history of Nizhyn Greek community, the process of Southern Ukraine colonization and commerce development in Ukrainian territory.

Process of unification of gminas (volosts) of the Lviv powit at the beginning of 1930s as a result of passing an Act of the Second Polish Republic (Rzechpospolita) “About the partial change of territorial self-government”

The process of administrative and territorial changes is examined in the Lviv powit at the beginning of 1930s which initiated the creation of unified gminas and the reformation of organization and competence of self-governing institutions in a powit. Lviv powit headmen offered to unify 127 single gminas existed up to the present into 14 collective gminas taking into consideration the geographical position and ethnographic closeness, character of settlements, employment of population and subsequent prospects of development of gminas in the economic, cultural, educational and administrative plan. From 3 to 15 communes had to enter to each from the designed gminas. These gminas differed between themselves in relation to the quantative composition of population, the economic development and the national composition of inhabitants. Socio-economic and cultural descriptions and features of newly-formatted unifications are covered in the article.

Almost all gminas carried an agricultural character. Exceptions were made by the settlements of Brukhovychi and Zymna Voda, which were popular recreation areas and were not substantially developed in an agricultural plan. The nearest to Lviv communes (Holosko Velyke, Kryvchytsi, Zboiska, Sknyliv and others like those) were economically and culturally connected with Lviv. Also the process of unification in collective gminas was closely connected with the presence of the economically developed centre, which used to become a relatively successful city, or a small town. They became not only economic centres, sales markets of agricultural produce but also cultural and by socially meaningful centres for a local population.

Enlargement of territorial gminas had the indisputable plus that circumstance, that allowed to concentrate the charges of local self-government on major projects for a population: ways of communications, trade, land reclamation, care of public health, fight with extraordinary situations and other like that. The acceleration of economic decline of depressed gminas, distant from a powit centre would become a reliable minus of reform, with a low level of development of industrial and agricultural potential – and consequently with lower budgets.

THE TOPIC OF SOVIET UKRAINE IN THE AMERICAN NEWSPAPER «SVOBODA» (1920s–1930s)

The paper deals with publications about Soviet Ukraine in the most popular Ukrainian newspaper in the United States – «Svoboda». Mentioned edition without a doubt was that source which formed public opinion of the Ukrainian diaspora in the US. Articles about Ukrainian SSR created an image of that country among American Ukrainians. Scientific paper investigates publications in «Svoboda» dedicated to the most important events that took place in Soviet Ukraine during mentioned period: New Economic Policy, Ukrainization, Stalin’s modernization (industrialization and collectivization), Great Famine of 1932–1933, Stalin’s Great Terror of 1930th, cultural development. During Lenin’s experiments in economy (1920th) «Svoboda» published materials about situation in Ukrainian cities and villages. Especially viewers were focused on material difficulties of Ukrainian peasants. There was a controversial attitude to national policy of Bolsheviks (Ukrainization). Soviet Ukraine, according to «Svoboda» was a colony of Russia and Moscow used it resources to create it’s own industry. Collectivization was applied by Bolsheviks to find additional resources for industrialization. «Svoboda» highlighted the Great Famine in Ukraine like any other newspaper in diaspora. Articles about these tragic events, letters from Ukraine, testimonies of refugees – all this have been published in «Svoboda». Despite isolation of USSR Western newspapers received some information about Stalin’s Great Terror. «Svoboda» described repressions against “Spilka Vyzvolenia Ukrainy” (S. Iefremov and others), M. Skrypnyk. P. Lubchenko and tried to find out the reasons of this massacre. According to newspaper there were two periods of Ukrainian cultural development: freedom of 1920th and ideological attack in 1930th.

THE ATTEMPTS TO SOLVE AGRICULTURAL MATTERS BY GOVERNMENTS OF A. DENIKIN AND P. WRANGEL
In the article is made an attempt to analyze the position of Chiefs of the Volunteer Army A. Denikin and P. Wrangel and Special Meeting on the issue of conducting reforms in the agricultural sector in 1919 and to explore the specific historical conditions in which their governments have developed and made attempts to achieve its updated draft law that could solve the problem of agricultural land ownership on the areas controlled by the White army. The question of land ownership was in the focus of the problem concerning support by the Ukrainian peasantry of a military-political regime that claimed supremacy in Ukrainian lands.

Because of the dependence of the White Guard regimes from the members of the nobility and wealthy citizens, A. Denikin, P. Wrangel failed in satisfaction of the desires and aspirations of the poor and also middle class peasants. Accordingly, the proposed projects of the problem of land redistribution solution were half-hearted and lost compared to communist agitation, resulting in lack of confidence to the general peasantry. Agricultural Policy of White Guard governments caused the rapid collapse of regimes and Generals Anton Denikin and Petro Wrangel.

CHRONICLES MORAVICA IN ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH
The article discusses the results of years of archaeological research of ancient settlement of annalistic Moravec. Examines the complex materials of the epoch of copper and bronze age, monuments of the early Slavs and Moravec chronicle of Kievan Rus period.

The characteristic structures, physical findings, refined the chronology of the settlement, proclaimed a new point of view on socio-economic and cultural development of the population of the fortress in X–XII art. 

In the XI–XII art. the city Morawica included the fortress, which consisted of the citadel (South site) and adjacent buildings (North area), and trades areas in Isopoda speeches of the right Bank of the Ikva river on the North and East of the fortress.

According to the materials of archaeological research of the ancient times of the early Slavs with Morawitz related to three stages of development. First, rangelov Jansky – are materials and finds from the lower horizon of the middle of the cultural layer. The second and third answer of the deposits of the lower and upper horizons of the cultural layer of the middle. Date lower stage of early Slavic materials is determined by the time not later than the VIII century. Finds of stucco and early krugolina pots in the cultural layer suggest that this settlement existed in the IX century. The deposits of the lower horizon (second stage) dates back to the X–beginning of XI century, and the deposits of the upper horizon (third stage) – hee before. Paul. Article XII

Material culture of the inhabitants of the city presents a wide range of moulded and krugallee ceramics, tools of agriculture and crafts, woodworking and other tools, universal tools, household items, weapons, gear rider and riding horse, decorative and applied art from non-ferrous metals, glass, bone, horn, stone. The complexes are fragments of amphorae of the Greek city of Northern black sea coast.

Findings of X–XII CC Moravec illustrate most of the headings of the archaeological characteristics of the small city of Kievan Rus. However, in the middle of the XII century. it is in decline. The circumstances under which Moravica mentioned in the Chronicles, and archaeological data suggest that the fortress was destroyed in 1149 during the campaign of Yuri Dolgoruky in Volyn. From this period the main administrative and political centre in the middle reaches of the Ikva is the city Guben. 

Further research is unique in its composition of complex of monuments Muravitsky of the settlement will open a new page in the history and culture of the ancient population of the Western Volyn.

ACTIVITY OF SHIPPING COMPANIES IN MARIUPOL (THE LAST QUARTER OF THE XIX – EARLY XX CENTURIES)
In the XIX – early XX centuries Mariupol took significant place in the South of the Russian Empire’s economy. One of the chief constituents of its economic life during more than 200 years is maritime trade. Mariupol’s convenient location on the Azov sea coast near the estuary of the Kalmius river, its proximity to agricultural regions and fishery areas as well as numerous privileges granted by the government to the Greeks moved to Mariupol uyezd from the Crimea resulted in quick involvement of the city in the state’s home and foreign commerce.  

Mariupol trade port has been playing an exceptionally important role in the life of the city and the whole region. It was among the top 6 largest ports of the Russian Empire in the late XIX – early XX centuries.  In spite of this the history of development of the trade and passenger shipping via Mariupol port was never fully reflected in the scientific literature. 
Increase of vessels’ number in the ports of the sea of Azov in 1860-1870 resulted in appearance of various shipping societies and stock companies. The largest of them was “the Russian Society of Shipping and Trade” (RSST) started in 1857. A bit smaller in tonnage was “The Society of Shipping on the Don, the sea of Azov and the Black sea and their confluents”. Its vessels began the communication on the routes Rostov – Kerch and Yeysk – Mariupol with intermediate ports calls. 

The company of Taganrog merchant of the first guild Alexender Storozhenko founded in 1869 successfully competed with RSST and other shipping companies. Its vessels voyaged between Rostov –Yeysk, Rostov – Kerch calling at Mariupol port. In 1908 this company passed into the ownership of mining industry owner Ivan Drevitsky. In the beginning of the XX century the main passenger shipping from Mariupol port were realized by the vessels of RSST and I. Y. Drevitsky’s companies.
In the late XIX – early XX centuries two local private companies “P. Regir’s Shipping Company” (later renamed into “Peter Regir and Son”) and shipping company of F.K. Zvorno and E.C. di Pollone came into operation in Mariupol. In 1912 to provide passenger and cargo shipping services between Russian and foreign ports these ship-owners founded the stock company “The Russian Commercial Steamship Society”  

Export trade intensification of agricultural products via Mariupol port in the last quarter of the XIX – early XX centuries also contributed to the development of the transportation network in the city and its vicinity.

Hence in the course of the last quarter of the XIX – early XX centuries all the large shipping companies of the Black and Azov seas had their representative offices in Mariupol. In 1880ies the local entrepreneurs founded two private companies which appeared among the largest shipping firms of the state in a short time. They considerably contributed to intensification of the maritime trade via Mariupol port and their owners played the significant part not only in economic but in social life of the city as well.

MODERATE RUSSIAN NATIONALISM IN UKRAINIAN LAND

The article shows the features of formation and development of Moderate Russian nationalist movement on Ukrainian territory after the Manifesto of Nicholas II in 1905 to the First World War. The author made an attempt to differentiation of Russian nationalism in the territory of the Russian Ukraine. The period covered our investigation is a gradual exit into the political arena Moderate Russian nationalist forces that were active in the Ukrainian lands until the beginning of World War I (1905-1914). During the years 1905-1907, along with Right radicals groups started to appear Right liberals both the capital of the Russian Empire and in regional centers. 

Nature of Moderate nationalism on the territory of Ukrainian lands included in the circle of scientific research both representatives of Ukrainian and foreign historiography. And the question of typology Great Russian nationalist groups belonging to the controversial and needs further investigation. This study is intended to reflect the peculiarities of formation and development of the Russian nationalist movement moderate type on Ukrainian territory after the Manifesto of Nicholas II and before the First World War.

The author analyzed conditions of appearance, performance and ideological field moderate Russian nationalism organizations. In this article examined the Kyiv department of the Party of the legal order, the local departments of the Russian National Union, Kyiv club of Russian nationalists.

The author focuses on student participation in the pro-Russian organizations and distinguished  the problem of Ukrainianness in the Russian nationalist views.

The article concluded that important cause for the decline moderate organizations of Russian nationalism was their noble character and inability to expand its social base. Therefore eventually began a «revision» of the nationalist program and her democratization. In addition, the decline in the Ukrainian lands of moderate Russian nationalism was also caused by activation of Ukrainian national movement, which captured the ideological field of the land.

Activity of Ukrainian and Russian Board of Historians and Attempts to Write a Joint Textbook on History: Experience of Historical Connections
The article is about social and political and ideological context of preparing and writing joint textbooks on history initiated by Joint Ukrainian and Russian Board founded in 2001. Despite a variety of measures, aimed at popularity of national history, the most influential and common one is preparing and publishing textbooks, where official historiographical doctrine of the State and collaborative approaches to conceptualization of historical events are represented.

The situation in historical studies and textbook publishing is the object of great attention of politicians, and accordingly it is forced to carry out certain political put-up jobs. Especially it concerns textbook publishing that is under control of the Ministry of Education and Science of each of countries which are first of all governmental, but not historical institutions doing certain orders related to content and concept of textbooks. The constant re-evaluations of official interpretation of one or another historical events under party line are also equally detrimental, and the main thing is the attempts to use such, often quasi-scientific, research in order to change external policy course. It is especially expressed by interpretation of Russian-Ukrainian relations as well as of so called episodes of “joint history” made just Presidents resign. So attempts of historians to reach a consensus and understanding often come to “science for the sake of science” and their results are evened with just another political movement.

Writing of joint history books or textbooks is a practical activity of the European Union. After all an incontrovertible fact still is that there are countries historically involved in war between each other, for instance France and German have a long tradition of conflicts, or German and Poland. Surely, if such a tradition of conflicts exists in the joint European space, reasons of disagreements are to be searched and calmly clarification why it happened in such a way is to be made. But it is to be about equality of partners in a similar process. Any way such joint things due to own nature should stay for discussion, both parties opinions are to be set forward without emphasizing that any of the parties possesses “greater truth”. Joint textbooks should be a result of public discussion element through public. Since history is not simply the past but it is its study and understanding. Any way perception of history has always been taken through the national lens.

Now raising a generation of citizens of Ukraine and Russia who will understand the historical past of their populations and will respect legal rights of the Ukrainians (the Russians) to look at the history through the lens of their national interests and own mentality is a necessity, simultaneously they will understand that the Russians (the Ukrainians) have own understanding of history. Raising citizens should be made on the principles of tolerance and mutual understanding of the historical past. This approach corresponds not only to European, but also world practice. Mastery is that historians could set a dialogue and the pinnacle of this is writing of joint historical works.

Discussions in Moscow and Kyiv showed yet more one undeniable truth: history is not only science and academic discipline like all other sciences and academic disciplines. This is a method of conception of its population place in space and time. This is a construction site where patriotic feelings and civic properties of person are formed.

THE ECONOMIC CRISIS AND THE LIVES OF UKRAINIAN DISPLACED PERSONS IN POSTWAR WEST GERMANY
In this article signs of the economic crisis that engulfed Germany in 1945 – 1948 are clarified. Among them – rationing, black market, speculation, barter, fraud and illicit trade. 
After World War II, Germany has captured inflation, which led to the devaluation of the Reichsmark. The level and quality of life are rapidly decreased. 
The rationing the distribution of general consumption was acted in Germany. However, even with the card it was very difficult to feed their families, get the necessities. At this time the black market, flourished speculation and barter had spread. On the black market for American cigarettes, chocolate and coffee could buy food and clothes. The phenomenon of speculation that existed among Ukrainian displaced persons condemned in the press.
In the proposed period fraud are flourished. One common form of fraud in postwar West Germany was manufacturing and redeem the fake ration cards. Fraud with intent to sell substandard products frequently accessed and speculators.
Another crises among the displaced post-war Germany was the illegal trade. Among other things, buying and selling subject documents on education. Documents on education demand because their owners could embrace, for example, in the displaced persons camps leadership positions.
In 1948 in Germany was carried out monetary reform. The reform led German economy from the crisis, has led to the disappearance of the black market. However, most goods that were in the stores were very expensive and not available to displaced persons.

The delimitation of the Sea of Azov and the Kerch Strait
This article deals with the problem of the delimitation of the sea border between Ukraine and Russian Federation in the water area of the Sea of Azov and the Kerch Strait. The author observed different studies about this problem and listed some of its aspects which should be investigated in detail. It is attached special attention to the Ukrainian-Russian negotiations about sea border. The content of the bilateral treaties is also analyzed. There are four periods of the delimitations of the Ukrainian sea border: 1) 1991-1996; 2) 1996-2004; 3) 2004-2010; 4) 2010-2015. 

In 1990-1996 there weren’t any negotiations because Ukraine and Russia concentrated on the establishment their own political, economical and military systems. During 1996-2004 special working groups and commissions were created to discuss the border problem. Ukraine refused to form “the common borders into the Commonwealth of the Independent States” but supported the idea of “the strategy partnership” with Russia. In 2004-2010 the contradictions about delimitation of the sea border were increased. The period of 2010-2015 were characterized by following events: the measures to reach compromise in 2010-2013 and the annexation of the Crimea by Russia in 2014.

The author analyzed the declarations of the politicians and the international situation which influenced on the negotiations about delimitation of the Ukrainian-Russian sea border. These negotiations were depended from the foreign policy orientation of Ukraine, from the politization of this problem in Russia. Many factors prevented to resolve the delimitation problem such as the great transport opportunities of the Sea of Azov region, massive oil and gas deposits there, geopolitical and military importance of the Kerch Strait. In the conclusions the author analyzed the present state of the delimitation of the Ukrainian sea border.

PROBLEMS OF MILITARY MEDICINE OF THE SOVIET ARMY IN THE BEGINNING OF 1990’s IN AFGHANISTAN OF 1979-1989 ON THE MATERIALS OF «MILITARY MEDICAL JOURNAL»
There was made an analysis of a number of papers inserted in the pages of "Military Medical Journal" devoted to the analysis of medical support of contingent of Soviet troops in Afghanistan during the war 1979-1989 years, which were published in the 1990s. The main lines of researches of specialists of medical services that demonstrated that time trends in the historiography of the subject were defined and analyzed. In particular, in the article the most popular themes in the work of researchers were found, including military epidemiology, that took a prominent place. This was due to the large number of infected, that made up the largest percentage of all sanitary losses in the ranks of the Soviet army. The analysis revealed and on the contrary, not developed niche, which highlighted in this article. 

The article revealed that the journal had an impact on improving of the organizational structure of medical service. In particular, certain materials initiated the study of gunshot wounds of the genitourinary system and laid the basis for further studies in the field of military medicine.

Discussions of scientists have shown that the setting of medical support of soldiers and officers of the Soviet army in a coherent system of health passed a difficult and ambiguous way that was not always understood by scientists unanimously in theoretical and practical medicine

MILITARY DOCTRINE of B. KHMELNYTSKY IN 1648-1652: ITS GENERAL CONTENT AND REALIZATION of ITS SOCIAL and POLITICAL GOAL
Big experience, got by the author of the article in his research of the War for Liberation of the Ukrainian people of the middle of XVII century, had shown that none of the historical sources tells us about the main questions of its military art: strategy and tactics of the battles, hold by B. Khmelnytsky in 1648-1652. In order to overcome this limitation, the author started his search of the hypothesis, based upon understanding of regularities in events, situations and processes, not only in cause-effect dependence, but in functional relations in context of historical systematic method-which was the subsystem of war. The author came to the conclusion that as such system and subsystem of war we can consider the system of B. Khmelnytsky` views on the essence, aim, character of the possible war, on the preparation of the Cossack troops for that war, and also on the methods of it’s conducting. Considering the demands of modern methodology for translation of the events of the past into modern language, the author states that in our times such system of views is called the military doctrine, hence we get the military doctrine of B. Khmelnytsky in War for Liberation of 1648-1652. The lower systems of war and subsystems of military doctrine are: social and political concept of war, organization of military forces and selection of warfare methods, particularly developing of the conception of the enemy`s exhaustion. The Cossack state with its human and material recourses was the environment for the military doctrine as subsystem.

The military doctrine, discovered by the author, enabled to offer the original technique in research of the military art of the War for Liberation, held by the Ukrainian people in the middle of XVII century. The issues of war, which are decided by military science as the part of the theory of military art and general tasks of military doctrine, belong to strategic course of warfare. The issues of war, decided at the level of the conception of enemy`s exhaustion, with the involvement of battle, belong to strategic and tactical maneuvers, and those issues, solved at the level of troops composition, its armament and military disposition at the battlefield belong to tactical methods of armed struggle.

The author considers general content of B. Khmelnytsky` military doctrine, and also the realization of its social and political goals, in particular he elucidates the first steps in creation of the Cossack state, helping the readers to understand what kind of military leader this outstanding Cossack Hetman was.

HETMAN IVAN SAMOYLOVYCH IN THE RUSSIAN PRE-REVOLUTIONARY HISTORIOGRAPHY
The Ruin of Hetmanschyna, which predetermined the history of Ukraine and Eastern Europe in the centuries ahead. The article analyzes the Russian historical literature which deals with the rule of I.Samoylovych, one of the Ukrainian hetmans of the era. The personality and activities of I.Samoylovych attracted the attention of such Russian researchers as M. Pogodyn, P. Schebalskyy, G. Ustryalov, S. Solovyov, G. Karpov, G. Brickner, D. Ilovayskyy, V.Myakotyn.

S.Solovyov and D.Ilovayskyy emphasized that I.Samoylovych was elected as Hetman by the way of free elections. But the authors of "Russian Biographical Dictionary" paid attention to the pressure that was made onRada by the boyar G.Romodanovskyy.

S.Solovyov, D. Ilovayskyy, V.Myakotyn, V. Pycheta drew attention to the rapid decline in the popularity of right-bank Hetman P.Doroshenko, caused by the behavior of his Muslim allies in the territory of Ukraine. This led to the PereyaslavRada in 1674, which proclaimed I.Samoylovich as Hetman of both sides of the Dnieper. However, even after that, P.Doroshenko tried to fight, but he could not confront the army of thousands of I.Samoylovych and G.Romodanovskyyfor a long time.

However, the power of I.Samoylovych was not spread across the right bank of Ukraine for a long time. Turkey's armed intervention led to the necessity to defend Chigirin. S.Solovyov, D.Ilovayskyy, V.Nechayev appreciated the joint efforts of troops ofI.Samoylovych. and G. Romodanovsky during the campaign of 1677.Speaking about the campaign of 1678. D.Ilovayskyystated that if G.Romodanovsky and I.Samoylovych acted with more energy, they would have to defend the city. A.Popov, S.Solovyov, V. Nechayev also drew attention to the slowness and hesitation of I.Samoylovych and G. Romodanovsky during the campaign of 1678.

According to Russian historians, I.Samoylovych was a strong opponent of the "Eternal Peace" with Poland, because he did not want to give up the idea of territorial integrity of Ukraine.

P.Schebalskyy, G. Ustryalov, S. Solovyov, D. Ilovayskyy, V. Myakotyn wrote about the Hetman’s unpopularity, which came from his arrogance and corruption. Those were the reasons of his overthrow. At the same time, Russian historians almost unanimously rejected the accusation of Hetman in the organization of the steppe fires, which made impossible the movement of Golitsyn army to the Crimea. Most Russian historians emphasized the devotion of I. Samoylovych to Moscow administration.

On the basis of archival and other sources the process of re-communist polish population by soviet-trained educational institutions: labor schools, pionering organizations, different types of schools of political literacy, teacher training courses and more. Analysis of the educational process of these institutions showed their zaideologizirovanost and anti-religious content that resulted in a negative attitude to them polish population. 

Content Initial material in labor schools was aimed at fostering students' materialist worldview. Before school task displacement in the religious understanding of the world in all its forms (nature, labor, society) scientific understanding. To do this, teachers had to oppose scientific facts and explanations offered by the religion. Great attention was paid to politically reliable re-education of polish teachers.

An important means of attracting young people to the polish communist construction was the pioneer movement. Pioneer of educated students in the collectivist spirit of equality and brotherhood single Soviet nation. His ultimate goal was to ensure that adults with the proletarian movement to destroy the ruling class, to establish dictatorship of the proletariat and build a bright communist society.

For a complete political and ideological education of the polish population and ensure the party ranks of educated personnel, created a system of party education through the organization of party and soviet schools. This system included: schools of political literacy, the soviet communist party schools and universities.

As a result of the analysis, we concluded that the polish population ambivalent and ambiguous related to newly established institutions. On the one hand, the creation of a network of national educational institutions of polish language teaching was important to preserve their identity and identity, on the other hand, a broad anti-religious propaganda and the imposition of communist ideology pushed the polish population of these schools.

Indirect political violence appears as one of the most important resources of political power in modern social and political life. The aim of this article is to investigate the nature, functions and basic forms of indirect implementation of political violence in the context of the current political process. The article is based on the works of foreign and native researchers: P. Bourdieu, J. Galtung, O. Dzoban, V. Ostroukhov, V. Petryk, V. Pylypchuk, G Pocheptsov etc. 

Indirect political violence is defined as soft (non-physical) influence on the object (individual, group, society) against his will or as harm of non-physical nature inflicted in order to implement certain political interests.  Indirect political violence is implemented in structural, cultural, symbolic, ideological, informational, psychological forms.

According to J. Galtung's theory, indirect violence that is implemented through structural and cultural forms is a foundation for direct violence. Structural violence as a political system's function aimed to create social conditions for impairment of a civilian right, liberty and interests is a factor for a formation of an aggressive social environment where the violence appears as an organic component and one of the main recourses of political power.
In the concept of symbolic power by P. Bourdieu symbolic violence appears as a means of legitimation and maintenance of a certain social and political order. Through symbolic violence certain meanings, standards, purposes, rules, ideas etc are forced upon citizens as legitimate ones. An ideology by which corporate interests of the ruling class are represented as public interest is an important means for the implementation of symbolic violence .

One of the main forms of indirect violence is information violence which has become a versatile resource of the political power in recent decades. Information violence is implemented in two aspects - information-teсhnical and information-psychological. It has almost no limitation in space and time and can be a determinant of other violence forms. 

Under the conditions of today's social and political transformations caused by processes of globalization and informatization of society, the role of indirect political violence as a universal resource of power and means foreign aggression is growing. Indirect violence acts as a catalyst for other forms of political violence. It appears as a factor of reconstruction of a socially unjust and destructive order.

LOBBYING AS A SOCIO-POLITICAL PHENOMENON:THEORETICAL APPROACHES
The article describes lobbyism in different scientific and political interpretations. Given the substantive burden of the research, the following range of work:

First, it presents the analysis of the various approaches to the definition of "lobbying" in domestic and foreign scientific literature. It is shown that generally scientists are lobbying as institutionalised phenomenon, considering that in most countries it has a latent form. Therefore, the paper emphasizes that in the interpretation of lobbying must take into account that it can be not only legal, but also shady and corrupt. Thus, on the basis of studied scientific sources proved the existence of variable approaches to the interpretation of this concept.

Secondly, given the theoretical scientific approaches to the definition of lobbying presents the author's interpretation, which defines it as systems and practices, the impact of interest groups or individuals on the decisions of certain authorities or some of their representatives to accomplish specific needs (interests).

Thirdly, the theoretical aspects of lobbying activities. Considering the lobbying we must remember that it can be formalized in legal terms. In Ukraine lobbying, in most, developing where the issues of redistribution of economic resources, ownership, monopolization of infrastructure, privatization of business corporations.

Fourthly, on the basis of extensive analysis of different scientific approaches to the classification of the subjects of lobbying, it is concluded that to classify the latter is necessary, given the degree of institutionalization of lobbying in the state. Thus, divided on professional lobbyists (legal), unprofessional (illegal) and "internal", i.e. representatives of authorities that are dealing with personal issues at the Institute that they represent. 

Fifth, given the multi-faceted nature of the subject matter of the investigated phenomenon, presents author's classification of lobbying. Namely: by the nature of activity of subjects of lobbying (professional, Amateur); territorial specificities (Central, regional, local); the degree of legitimation (institutionalized, illegal); goals (political, economic, cultural, social, legal, etc); on the orientation to the object of lobbying (governmental, parliamentary, judicial); by group membership of the subjects of lobbying (politicized representatives of political associations, business structures, oligarch groups; social – representatives of non-governmental organizations, trade unions; financial and industrial corporations, industrial infrastructure); for the ways and methods of impact (direct, indirect and internal); time of the action (planned, spontaneous, permanent)

Sixthly, made the goal and objectives of the study: the systematic theoretical approaches to the concept of lobbying as a socio-political phenomenon; the state of scientific approaches to the interpretation of lobbying as a socio-political phenomenon; on the basis of systematisation of scientific research the author's definition and classification of lobbying.

BRICS: THE HISTORY OF FORMATION AND DEVELOPMENT PROSPECTS 

The present article deals with such a new form of international cooperation as BRICS. Nowadays lots of experts and sciences analyze this structure that is in the process of institutionalization. BRICS consists of such states as Brazil, Russia, India, China and South Africa. The authors emphasize that above-mentioned countries don’t have political, economical, civilization similarities, but they united to overcome the consequences of the 2008 financial crises and decided to present their view of further global development. It is underlined that these countries try to oppose the domination of the Western model of the world development and it is possible that lots of countries will support BRICS model of global cooperation. It is necessary to underline that in 2015 at BRICS summit the states-members of this organization launched their own Bank of development that can really influence the global transformation of the financial system. Besides in 2016 these countries got the right to influence the IMF policy. It allows us the authors to say that we observe radical changes not only in financial system but also in the world order that is becoming multipolar. There are two different viewpoints concerning the development of BRICS, some experts believe that it would collapse in some years and it is an objective of the Western world. Another experts and scientists believe that this organization will develop and would really oppose the dominance of the western countries that have already led the financial system into the deadlock.

The situation in the contemporary world in the XXI century is developing very dynamically. The architecture of the modern system of international relations is in the process of transformation, which is extremely dramatic, generating both global economic and political crises. In the context of further globalizing of the growth of interdependence of states, transformation processes require reform of the mechanisms of global governance, the search for new forms of interaction to neutralize and fight against global threats. According to many scholars belonging to different scientific schools, the current processes mean the change of epochs [15, c.3]. The process of formation of a new world order takes place, the main feature of which is the transition to a multipolar world. Under these circumstances, states seek to find such tools that would allow the most effective influence on the formation of a multipolar world. In the context of globalization it is possible only on the basis of integration and internationalization. The evidence if it is the increase of the number of major regional associations in the end of XX - beginning of XXI century, i.e. European Union in Europe, Mercosur, CELAC in Latin America, SCO in Asia, EAEU in Eurasia. The majority of these regional structures is created without the participation of the Western countries. Some researchers believe that the creation of such structures is directed against Western domination in the modern world. These structures also include BRICS [2, c. 36].
The problem of BRICS attracts more attention of politicians, researchers, experts. But as the analysis of the literature shows there are different, and at the same time diametrically different concepts and approaches to the analysis of this very complex phenomenon of the modern system of international relations. Historiography of BRICS has hundreds of articles and monographs. The problem of the BRICS is actively analyzed by the researchers of the member states, the most intensively this problem is analyzed in Russia, Brazil and China. Among the works devoted to the analysis of the history of creation, activities, trends and prospects of BRICS should be noted works by such experts as V.Davidov, V.Lukov, B.Heyfets, Xin Li, A.Ratner, V.A. Braga, A.Marchenko, S. Filatov.
English-language historiography of the BRICS is also sufficiently numerous. Among Western scholars who study this problem it is necessary to note the works by J.O’Neill, B.Jones, Yan Zhonghua, Dorothy-Grace Guerrero.

We have done a thorough analysis of the literature connected with the activities of BRICS, its trends and the impact of the global political process and the prospects of its further development and we can say that it has controversial character. All this testifies about the actuality of this problem, the necessity for systematization and evaluation of existing approaches to the role of BRICS in the modern world. The purpose of this article is to study the essence and the role of the BRICS in the modern system of international relations.
A peculiar feature of this organization is that it at first appeared in theory, and then only in practice. The term “BRIC” was introduced in 2001 by a leading economist of  Goldman Sachs Bank Jim O'Neill. He combined four large countries with growing markets into BRIC, characterized by high rates of economic development and its significant export orientation [21].
The term “BRIC” became widely known in 2003 with the appearance of the analytical report of Goldman Sachs, which said that by 2040 the BRIC states will catch up, and by 2050 will surpass US, Japan, Germany, France and Italy as for GDP rates [21].

Efforts on the approximation of the BRIC countries have been taken by Russia in 2006, when the BRIC states’ foreign affairs ministers meeting was held at the UN session.
Almost all researchers emphasize the specifics of the formation of this structure.
BRIC states do not have a geographical, civilizational, cultural, historical, religious unity. They have different political and economic models, they don’t have a long time experience of cooperation, there are serious internal contradictions, that is, actually, there are no reasons that, as a rule, provide the basis for the association. Its creation is considered as a reaction at first to the collapse of the bipolar and then to an unipolar model of development [6, p.33].

They are united by a mutual desire to transform economic growth into political influence. The key factor became the commonness of political interests and global world ambitions at the crucial stage of the world development. They would like to play a greater role in the decision-making process that is important to them and many other countries. First of all it concerns IMF, WTO, UN and other international organizations [3].

BRICS could be considered as a response of developing countries to the crisis which contemporary world system faces with, caused by the desire of Western countries and, first of all, the United States to dictate and dominate [9, p.25].
Analyzing the features of BRICS formation it is also necessary to figure out its stages. First of all its basis was made by the close cooperation between Russia and China on the basis of common geopolitical interests. Then RIC appeared, when India joined Russian-China rapprochement. BRIC was formed due to the Brazil joining, and then BRICS appeared when South Africa decided to join this formation. Some experts tend to say that the existence and experience got within the RIC, has become an important factor in the formation of BRICS.
Since its creation and till the present time there is a debate among experts about the evaluation of the essence of this structure character that is due to several factors. Firstly, as mentioned above, by the causes of the specific nature of this structure, and secondly BRICS is developing dynamically, acquires new qualitative traits and the tendency to structuralization. In 2009, after the first summit in Yekaterinburg, where it was officially announced about the appearance of this association, Moscow State Institute of International Affairs held a broad discussion about the nature of such a significant new structure, its potential and prospects. A wide range of participants among whom were scientists, diplomats, political analysts and experts showed different approach even among Russian political elite. Materials of these discussions have been published in "Foreign Affairs" journal.
During this discussion, BRIC was considered as an effective tool of multilateral diplomacy, as a platform for dialogue, a kind of negotiation platform [2, p. 7].

Some participants were skeptical about the prospects of this structure. The well-known Russian scientist I.V.Zagladin believed that hope to create a strong alliance of BRIC countries is elusive due to several reasons: contradictions within these countries, their economy is not complementary, as well as the fact that India, China and Brazil have important economic ties with the West, especially the United States.

Some researchers have tendency to consider BRIC as an expression of network multi-direction diplomacy [14, p.107]. Today, when BRIC countries have been transformed into BRICS and has already successfully exists for more than 6 years, the debate over the nature of this structure does not stop. BRICS is regarded as a coalition of major powers, which were not a part of the traditional centers of the world system up till now, but due to the uneven development, the globalization processes have embarked on the path of rise in the global hierarchy on its upper floors [5, p.96]. Supporters of this approach believe that the phenomenon of BRICS it is not only the result of world development, but also a tool that with skillful usage can help to minimize the risks of transition to polycentric mode of international relations [5, p.97].
BRICS is a reflection of the new methods of multilateral diplomacy that are looked for in the world. BRICS is one of the new formats of interstate relations, the basis of which is a coincidence of interests on a wide range of international problems. It can be considered to be an analogous of the G8 as other researchers think [17, p.72].

A significant part of experts and politicians tend to view BRICS as a possible instrument of global governance, the need for which at this stage is extremely high because the regulatory system created after World War II is completely inadequate to the realities of the XXI century [17, p.74].
Such a different range of opinions and assessments of BRICS is explained by the fact that this organization is in the process of its transformation. And if its formation stage could be considered as a form of negotiation platform, today we see how gradually the process of its structuring within which mechanisms of interaction are created on a wide range of problems that are important for the BRICS states and world community.
Mixed opinions on BRICS are expressed also by foreign researchers. Bruce Jones believes that BRICS was created as a challenge to the West in the context of leadership and world order. Today BRICS slowed its development - Russia because of sanctions, Brazil shows a negative growth and social unrest, India is developing better and has a dynamic new prime minister. According to official figures, China is growing, but the growth is not enough serious. South Africa is in this club for political reasons, because it does not correspond to the economic performance of other members. Secondly, strategic tensions within BRICS show themselves most. After the financial crisis friction overlapped by the purpose to recover after the crisis and the common ambition to gain more influence in the governance of the global economy. But solid growth in China has brought down this dynamics [23].

Yan Zhonghua notes that the opening of the Bank of development can lead to serious changes, including a shift to a multipolar monetary system, as Domenico Lombardy thinks, an expert on the global economy of the Canadian think tank. Total disappointment of the IMF and the World Bank activity led to the creation of the bank of BRICS. This prompted the countries to try to destroy the political power of the West and try to provide political leverage of their growing economies. Today, with the creation of the bank is changing the situation when the BRICS members used to play a minor role in the global economy and today their economies can create something new, combining their interests [24].
Also there is such an opinion that the growth of BRICS is a history of regional economic forces that are becoming important global political actors. We stand on the threshold of a new era that could challenge the Breton-Woods financial system.

BRICS is an interesting case of political life, which imitates the economic one [20]. Dorothy Grace Guerro believes that China is seen as the main rival of the West within the framework of BRICS, it offers a better model of cooperation with other developing countries, but at the same time it can become subimperialistic force that will continue more intensive practice of exploitation and extraction of natural resources from poor countries to improve their performance. In fact, China has insisted on the inclusion of South Africa in 2010, which served as a good geographical representation and the further strengthening of the multipolar and non-Western character of BRICS. China is now the most powerful economic actor and the most influential in its economic and financial component, as the largest holder of foreign currency reserves, 54% of $3.2 trillion of foreign reserves. China is now actively investing in Central and Eastern Europe. However, it’s not necessary to think that China will also control the world as the US used to do, since the US is still the most powerful economic and military power. The emergence of the BRICS does not mean that they are looking for ways to take on US hegemony. Probably the multipolar world means that a new mix of the leading countries will determine the global political economy, together with the United States [22].
Since the very first day of its creation, BRICS clearly formulated and presented to the international community its own approach and look at the processes taking place in the world. BRICS leaders have clearly identified the actual agenda of contemporary world development. It is, first of all, the reform of global economic and financial system with the purpose to increase the representation in international financial institutions of non-Western countries and make their activities more transparent and democratic. They are also eager to strengthen the role of the UN and the UN Security Council in international affairs, as well as the maximum usage of the complementary nature of the economies of  BRICS members, modernization of social and economic life of their countries.

Problems mentioned above, as the experience of BRICS showed, used to be constantly in the focus of the activities of this structure. They were present as the subject of extensive discussion at the summits of BRICS states leaders, and the specific initiatives undertaken by BRICS and aimed at solving these problems.
Although more than six years have already passed since the formation of this structure, debate is still going on concerning its prospects. Some experts have predicted its rapid collapse due to dramatic differences in the economies of BRICS members. Especially these predictions were plentiful during the 2008 crisis. Their opponents, on the contrary predicted that the effects of the crisis in the global economy will strengthen this structure and have identified a number of fundamental common interests that the 2008 crisis even more clearly outlined that is, first of all, the necessity to modernize the international financial system, its diversification, conversion it in a transparent and democratic [17, p. 76].

As practice has shown the second point of view turned out to be more accurate. BRICS phenomenon continues to develop successfully. Today seven summits have already been held which consistently demonstrate the desire of participants to more active interaction not only within BRICS, but to general strengthening of it as a global actor, which has its own look and approach for the development of the modern world order. Analysis of the documents adopted at BRICS summits, as well as its initiatives implemented in world politics and the nature of cooperation within BRICS convince about the growth dynamics as the cooperation within the structure and its ever-increasing role in the modern world. First of all it is connected with the fact that BRICS focuses today global issues which are relevant for the majority of the population of our planet. The leaders of BRICS countries are looking for the answers to the challenges that face not only the participating countries but also the whole mankind. From summit to summit the rate of interaction between the members of the BRICS was growing, the field of cooperation was expanding, there was a search for the mechanisms, allowing on the one hand to increase the effectiveness of cooperation between each other, and on the other to coordinate more deeply their cooperation in the international arena, to take on itself the functions of the global actor.

So, at the first summit in June 2009 a communiqué was released in which it was said about the necessity to change the global economic system in such a way that emerging and developing economies would have greater representation in international financial institutions [12].

The final summit document clearly states about the interfacing of interests, interest in further coordination and cooperation in the process of formation of a multipolar world. At the summit it was agreed that not only the meeting of ministers of foreign affairs will be held constantly, but also the meetings of finance ministers, central bank governors.

In April 2010, Brazil hosted the second summit of the BRIC. In a joint statement, the leaders of  BRIC expressed their interest in strengthening the coordination of action to protect their interests within the process of transition to a new world financial and economic system and creating a new world order [11].
During the second summit a memorandum was signed on cooperation in the sphere of financing of projects related to the development of high technologies and energy saving. The third BRICS summit in China adopted the memorandum on cooperation of state financial development institutions, as well as agreement on mutual crediting in local currencies and strengthening antidollar trend [14, p. 108].

According to the experts it had geopolitical importance and to some extent has become a sensation for the world community. This was due not only to South Africa joining BRIC and its transformation into BRICS, but to the fact that BRICS states declared their agreed position on the key issues of the world economy and politics. BRICS countries adopted a statement on Libya, in which they sharply criticized the actions of Western countries in this state.
The most important step was the adoption of the memorandum of cooperation between the state institutions of development (de facto agreement on mutual crediting in national currencies).
In fact, this decision of the summit was estimated by the experts as the strengthening of the "antidollar trend" and as a claim that the role of currencies of developing countries in the global system should be increased.
The fourth BRICS summit became the most important one in the process of structuralization of this organization when Fortolez Declaration was adopted, which said about creation of the Bank of BRICS, and a treaty to establish a pool of $100 billion was signed. The summit also adopted a memorandum which stated the position of unity and mutual understanding on cooperation in international institutions of crediting, exporting and insurance [16]. The outcome of the summit, its decision showed that the activity of BRICS goes to a new level. Creation of a single financial institution became an evidence of BRICS states desire to more profound cooperation.

At the sixth summit of BRICS, which took place in July 2015 in Ufa, the heads of states adopted a declaration, which gave an analysis of contemporary world events and clearly articulated their assessment and approaches to them. The declaration clearly defined activities of BRICS aimed at ensuring economic growth, maintaining financial stability and accelerating structural reforms. An important step towards solving this problem must become economic partnership strategy of BRICS adopted at the summit [18].

The adoption of this document has become another important step in the development of integration processes within BRICS, it has become a key reference point for the expansion of cooperation between the countries. During the years of its existence, BRICS has got a significant experience of interaction and mutual cooperation. Various mechanisms that allow to develop sufficiently effective cooperation in all spheres were organized. Among them it is necessary to point out the annual summit, the leaders informal meeting of the states’ leaders that take place at G20 summits, such a latest meeting was held in November 2015 in Antalya, where the statement was made about the necessity to strengthen the fight against international terrorism; meeting of high representatives of national security, regular meetings of foreign affairs ministers, ministers of finance, economy, trade, health, education, science, technology, agriculture, social security. An expert group on trade and economy was formed, the working group on international security, agriculture, health, science and technology was also formed. Cooperation takes place within the meetings of the antimonopoly authorities, representatives of the financial and tax authorities. Regular meetings are held on the fight against drugs, corruption [4, p. 55].
Dialogue format, representing various structures of the civil society has proved its effectiveness [18]. The Ufa declaration stressed the importance of such forms as the interbank cooperation mechanism, the business council, business forum, the council of expert centers of BRICS. A roadmap of trade-economic and investment cooperation between BRICS states for the period until 2020 is being worked out. Various forums, seminars, conferences on different range of problems faced by BRICS states are constantly held. It must be stressed that mutual cooperation is developing both at the national and sectoral level.
Thus, we see that BRICS is a structure that is in the process of its development. Having started its birth as a form of dialogue, it has quite fast and consistently transformed in terms of its structurization and institutionalization. The necessity for the further deepening of cooperation within its framework and strengthening of coordination in the international arena can be considered as a priority direction in all documents adopted by BRICS.
Overcoming the difficulties of mutual cooperation, its participants demonstrate the consistent strive for consensus, search for a compromise, filling in BRICS interaction with specific contents. This, in its turn, allows influencing effectively the formation of a new world order.
The role of BRICS in the modern world, its possible impact on the formation of a new world order is caused by objective factors: its resource potential, its economic, political power, the presence of the powerful levers of influence on the modern political process.
BRICS states have 42% of the world's population, 26% of the global territory, 26% of world GDP, 40% of world wheat production, 25% of the world reserves of oil and gas, a great amount of uranium [1, p.114].
Countries show more dynamic development than Western countries, they occupy five seats in the UN Security Council, two of them belong to Russia and China on permanent basis, having the right of veto. All of them, except South Africa, are members of G20. BRICS countries are represented in APEC, and in some other international organizations. Brazil is a recognized leader in Latin America, that protects the interests of this region in the global community. Russia, China and India are the world's leading actors that have one of the biggest and modern military potential, are members of the nuclear club [9, p.29].
Another feature of BRICS, which allows us to consider it as a major factor of modern development, influencing the formation of new rules of global governance is that it brings together and structures a constructive dialogue of several major world civilizations - Chinese, Indian, African, Orthodox, Latin American. This civilizational dialogue structure can, on the one hand, act as a factor of mutual enrichment of cultures, on the other can be a powerful soft power of deterrence and countering cultural expansion, i.e. the process of Westernization.
In international relations, BRICS countries contribute to the formation of a polycentric world order, opposed to unipolar political system, politics of power pressure and infringement of the sovereignty of other states, support strict adherence to universally recognized principles and norms of international law, the UN Charter, UN Security Council decisions, improving the structure and increasing the effectiveness and representativeness of Security Council in the process of ensuring a just world order, global security [9, p.34].

It was clearly demonstrated in the positions of BRICS states in their opinions on the Ukrainian crisis, events in Libya and the Maghreb. Thus, the BRICS states opposed the attempts of some Western countries that are G20 members to prevent Russia from participating in the November 2014 summit. BRICS members in spite of the pressure haven’t joined the Western sanctions against Russia and arrived at the summit of the BRICS in Ufa in July 2015. This consolidated position became a manifestation of the BRICS as a representative of non-Western world in G20, where the BRICS states constantly propose various initiatives, alternative to the proposals of collective "North."
Under the influence and due to the position of BRICS the process of reforming IMF was initiated. So, in 2009 G-20 leaders agreed that since January 2011 at least 5% quota in the capital of the IMF will be redistributed for the sake of developing countries, and not less than 3% in the capital of the World Bank. The necessity to accelerate the reform of the IMF was again emphasized by the BRICS states at the summit in Antalya in November 2015 [14, p.74].
Consolidated position was taken by the BRICS on such a pressing problem as the fight against international terrorism. In November 2015 at the informal summit in Antalya BRICS states adopted a statement in which the importance of uniting of international community in combating this threat was pointed out and Russia's actions in Syria in its struggle against the ISIS was completely supported. Though earlier the President of Brazil condemned Russia's actions in Syria, calling them military intervention, which enabled a number of experts to debate about the viability of this structure [10]. The presence of significant differences, crisis events that these countries are experiencing today, mostly present in Brazil and Russia, and according to some experts there is doubt about the possibility of further consolidation and transition to the format of multilateral financial and economic, technological and scientific cooperation and cooperation in the security sphere .
So in the scenario of the world development for the period up to 2025, presented in the report of the National Intelligence Council of the USA, one of the sections is called  "Split in the BRICS" [19].
The presence of certain disagreements within BRICS is quite natural, considering how different its members are. At the same time they are united in the fact that the modern world requires fundamental changes and they are ready to form and promote new philosophy of the world order, the harmonization of international economic, political and inter-civilizational relations into international relations.
Activities of BRICS during six years convincingly shows that it has the potential, which allows it to be transformed in the future and become both economically integrational association and international organization with the elements of global governance. But today we can say that without being institutionalized, the BRICS has already become a significant factor in world politics and an important stronghold of multipolarity and a number of some countries want to join this organization.

IRREDENTISTIC STRATEGY OF MINORITY GROUP BEHAVIOR: FUNCTIONAL ASPECT
In modern world irredentism is the political movement, which a state implements in order to annex the part of the territory of another state and its ethnically related population. Interstate conflicts consequently occur as the result of these actions, for example, the conflict between Ukraine and the Russian Federation that annexed Ukrainian territory of Crimea.Irredentism as conflict interaction has another participant – national minority (irredenta) within the multi-ethnic state that seeks to join the kin-state. Irredenta fairly has fewer resources than other participants of the conflict. The study clarifies the reasons the minority follows in choosing the strategy of irredentistic behavior and the ways of its interaction with other political actors. National minority forms the irredentistic strategy of behavior when experiencing a low political and economic status in the country of residence or powerful informational and ideological influence from the kin-state. The desire to control the life of ethnically related population can worsen the situation of minority by the increasing pressure from the home state of irredenta. A kin-state can support ethnic relatives in various forms: ranging from the cooperation in economic or cultural domains to annexion of ethnic groups and territories. A national minority has the right to choose the path of development, but in the present conditions the internal self-determination in the form of autonomy is the most appropriate. External self-determination through joining another state is unacceptable because it threatens the territorial integrity of a sovereign state and violates international law. Ukraine, like any polyethnic country, has national minorities that live near the borders of their historical homelands, and thus irredentism may occur. The examples of Russian and Hungarian minorities show two variants of interrelationship of kin-states (Hungary and Russia) and ethnic relatives respectively, moderate and radical. As the result, the author offers for discussion the proposal to outline two types of national minorities: potential which are oriented at the close contacts with the state, but without the desire to annex the territory and real, which openly declare such intentions. The politicians should pay more attention to the potential irredenta in order to eliminate possible threats to territorial integrity.

The efficiency of social media as a tool of interaction between the audience and the authority is determined by the next factors: the access to the information; the index of the press freedom in the country; emotional and psychological characteristics of the mass audience; the ability to consolidate citizens; the tradition and the culture of communication; political regime and social attitudes; the level of political culture, etc.

In terms of the information transparency in democratic society each individual has the right for own position. Network communication creates such opportunities by means of multimedia technologies. Traditional model of information management transforms into new paradigm of communication which provides direct communication between the society and the authority. 
Political culture of young leaders is developed by means of public speeches, open discussion and tet-a-tet communication with people. Visual components (the appearance, the manner to talk and behave, intonation, etc.) and the intellectual level of them have a great impact to their image and future political career.

The Institute of integration of Latin America and the Caribbean (INTAL) helps to research the main characteristics of development of integration processes in the region. It’s a division of the Inter-American Development Bank.

Nowadays, political parties spread democratic values in society. The formed civil society is an important significant of European integration. «Left» parties support European example. «Left» parties in different countries of Latin America try to develop regional cooperation and pay great attention to the development of social sector and democratic values.

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THE MAIN FEATURES OF CIVIL SERVICE APPARATUS REFORMS IN CENTRAL AND EASTERN EUROPE: EXPERIENCE FOR UKRAINE
The features of the reform of civil service apparatus in the states of Central and Eastern Europe are considered in this paper. The EU experience in the field of legal regulation of administrative area based on certain principles is singled out, with priority of law, rule of law, political neutrality and loyalty, stability, transparency, and responsibility being the most important ones.
The attention is paid to those countries of Central and Eastern Europe which may set an example for Ukraine, the countries that have implemented successful reforms of administrative area, including Bulgaria, the Czech Republic, Romania, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia, Poland, and Slovakia.
It is emphasized that among European countries, an important example of the effective implementation of the reform of the civil service system in the EU are the Czech Republic and Slovakia, despite the fact that these countries passed a complex and uneven path of the adaptation to the rules of the "European States Club" though they strived to become members of it as early as 1989. These states experienced problems similar to those existing in Ukraine; however, EU civil service reforms were successfully  implemented there.
In Ukraine, in order to create service service  based on European values and principles, priority should be given to the rule of law, Ukrainian patriotism and service to the people, legality, equal access to public service, professionalism, virtue, political impartiality, transparency, and personal responsibility of the public servant. Only the presence of and respect for European principles outlined above will make the process of adaptations of civil service of Ukraine to EU standards smooth and successful.
It is concluded that in the light of the current events, Europeanization of civil service in Ukraine is constantly inhibited. The factors that negatively influence this process in Ukraine are lack of political will, corruption, and a kind of “political and systemic” reforms that are determined as the growing influence of the Soviet legacy. Besides, systematic violations of human rights cause negative feedback on the political situation in Ukraine on the part of European institutions and officials. 
А «Strategy – 2020» provides a public administration reform of Ukraine the need to build a democratic model of effective public administration on the following principles: decentralization of power and effective government, preventing and combating corruption, effective and efficient system of public administration

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ASYLUM SEEKER CRISIS AND ITS ROLE IN THE EUROPEAN IDENTITY FORMATION
The article deals with the process of European identity formation. Short history of the European identity as seen through the formation of the European Union through seven subsequent enlargements. The aim of the article is to examine whether the asylum seeker crisis is likely to have an impact on the European identity formation. The author starts by providing theoretical background to the state and suprastate actors identity formation. Constructivist theory provides insights into the process of constructing and reconstructing of the identities, and its critique points out the possible role of discourse in identity formation as shaped by political actors. Special attention is given to the role of the Other in the identity shaping. Subsequently, three levels of European identity formation are outlined: the national level, the level of interaction between member states, and the supranational level of interaction of the EU as political entity with the other political actors.

Further the impact of the discourse related to the asylum seekers crisis is examined at each level. The author concludes that political actors at the national level have contributed to the creation of the Other from the asylum seekers, and from the Muslim minorities in the EU contries in general, relying on the previously existing problems with societal integration and accepting Western values, associated with the above-mentioned minorities. According to the previously outlined theoretical postulates, the creation of the Other should have contributed to shaping and strengthening of the European identity. However, after examining the next level of identity-building, and namely, the level of interaction between member states, it becomes clear that the existing evidence points out just the opposite. In fact, the asylum seeker crisis has fleshed out the existing differences between the EU member states. Two blocks with conflicting views might be cautiously outlined. The “old” member states interpret European identity and values as compelling to receive all in need of help, and combat the minority integration problems with education and tolerance; while the “new” member states, formerly those of the USSR or the Soviet bloc, who have taken less tolerant position, up to the outright refusal to accept non-Christian asylum seekers, and seeing European identity as being under threat, with themselves as its defenders. Another conclusion is that the EU institutions have decisively failed in strengthening the European identity, as well as in creating unified voice of the EU as a single political entity. Due to the latter, it is hard to make predictions for the future of the European identity at the supranational level. It is, however, clear that the asylum seekers crisis has had negative consequences so far for the unity of the European Union, as well as for outlining the way for the development of the European identity.

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BUSINESS AS A POLITICAL ACTOR OF 

URBAN POLITICAL REGIMES
This study traces the participation of business in political process of the city. Describes the four scientific approaches to analyzing the urban politics: 1) neoliberalism, neo-conservatism and the limited role of the state; 2) political and economic discourse; 3) elitist-pluralist discourse; 4) postmodern approach. The author focuses on the political and economic aspects of these approaches.

The author proposes a political-economic analysis of relations between business and the local government, which consists of five elements: 1) analysis of the general context of urban political regimes; 2) identification of members of the governing coalition; 3) description available resources members of the governing coalition; 4) Determination of the interests of the coalition members and possible trends in urban policy; 5) agenda of the urban coalition.

The author considers the typology of interaction between business and local government in the context of local political regimes. A significant impact to the nature of the relationship between local government and business has universal variables such as: the resource base of the city; dominant / dependent position of political power; strength / weakness of economic actors; action / reactive power position in building relationships with businesses; the willingness of government and business for mutual compromises.

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Electoral participation as a factor of democracy development
The article examines the interdependence of electoral participation and democracy. Special attention is paid to the legitimizing effect of electoral participation and its determining factors. The author reveals and substantiates the reasons of different level of electoral activity in the countries that vary in a degree of democracy development. 

Electoral participation is described as an important instrument of ensuring the legitimacy of democratic political institutions through the procedure of election. This study demonstrates that the level of electoral participation correlates depending on the type of election, electoral system, voters' political culture and specificity of political situation in a country.  Just the same factors in each country may differently affect the level of electoral participation and lead to distinct results.
Legitimizing effect of electoral participation is exceptionally significant in countries with systematic democratic reforms or consolidation of a democratic order. 

Regarding the situation when democratic procedures have not taken roots yet, and the new political elite has not acquired a considerable experience in management, the participation in election of the wide sections of the population is a necessary instrument of supporting the authoritative decisions and institutions.

Low level of electoral participation in countries with different degree of democracy may have different consequences.  Thus, the author discusses the idea of passive legitimization with high level of trust in government emerging in developed democracies and a crisis of legitimacy and democracy deficit occurring in countries with authoritarian tendencies.

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THE SYMBOLIC PRACTICES OF ARCHAIC SOCIETY AS A FOUNTAINHEAD OF POLITICAL IDENTITIES:
HISTORY AND PRESENT
The nature of the symbol as a source of political domination is revealed. Defined, that arsenal of symbolic power in the state consists of the symbolic products and mechanisms of its production. That implemented in the field of culture and communication and always correlated with the interests of the dominant groups. These groups provide a variety of symbolic strategies of conquest social space by using different systems of generation of meaning: mythology, religion, political ideology, social-semiosis. These regulatory and symbolic forms of social interaction as determinants of political order and political development are defined. Their specificity and the stages of their evolution are delineated. It is shown that mythology is determining source of symbolic practices in politics. Proved that myth is an integral part of any type of cultural and politico-administrative models, regardless of time and space to implement them. 

Defined the concept - "society of mythological type". This is society, which simulates the control mechanisms based on mythology. This model is universal scheme-form of the world, that explains and prescribes a certain method of social interaction.The first origins of myth and it’s basic parameters, as one of the elements of structure-social order were formed by primitive societies. The first symbolic forms, based on imitation practices - ritual, art, language were born during mythological primitive society era. It will become an inexhaustible source of symbolic production and fundamental of symbolic complexes  as important determinant of socio-political organization of society during the process of politogenesis and state- building. Chronological framework of existence mythological world covering the longest period of human history - from prehistoric times to the fall of the ancient world. This implies its phased development and variation forms of the symbolic impact. There are three stages of mythological society with three variation of ones: mythological society of magic type (archaically organized society); mythological society of sacred type (ideoсratic society of The Ancient East despotic states ); mythological society of rational and mystical type (community of ancient polis).

The mythological magical type of society, as example shows the essence of the primary mechanisms of symbolism in politics. They are based on practices totemism, fetishism, animism and magical liturgy. Indicated the organic relationship of these practices with modern symbolic complex of identification, which laid the basis for the formation of a political nation.

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THE SYMBOLICAL MECHANISM OF POLITICAL PROPAGANDA
The article is devoted to revealing features of the mechanism of symbolical political propaganda functioning. The author defines the symbolical mechanism of propaganda as a system of interrelated symbols, complex effect of which turns individuals and social groups into obedient tools of information and psychological struggle for power. In the propaganda system, a symbol acts as a desire. From view of the propagandists, it is the desire to attract as many subjects of socio-political relations as possible into the influence of the "symbolic umbrella" of a particular slogan, an idea or a flag, to impose its will, to make obedient force.

In the article it is proved that the symbols take the role of meaning carriers, from which symbolic universes and worlds are constructed as certain sign-symbolic system to justify political orders, decisions and projects of political development. 

It is determined that a key thing in the symbolic functioning of the mechanism of propaganda is to construct the significance and prestige of a certain kind of social reality, policy, activities, experience and time. 

It is established that the symbolic mechanism of propaganda provides attributing values to things, events and persons in order to structure the perception of the flow of reality well enough for actors which exercise of political power. This mechanism consists of components such as nominalization, mythology, metaphorization and ritualization.

Nominalization is a mechanism of assigning and fixing the values to certain elements of the structure of political reality by using verbal-symbolic system. Mythologization is a process of design, distribution and development of the myths which explain and structure political reality, mobilizing individuals, groups and the masses to support certain political forces. Metaphorization is a process of symbolic structuring of reality by means of indirect value words by purpose of giving meaning. Ritualization is a mechanism for the dissemination and strengthening the relevance of political ideas in the form of emotional-sensual images by synchronizing symbols approved in the mass consciousness.

The author argues that, thanks to the symbolic mechanism, propaganda penetrates into all spheres of life, imposing or changing the meaning. The symbolic mechanism of propaganda ensures the functioning of power, expanding the prospects for ruling infinitely. In addition, the symbolic mechanism allows the propaganda to act hidden, thereby determining its effectiveness.

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CONFLICT IN THE DONBASS IN THE MIRROR OF ITALIAN MEDIA
The article clarifies the features of the coverage of initial stages of the conflict in the Donbass on the pages of the most influential Italian socio-political newspapers "La Repubblica" and "Corriere della sera". Online versions of the newspapers were taken into account.

The most popular topics were grouped in several subject blocks: 1) causes, nature, course of the conflict, especially the most resonance events – May tragedies in Odessa and Mariupol, shooting down Malaysian Airlines Boeing, defense of Donetsk airport ecc.; 2) elections in Ukraine and separatist republics; 3) issues of sanctions applied to Russia; 4) attempts of the international resolution of the conflict.

The initial stages of the conflict in the Donbass were regularly monitored by Italian newspapers and the number of articles on Ukrainian subjects increased with the most significant events taking place in Ukraine. Only several journalists of the newspapers taken under our consideration were present in the conflict zone in certain periods. For "La Repubblica" the primary source of information about Ukraine was their journalist in Moscow. 

Centre-left newspaper "La Repubblica" interpreted the conflict from the Russian stand point, often using the messages and the clichés of Russian propaganda, "loud" headlines, elements of the sensations, shift of the accents, and the method of "one-sided perspective", providing only a separatist point of view. "Corriere della sera" gave more balanced information, sometimes using emotive language. But the newspaper published the analytical materials about the problem. 

Moreover, according to our point of view, "Corriere della Sera" demonstrated not only greater complementarity to Ukrainian part of the conflict as more rejection of Russia's position, because in the newspaper Russia was directly called an aggressor. Focusing on the European choice of Ukrainian people, the newspaper noted the influence of the oligarchic circles on politics in the country and emphasized the role of external forces in the confrontation in Eastern Ukraine.

The experience of the XXI century political development proves that the task of attainment of stable democracyis as complex as the task of its establishment. In connection with this an actual need for scientific investigation of the factors of stabilizing new democratic regimes has been formed reflected in the concept of “democratic consolidation”. It has been determined that consolidation is a process directed to the internal consolidation of any system by way of establishing definite rulesof interaction within its borders as well as providing stability of this system in case of the influence of anti-system or extra-system factors.Accordingly the political measurement of this process envisages orientation towards the sphere of political interaction organized as a system.

In this work the parameters have been defined which can be used for measuring the level of democracy consolidation in the conditions ofa real policy of states. On the ground of publications analysis dedicated to the problem of consolidated democracy certain normative conditions and rules have been suggested. The prerequisite of successful consolidation of democracy is its comprehensive legitimization – when the principal political actors (political elite and different groups of the society) believe that the political regime is the best of all possible variants.The wide normative and behavioral consensus must be predominant on the civil level of legitimization of constitutional systemirrespective of its current effectiveness. Legitimization is conditioned by the interest of the ruling party, president or other subject of politics in inviolability of democratic rules and norms, which makes them self - sufficient and self - supporting in future.

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TYPOLOGY OF THE MODERN ELECTORAL MEDIA TECHNOLOGIES IN HYBRID AND CLASSIC DEMOCRATIC REGIMES
The article is devoted to the topic of the typology of modern media technologies that are used during the electoral process in the countries of transitional and classical democracy. We analyzed the conditions of the technologizing of the electoral process and their influence on the creation of new media technologies. We also identified several basic criteria for the distribution of media technologies in the electoral process. New classification systems were developed for media-technologies based on their application in the countries with transitional democracies.
Great attention was paid to media technologies which were implemented by new mass media. They include using the bases of mobile phone numbers, social networks, blogs, email suite, personal sites of candidates and political parties, video feeds, news blogs and newspapers, computer games etc. It was emphasized that the distribution of media technologies depends on the type of political regime: manipulative media technology (we called them unconventional media technology) prevails in transitional democracy. 
It was noted that the new category of electoral media technology with a purely technical direction exists. It means that attention of electoral technologists is aimed at developing of the most successful movies (using video editing), audio messages (changing voices etc.) photomontage, loud slogans and others. We tried to indicate the reason of occurrence of manipulative technologies in the countries of hybrid democracies.

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Status of Ukrainians in the Repablic of Greece
The aim of the paper is to describe the phenomenon of Ukrainian migration to Greece. The present article discusses the impact of the legal framework related to migration starting from the period of perestroika till the first decade of 21st century.  Historically, Greece was one of the first destinations attracting Ukrainian migrants, but the migration flows have strongly decreased during the last years and a tendency for return migration has emerged. Among the key features is the fact that the migrant’s experience is deeply influenced and shaped by Greece’s policy response to migration. The paper examines the impact of the legislative measures for obtaining Greek citizenship and residence permit for the Ukrainian of Greek origin. Actually, Ukrainians are among the oldest and most populous migrant groups in Greece during the last two decades. The most important pull factor was the demand for cheap work in the informal labour market, The most common way for the Ukrainians to come to Greece at the time was through a tourist visa, the terms of which were subsequently violated by overstaying for working informally. With the regularization programs that took place, many Ukrainians managed to legalize their status, with most of the stay permits being issued for dependent employment. Also, it is necessary to mention that Greek legislation provided necessary opportunities for the Ukrainian community that consists of Ukrainian of Greek and non-Greek origin to develop socially and culturally, to get Greek education . Another important fact to mention is a coexistence and cooperation with another group of Hellenes abroad – Pontians. Partially they have similar history as the Greeks of Ukraine, and, also, they use the same legislation in order to obtain Greek citizenship and Greek residence permits. So, the problem and the notion of repatriated Greek is also studied in the article.

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UNITED KINGDOM’S MEMBERSHIP IN EUROPEAN UNION: DISCUSSION IN EUROPEAN UNION
The problems of the UK's future membership if the EU are analyzed; in particular, there is an analysis of the positions, which were promoted by EU member states on conditions for the preservation of Britain as part of the EU. The position of   leading UK political parties regarding this issue is characterized. The features of the Brussels summit 2016 are considered. There is proved that as a result of the Brussels summit, Britain gained a special status which will allow its citizens to decide in a referendum on Britain's future membership in the EU.

Formulation of the problem. In terms of the emergence of new challenges and threats, transformation of the international security system, the issues of the support Britain's membership of the EU are in the focus of the British community, the international community and experts. The absence of an agreement of the leading UK political parties on its Brexit make discussions about the prospects of future membership of the EU in Britain more relevant.

The analysis of recent research and publications.  In political science plane Britain's future membership issues in EU were considered by authoritative British scientists J. Richardson [12], J. Kirkop [10], S. Biskop [6],  A. Cote [8]. There are almost no special works on this subject in the Ukrainian political science literature.

The purpose and tasks of the research. The purpose of the research determines the nature and focus position of the British government, political parties of the UK, EU member states, the British community and the world’s community about the future of Britain's membership in the EU.

According to the formulated purpose the next tasks were solved: the vision of the future of the EU and the place of the UK there is analyzed: from the side of EU, UK government supporters and opponents stay in the EU (including public opinion on this issue).

Conclusions. Secession Britain to the EU would mean the loss of its credibility, connections in the world and the beginning of the decay process. The exit of the United Kingdom from the EU can be the beginning of the end of this supranational organization. Therefore, to preserve the integrity of the EU should find answers to complex challenges facing it.

According to the Brussels Agreement London refused to participate in politics "ever closer union" which included the existing agreement for the EU. Under the compromise, London can not "compel further political integration". Therefore, items on the "ever closer union" of European agreements will not affect the UK.

Thus, the Brussels agreement on the special status of the UK in the EU, that the level of the United Kingdom to unite rights with other EU members, but fewer obligations, signed in advance and will take effect if the British referendum on the EU spoken. If they will be against the agreement will not be released because the UK will be out from the EU. But citizens giving their votes in a referendum will already know that they vote for to stay in the EU with a special status. This increases the chances of a positive result.

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TRENDS OF LOBBYING DEVELOPMENT IN POLITICAL SYSTEM OF CANADA
Lobbying in a modern world is essential factor of any political system, which largely influences political process and socio-economic life of a state. Research of the role of lobbying in countries with have a long democratic tradition and developed parliamentary system, such as Canada, has a great scientific interest for Ukraine, where institutionalization of lobbying is one of topical issues of democratization of political system, establishment of civil society and prevention of corruption risks.

On the basis of study of Canadian lobbying development the author has determined its three main stages. The first stage concerns colonial period, when British and French authorities were central lobbying objects. The second stage is connected with the formation of Canada as an independent state and reorientation of lobbyists to Canadian federal and provincial authorities. The third stage is characterized by developing of legal mechanisms of lobbying functioning.

Canadian lobbying has a clearly defined structure. The object of lobbying in Canada is the legislative and executive authorities of federal, provincial and municipal levels. Subjects of lobbying have been classified in accordance with their interests and goals and divided into groups of business interests (representatives of business community) and public interest groups (representatives of non-governmental organizations).

There are several main mechanisms of lobbying activity: using their own staff (in-house lobbyist) or with help of hired specialist who provides professional services (consultant lobbyist). Consultant lobbyist can act as the representative of lobby firm, or as private entrepreneur (self-employed consultants).

During their activity lobbyists use traditional (direct) methods (such as personal meetings, business lunches, informal consultations, providing reports and studies, correspondence, telephone conversations, participation in public hearings, expert councils, etc.) and indirect methods, which includes organization of mass campaigns and shaping public opinion by combining methods of lobbying, technologies of public relations and advertising.

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CONFUCIUS INSTITUTE AS A MECHANISM FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF PUBLIC DIPLOMACY OF THE PEOPLE'S REPUBLIC OF CHINA
Since 1970s economic growth has become a key priority of the People’s Republic of China. However, in the early ХХІ century leaders of the P.R. China started to set more ambitious goals of turning China into the world power. There have been introduced serious mechanisms in order to achieve this goal and to practice the P.R. China’s public diplomacy focused on the creation of China’s image as one of the most ancient and powerful civilizations in the world in terms of current economic, defense and cultural policies of developed countries. Confucius Institute is one the most valuable mechanisms for practicing public diplomacy. The paper analyzes the fundamentals of the activities of Confucius Institutes as a mechanism for practicing the P.R. China’s public diplomacy. The operation of Confucius Institutes as a network model of practicing cultural and public diplomacy and the structure of interaction between Confucius Institutes are also studied. The author also overviews the initiative of Confucius Institute through the lens of three aspects of network communication which are network structure, network synergy, and network strategy.

Considering information analyzed the author concludes that the scope of the activities of Confucius Institute is rapidly expanding. Confucius Institute is an important mechanism for using soft power and practicing public diplomacy. Confucius Institute is an international program sponsored by the Chinese government and aimed at studying language and culture. Its structure is similar to the structure of the Alliance Française and the Cervantes Institutes. Confucius Institutes are unique as they operate within existing schools and universities, rather than as separate organizations which are controlled by a branch of the central government. 

Programs are managed through providing financial support to the teaching-staff, manuals for students, information materials for libraries and organazing cultural exchanges.  Confucius Institutes also fund annual conferences in China for the representatives of different layers of society from different nations which boosts the image of China around the world.

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PECULIARITIES OF FRANCE’S POLICY WITH RESPECT TO SETTLEMENT OF RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN CONFLICT
Several versions of the settlement of the conflict in Eastern Ukraine are considered in the article. The solution, to a large degree, depends upon the active political and diplomatic support of Ukraine by world powers, in particular, by Germany and France. The objective of this article is to clarify the formation of prerequisites and specific features of French policy concerning the Russian-Ukrainian conflict and to elaborate recommendations, implementation of which will contribute to the promotion of French-Ukrainian intergovernmental dialogue. It is asserted that, in spite of strategic partnership of Ukraine and the Republic of France, the position of the Russian Federation as the successor of the USSR has a significant influence on the cooperation of France with the former Soviet states. France integration priorities are analysed too. It is emphasized that despite the fact that the French express their support to Ukraine, they are not ardent supporters of its Euro-Atlantic prospects. The factors of special importance in the formulation of foreign policy priorities of France (the historical component of the French-Russian relations, financial factors, electoral moods of the French, etc.) are pointed out. It is evident that the policy of France with respect to the settlement of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict, in any case, will be determined by the general impression which Ukraine produces, its values, culture, and economic opportunities. It is determined that the priority for Kyiv is to intensify its “soft” presence in France (through culture, economy, sports, etc.), which may be the subject of further research.

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BRICS countries' interaction with the US and NATO
The international political interaction of BRICS member countries with the US and NATO in the post bipolar international system is considered. The main problems they face with as a result of interactions on the world political scene are found out. It is noted that the economies of the countries that enter the BRICS group, have great potential and provide about 60% of global GDP growth. Despite the difference of economic structures, all BRICS countries are united by political ambition and desire to transform the growing economic power into geopolitical influence. However, in general, the prospects of BRICS cannot be uniquely foreseen and many questions remain unsolved concerning the development of the structure.

Increasing international political and economic importance of BRICS compels the US to play in advancing the capabilities of this group of countries as a coherent structure to challenge American hegemony. The US is doing everything it can to prevent further consolidation of BRICS countries. Each country is given importance in foreign policy strategies, doctrines of US and NATO despite the fact that this association was not considered as a whole. In terms of the collapse of the unipolar world order US base on the concept of multilateralism, in which the US leadership in the world is being saved, but Washington will coordinate its foreign policy not only by itself, but with its allies. In this context, the main task of the US and its allies is to preserve the fragmentation of the world and to prevent the formation of new centers of power such as the BRICS.  

It is ascertained that at the beginning of the XXIst century the US possesses indisputable leadership in the political, socio-economic, scientific-technical and military aspects. Status of the leader requires concentration of all power sources and potential, and is accompanied by challenges as it can activate enormous power against temporary hegemony. It is more and more difficult for the United States to manage global processes and thus the rise of the BRICS countries contributes much to the geopolitical foundations of American foreign policy and its potential of global superpower.

BRICS is planning further extension and Egypt, Iran and Indonesia are possible candidates. If this happens, the BRICS will become de facto the most powerful geopolitical Union on all counts. In this case, it is possible to deny the possibility of creating its own political or military organization. As well as the creation of BRICS monetary union in the long term, alternative one to the dollar and euro. The Great Twenty is too large to take coordinated decisions inside it. Moreover, it combines both G-7 and BRICS, which interests, as it is possible to see are more and more different. Creation of BRICS military alliance is only possible if each country of the group is confident that the goal of the Western intervention is the destruction of its economic and social system or preconditions for the creation of a formal military alliance appear.

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METHODOLOGICAL APPROACHES TO THE ANALYSIS OF COMMUNICATION POLICY
The article considers the methodological approaches to the analysis of communication policy in the political science. Attention is paid to the fact that communication policy is an interdisciplinary research object characterized by versatility of methodological approaches to its study, such as symbolic interactionism, social constructivism, behaviorism, neo-Marxism, discourse analysis, network approach etc. 

The network analysis was defined as the modern approach to the study of communication policy, which led to the emergence of the network communication studies. The network approached is used as a methodological instrument for the study of the communicational interaction between the subjects of politics. 

Attention is paid to the significant for communication policy research potential of symbolic interactionism (G. H. Mead, H. Blumer). It is based on the belief that the human nature and the order of public life are products of social communication, everyday interaction between people, constant mutual adjustment. 

Constructivism is highlighted among the methodological approaches, which form the basis for the study of communication policy, in particular, the following types of constructivism social (P. Berger, T. Luckmann) and systemic (N. Luhmann). The methodological capabilities of systems analysis (K. Deutsch) are highlighted, as it enables the understanding of political system as a network of communication and information flows.

It is emphasized that the study of communication politics is also in the scope of the methodology of behaviorism (P. F. Lazarsfeld, R. Merton, H. Lasswell and others). Communicative action is the research subject of the representatives of neo-Marxism (especially of J. Habermas).

It is also emphasized that the modern methodological approaches to the study of communication policy demonstrate the diversity of the scientific analysis of state and organizations’ activity, as well as their strategies of complex communication activities usage.

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CARL SCHMITT AND LOST OPPORTUNITIES IN GETTING OUT OF THE POLITICAL CRISIS IN GERMANY OF WEIMAR PERIOD
The article presents the ideas of the German legal scholar and political philosopher Carl Schmitt, aimed at finding solutions to complex political problems in Germany, which got especially drammatic on the eve of the collapse of the Weimar Republic. The main task of the scientist was, despite the sharp criticism of the constitution, in the revitalization of rational provisions of the basic law.

Weimar Republic kept the traditions of parliamentary legislative state based on liberalism that had become one of the main reasons of sharp criticism of K. Schmitt for more than ten years. He opposed the constitution on many points, but not long before 1933, understanding the imminent danger, strongly focused on a few of them, especially the following: shortcomings of the principle of a simple parliamentary majority, functionalistic and formal conception of "equal chances of reaching power", ignoring the difference between the material and the formal content of the law, the existence of nearly three legislative authorities.

The situation is extremely complicated for the government: it is in the status of reparations, with unbalanced justice system being not able to solve problems in their favor of foreign policy; the plight of the economy is complemented by an extremely sharpened political infighting.

Any democratic state, including Germany, is a "party", so the state will be determined labile periodically changing heterogeneous parliamentary majority parties. Carl Schmitt does not exclude the probability of rational action of the Parliament, using the potential of the constitutional provisions, to overcome selfishness, shortsightedness of the party will and its transformation it into a state will.

Neutralizing  effect could be, according to Schmitt, have some lands, even though they are the party of the state; elements quite rational content of the provisions of Art. 18 of the constitution with the right of emphasis could be an additional lever to counter the party state.

The most real possibility of a legal getting out of the crisis  the  scientist considers Reichspresident powers, approved by Art. 48, para. 2 of the Constitution.
