REPRESENTATION OF THE GREEKS OF AZOV EVERYDAY LIFE IN FOLKLORE SOURCES

The article reviews folklore sources as medium of information on Azov Greek population’s everyday life and analyzes their informative capacity. Verbal sources representing Azov Greeks’ world-view, their aesthetic and ethic ideals contain information in the form of verbal tradition handed down from generation to generation. These sources are the artifacts of folklore, they are one of the classes of verbal sources. 

It has been determined that folklore is a significant and integral part of the Greeks’ cultural heritage. The folklore works vividly depict the most significant features of the realities of life, ethnic outlooks on life, folk mentality, rules of traditional law and many others. All the verbal sources may be conditionally divided into prosaic and poetic ones. Fairy-tales, charms, sayings, proverbs and puzzles refer to prosaic works. The poetic body of Azov Greeks folklore sources is made up of songs of various kinds.

The fairy-tales of the Greek migrants can be conditionally divided into three groups: fairy-tales about animals, wonder stories and social fairy-tales. All these have their distinguishing features and source distinctions. As the analysis of fairy-tales indicates, the Greeks of Azov believed in fate and considered that everything destined was to happen. While examining fairy-tales one may see that a woman always and in everything ought to be obedient to a man who was the head of the family. Social fairy-tales give an idea of the Greeks’ life, their everyday activities, of which activities considered to be more respectable and so forth. 

The prosaic verbal sources that are charms, spells and apocryphal prayers are of major value for Greeks’ everyday life analysis. They throw light on the issues of public consciousness and everyday behavior of the Greeks. On analyzing a number of apocryphal prayers we can draw the conclusion that the majority of them aim at abolition of illnesses and evil spirits influence and are intended for lying-in women assistance and as well as for protecting infants against afterworld representatives. 

The Greeks of Azov’s proverbs and sayings image a great number of behavioral stereotypes, customs and skills that cause “automatic” responses of people to real-life situations. They allow modelling the set of life values of the Greek population and represent Greeks’ rational behavioral mindsets. Proverbs and sayings reflecting psychological views of Greek population came into being under certain circumstances. They laid the ethic foundation handed down from generation to generation which became the basis for upbringing. The major value of proverbs and sayings is determined by the fact they throw light on the stereotypes and ideals of consciousness of Azov Greek population. 

Greek songs are sense bearing and contain sensual echo of the time they were composed. The songs of love and family life reveal emotional-sensual and intimate feelings of the Greeks, represent their joy and sorrow, dreams and hopes, facilitate comprehension of everyday life spiritual constituent.

GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF ETHNICAL COMPOSITION OF DONBASS 
(1943-1982 years)

The article is devoted to the national composition of Donbass region during 1943-1982 years. The author studied the ethnic composition of Voroshilovgrad (1958-1970 years – Lugansk) and Stalin (1961 – Donetsk) Oblasts, quantitative and qualitative changes in it, identified indicators of Donbas in the context of the Ukrainian SSR and the USSR.

Demographic and ethno-social processes hold important role in the characterization of society. Donbas has always been a multinational region. Therefore, the study of population dynamics and its ethnic composition are important for understanding the specifics of the implementation of national policies in the region.

The chronological framework of the study covers the period of 1943-1982 years. The lower chronological limit is due to liberation of Donbas by Soviet troops from Nazi invaders. The upper limit is determined by 1982, the death of L. Brezhnev.

The researcher identified the most numerous ethnic groups while characterizing the ethnic composition of Donbass. The list includes Ukrainians, Russians, Greeks, Belarusians, Jews, Tatars, Moldovans, Poles, Bulgarians, Armenians, Germans, Gypsies, Mordvins, Georgians, Lithuanians. Other ethnic groups accounted less than 0.05% of the total population of both Oblasts.

The article presents the USSR population censuses data on the ethnic composition of Stalin and Voroshilovgrad Oblasts in the context of Donbas, the Ukrainian SSR and the USSR.

We can conclude that such numerous nationalities as Ukrainians, Greeks, Jews, Tatars, Georgians, Lithuanians, Bulgarians, Poles with each census were losing their share, and Russians, Azeris, Germans, Chuvashs multiply their numbers and proportions of the population in Donbass. These indicators had relatively significant changes only for Ukrainians and Russians: -4.8% and 5.4%. Regarding other nationalities the fluctuations were in the range of tenths of a percent. Belarusians, Moldovans, Armenians, Mordvins, Gypsies did not significantly changed their share in the population of the region.

During this period a number of changes in the ethnic composition of Donbass had happened. One of the most noticeable changes was that among ethnic groups took place not only increase of number of Russians, but also increase of their share.

Not only the number of Jews in the whole in Oblasts of Ukraine, but also their proportion of the population reduced after the Holocaust committed by the invaders.

Russians became the second largest nationality in all Oblasts (except Transcarpathian where Hungarians were the second), and in Crimea they were the first. In Donetsk and Lugansk Oblasts was a significant drop in the share of the Ukrainian population. Their numbers grew, but the percentage declined. The reason for this was the low growth of the Ukrainian population in comparison with other nationalities.

As already mentioned, Russians were second most populous in Donbass, and their number along with a share steadily increased. Such tendency was caused by:

1. Many people come for economic reconstruction in the postwar years to Donbass, especially from the regions of the Russian Federation;

2. The unreliability of indications of the respondents in population censuses due to global Russification particularly in 1960-1970 years, as it was "profitable" to be Russian in documents;

3. Through the creation of the "Soviet people" and expanding the scope of the Russian language in the Ukrainian SSR as in general in the USSR, Russian language displaced other languages.

A significant proportion of Russians, according to the censuses, was not in fact this nationality by ethnic origin. So the population census recorded a deformed structure of the population, namely the results of national policy of the Soviet government. The author proves that the policy of creating "Soviet people" through the Russification of the population was quite successful.

Influence of the Religious factor on the national 

self-identification in the inter-war Yugoslavia: the aspect of historiography

In this paper I examine the different aspects of historiography concerning the issue of the role of religion in Yugoslavia in the period between the World Wars in forming the national identity of the peoples of Yugoslavia. The interest to this subject is connected with the historical events during the last thirty years, the war that accompanied the collapse of socialist Yugoslavia and that was often in historiography proclaimed as inter-religious war. The situation in the 1920 - 1930-s was not so deeply studied by international scholars, although the conflict concerning the issue of Concordat with Vatican in this period, according to some former Yugoslavian historians, as well as Western researches, such as P.-S. Ramet had a big influence on the relationship between Serbs and Croats during the World War II, because of the mechanisms of appealing to the religious factor and the idea of confrontation between Orthodoxy and Catholicism during the conflict. The other important aspect in historiography is based on the studying of ideological schemas based on historical and confessional background in the 1930-s which deals with the issue of “sacralization of nation and nationalization of religion” by Serbian spiritual leaders (Klaus Buchenau). The importance of studying this period is connected with the necessity to find out more information about using the religious factor for constructing and forming national identity as well as managing inter-religious and inter-national conflicts on the basis of historical myths mixed with “religious components”. Without knowledge of the history of the 20th century and forming national constructs in Yugoslavia, modern scholars often transfer the view and explanations of the events during the last  Yugoslavian wars onto the whole history of the Balkans and accuse religion itself in making people to be nationalist (e.g. Serbian Orthodoxy) or aggressive (e.g. Bosnian Islam).

RURIKOVICH’S ANCESTRAL SIGN. CONCERNING MATTER ABOUT FIGURATIVE PROTOTYPE

 Origin and semantics of Rurikovich’s prince signs are the least developed questions in historical science in spite of considerably quantity of scientific researches and numerous hypotheses. Obviously one of reason of their suspense is difference of scientist understanding concerning source « Rurikovich’s ancestral sign». In the judgment of authors, one of path of solution is the earliest material source reference and involvement of new scientific approach for their solution.

Authors consider the stamps on brick as two-dent founded on Desyatinnaya church territory during diggings in Kiev, that are universally recognized as trident of Grand prince Vladimir. In search of sources of two-dent graphic base that is general for all Old Russian prince’s sign, authors compare graffiti on dirhams, stamps on brick of prince’s building and come to the conclusion that «Rurikovich’s ancestral two-dent» functioned as  amulet, misfortune protection character.

Authors consider Rurikovich’s signs as communication phenomenon and come to the conclusion that ancient and major system of magic signs existed in visual language should be reflected in the form of graphic characters. On the base of comparative-iconographic analysis the authors put forward a hypothesis and according to this one two-dent is graphic representation of magic sign, which functioned as protection and stylized representation of trident on coins of Vladimirа Svyatoslavicha is heraldic emblem composed of weapons: dual one-sided blades and  arrowhead in the middle of sign.

The Slavic Eurasianism of Alexander Panarin:

the Orthodox knight of Post-Soviet Russia

Alexander Panarin is one of neo-eurasian thinkers of Post-Soviet Russia, restoring public interest in Russian idea as a connection between East and West, Slavic and European culture and Eurasian imperial model. 

The collapse of the USSR in 1991 bring the russian society on an identity and ideological crisis. The philosophy of Slavic Eurasianism of Alexander Panarin is trying to foster patriotic feelings among Russians remembering the Orthodox values and the Eurasian political theory of Russian emigrants. Alexander Panarin takes part of intellectual development of Russian messianism seeking the Russian identity in Post-Soviet Era.

This article is focused on Alexander Panarin’s Eurasian geopolitical theory, based on Orthodox ethics and Slavic culture. The fundamental dichotomies in his political philosophy are: Modern and Post-Modern values, Law and Faith, Socialism and Liberalism, Freedom and Liberty, Sobornost and Individualism, Government and Neoliberal Market.

The Slavic Eurasianism of Alexander Panarin is opposed to his main enemy – the Neoliberal ideology of market values.

In his opinion, Russian globalization is a Christian globalization: Christian universalism to keep the human and moral face of the globalized world, the Orthodox ethics is a Protestant alternative, Slavic (Slavic-Eurasian) world is an alternative to the Anglo-Saxon one. His concept of orthodox historical project of Eurasianism as an alternative to "the new world order" is original. Extremes in his views are purely Russian too and it is a polarization of the world metric dualistic thinking.

A.S. Panarin creates not just a philosophy, he creates an ideology - the chivalrous one as he is on the side of the underdogs, outcasts of the progress and Orthodox, in view of the fact that orthodox Christianity legitimizes the right of Russia to revive "Third Rome." His teaching represents an ideology because he justifies the hypertrophied role of the state as a means to realization of the messianic idea.

The model of A.S. Panarin's ideology is similar to a spell of the Mysteries, initiated person symbolically passes through all the trials encountered on the hero's way to gain immortality and to get to the island of blessed people (real time or future), and save from the kingdom of Hades (historical, i.e., linear time, or past). The role of leader-priest is played by the state- the carrier of "charismatic authority."

ADDRESSING THE TIME OF ACTIVE PRESENCE OF THE SARMATIANS IN THE STEPPES OF EURASIA IN ACCORDANCE WITH ARCHEOLOGICAL DATA

Sarmatian archeology emerged in the Soviet science as a separate branch in the late 1940s on the basis of the paradigm of the Savromath-Sarmatian entity. Given the political conditions, the idea of identity and historical succession of the Savromaths and the Sarmatians was originally interpreted as the stage-bound strategy of autochthonous development of the cultures which was contrasted to the idea of migration as the basis of forming cultures of the Sarmatian range. The identity and the historical succession of the Savromaths and the Sarmatians were not proved. Instead, that assumption was pronounced as the conceptual one. The following development line of Sarmatian studies was following the path of pro-gradation and compromises between the available historical material and the desire to preserve the main paradigm.

Nowadays it is universally recognized that the historically known Savromaths have nothing to do with the archeological sites of the Urals or the Volga Region of the 6th-4th centuries B.C. There is still a conventional name common for all those “Savromath” antiquities that exists exclusively as archeological slang.

Nor does any slight criticism bear the idea that the culture of the early Sarmatians on the Urals or in the Volga Region was based on succession of traditions of the previous times.  At the present time there is no exact knowledge of the sites of the 3d – the early 2d century B.C. The earliest and the most expressive Sarmatian sites which are comparable to the eponymous antiquities of the southern group of Prokhorovka burial mounds date back to the late 2d – the early 1st century B.C. They have no common roots on the Urals, having been brought by a wide stream of nomads who had started off in the mid 2d century B.C. from the depths of Asia. Amidst the archeological material, this horizon is marked by burials of warriors with ceremonial Prokhorovka-type gold-encrusted saber bayonets and a huge amount of jewelry made up in the best traditions of South and Central Asia. This horizon of antiquities is very well recognizable on the vast areas stretching from China to the Black Sea, which makes it possible to speak about the Sarmathian history of the 2d – 1st century B.C.

At the same time, political power took a constructive part in the formation of national identities. Government policy was carried out in the framework of "indigenization". It held two powerful lines - Hellenization and Tataryzation. Two new identification appeared therefore - "Greek Tatars" and "Greek Hellenes".

Crisis of the Yugoslav Federation and the “SANU Memorandum“

At the beginning of the 1980's the socialist Yugoslavia was caught up in a severe ideological, political and economic crisis. Shortly thereafter armed conflicts broke out in the autonomous province of Kosovo that had a majority Albanian population. In reaction to these developments, an outright political campaign calling for radical changes to the country's (con)federal system of government began in Serbia. At the same time, an atmosphere of national intolerance combined with historical revisionism that was ultimately aimed at redefining political relations within Yugoslavia pervaded the Serbian society. In September 1986, a programmatic document setting out in detail the political demands of the Serbian political elite appeared under the title “Memorandum of the Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts (SANU)“. Its authors advanced the thesis that the socialist Yugoslavia was a “dungeon“ for the Serb peoples and that if the Serb peoples were to overcome this, they had a historic and democratic right to establish fully national and cultural integrity, regardless of the republic or province in which they lived. Since Slobodan Milošević's attempts at achieving the Memorandum's goals consisted in political mobilisation of the masses followed by military campaigns, the “SANU Memorandum“ can legitimately be regarded as the “requiem for Yugoslavia“.

SOCIAL REPRESENTATION OF ZEMSTVOS’ INSTITUTIONS OF SOUTHERN UKRAINE (BASED ON THE MATERIALS OF THE STATE ARCHIVES OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION)

The article is devoted to the examination of information potential of the Russian Empire police backroom registering sources. They highlight the peculiarities of formation of Southern Ukrainian zemstvos’ social structure in the late XIX – the early XX century. As pointed out, the majority of registering sources throwing light on the personal structure of zemstvos’ representation resides at the State Archives of the Russian Federation. For the most part the archives’ records comprise in the registering documentation of zemstvos’ institutions, Police Departments, Governor’s offices and so forth. Here belong Governors’ and Police institutions’ reports, recordings of Governors’ and administrative boards of zemstvos’ correspondence, minutes, inquiry letters of zemstvos’ institutions to local gendarme administrations as to clarification of biographical data and social status of zemstvos’ officers. These recordings are valuable in analyzing various views and conceptions of zemstvos’ officers, identifying contradictions and controversies on certain matters among figures of zemstvos. They are also helpful for tracing the characteristics and even the secrets of forming zemstvos’ offices and identification of the most significant criteria of evaluation of applicants for the post of the town council members and so forth. The thorough study of recordings allowed clarifying impact of personality factor on the efficiency of zemstvos’ institutions activities.  

The academic novelty of the given paper results from the fact that the sources base representing social structure of Southern Ukrainian zemstvos hasn’t still appeared as the subject of special scientific researches. Besides the paper operates with the documents being firstly introduced into the scientific treatment. The application of the method of history anthropologization allowed tracing the role of an individual in social-economic and cultural regional development. Thus the performed analysis of the Russian Empire police backroom records from a critical point of view facilitated a more unbiased estimation of Southern Ukrainian zemstvos’ representation structure. The heuristics performed showed that in estimating applicants for zemstvos’ institutions the local governments above all paid attention to “political reliability” of applicants, their marital status, education and entourage. It was ascertained that the overwhelming majority of the zemstvos’ institutions officials met these criteria. Those raising any doubts about lost their offices and were given in charge of the Police Department.

«Mountaineers immigrants» – a view of the one Ossetian of a muhajirstvo

This article considers the issue of the so-called muhajirstvo connected with the end of the Caucasian War in the Russian Empire and the capture of Imam Shamil. Thinking that they would live happily together with their brothers in religion in the Ottoman Empire, the tribes from North Caucasus, which could not accept the imposing of the Russian government in the region, set off their way for Istanbul. Among the arguments for emigration were the unwillingness to be subject to the Russian Empire, the question for physical survival concerning the lack of enough cultivable land in the plains of North Caucasus as well as the propaganda aimed to persuade people that they would die in the hostile environment established after the implementation of the Russian law and order. The long and hard way to the Ottoman Empire, the discrepancy between the muhajirun`s expectations and the reality they confronted with, the shock and the reassessment of the situation were described in detail by Inal Kanukov (1851—1899) in his essay “Mountaineers-emigrants” published in the “Acta of the Caucasian Archeographic Commission”. He was famous Ossetian writer and publicist and left a lot of interesting poems, essays, articles, publications, feuilletons which, considering different topics of the cultural, social and political life in the Russian Empire, turned into important historical sources for the process in the second half of XIX century. Belonging to a noble Ossetian family and being a son of Ossetian aldar, Inal Kanukov went through the hardships of muhajirstvo after his father took a decision to emigrate in the Ottoman Empire. Therefore, the article presents “Mountaineers-emigrants” as a historical source for the events, which became a significant part of the Russian history in the second half of XIX century and turned into a point of intersection for profound discussions and analysis in the modern historiography.

REDUCTION OF THE NUMBER OF COMMUNIST ORGANIZATIONS IN WESTERN UKRAINE IN THE LATE 80S – EARLY 90S OF THE XX CENTURE
The autocratic regime of the ruling Communist Party in the Soviet Union during the seventy years put the party on the brink of political collapse in the second half of the 80s of the twentieth century. As a means of preserving power monopoly the elite of the Communist Party of the USSR establishes a policy of reconstruction (“perestroika”), which was based on the implementation of political and economic reforms. The result of their deployment is weakening of communist rule, which led to the revival of democracy, and eventually caused the national patriotic movement among the public of the country. Most of these processes proceeded rapidly in the western regions of the USSR - the region where the state-forming bases were resistantly long. A key result of the national renaissance in Western Ukraine was a voluntary refusal of party cards, which also put the CPU to the brink of survival. 
The beginnings of the mass reduction of the the number of the regional committees of the Communist Party at Western Ukrainian regions reaches 1988 - the period of establishment of political reforms in the Soviet Union, proclaimed at the XIX All-Union Party Conference, which had not been carried out for over 50 years and has shaken the foundations of the communist regime in the USSR. During 1988 - 1991 the reduction of the number of the Communist Party members in Halychyna, Volyn’, Bukovyna and Transcarpathia is rapidly growing and then becomes the speaking trumpet of the deployment of liberation movement for the restoration of state independence of Ukraine. Thus, the scientific article analyzes the causes and dynamics of transformation of the number of communist centres in Western Ukrainian regions at the turn of 1980-1990, as a consequence of the desire of the Communist Party members to their national self-determination.

European multiculturalism in the discourse 
of political science and international relations
The article deals with the problem of European multiculturalism in terms of political processes within the EU and the impact of this problem on the formation of migration and foreign policy of the union. The author argues that the EU political circles face the challenge of correcting socio-cultural policy in a range between soft multiculturalism and increasing assimilation trends to ensure adaptation of immigrant communities in the regulatory environment and economic needs. These circumstances determine the inevitability of significant changes in European and ethno-cultural policy aimed at countering separatism ethno-racial and ethno-religious communities.

The author notes that the basic trend within the EU is the creation of a fully integrated European space with the freedom of movement of citizens and freedom of employment which reflects an ideal integration model. It is impeded with the gap in levels of development and social welfare in different countries of the EU. Actual advantages among immigrants have refugees and forced migrants from unstable non-European regions, primarily from Africa, Asia and the Middle East. In turn, this causes blurring of the European cultural and civilizational space. 

In terms of the choice between the various forms of social and cultural policy in the leading EU countries the governmental authorities are increasingly adopting a combination of moderate multiculturalism with increased assimilation trends that serves to ensure the forced adaptation of immigrant youth to working conditions in modern European economy which requires specific knowledge, skills and discipline that are a hallmark of the European cultural stereotype. An important challenge faced by all highly complex societies of the EU without distinction is to ensure the internal order and limitation of violence on the race and ethnic and religious grounds. THE COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF IMPACT OF THE ASIAN FINANCIAL CRISIS AND WORLD FINANCIAL CRISIS ON ASEAN AND RULEMAKING INSTITUTE «ASEAN WAY»

This article draws the comparative analysis of impact of the Asian financial crisis and World financial crisis on ASEAN and sub regional rulemaking institute “ASEAN Way”. Taking ASEAN as an example, author embraces the methodology of analyzing crises (in our case economic one) as a catalyst for institutional and rulemaking changes in regional organizations. Based on the conducted research, one has formulated a hypothesis regarding the asymmetrical influence of economic crises on ASEAN as a subject of international system. Whereas the Asian financial crisis stimulated a throughout transformation process, which, ultimately, incited ASEAN’s institutional development and norm-changing procedure, the World financial crisis did not push for any substantial transformations apart from those already in place. The author identifies two reasons which, by and large, formulate the scale of crisis impact: scope of economic crisis and correspondence of the existing institutional pattern along with norms to the nature and level of the threats posed by the economic crises. Incorporating other variables and analyzing other subjects of the research could further develop the described methodology, for example. Nevertheless, from the social constructivist point of view, the aforesaid methodology is valuable due to its unique approach of providing instruments for dissecting influence of materialistic factors on ideational component of any regional organization: norms, identities and institutions. The implications of this research might be an important contribution to the analysis of evolution of other regional organizations via the lens of economic crisis impact.

EVOLUTION OF COLLECTIVE SECURITY OF THE CIS
The Commonwealth of Independent States was formed as a result of the collapse of the Soviet Union in the early 90-ies of the last century. First members of the Commonwealth were 12 states – former Soviet republics except the Baltic. The composition allows the CIS to address numerous problems that are common to all member countries that belonged to the United States. However, the transformation of the Commonwealth into an effective military-political-economic Alliance of independent democratic States is still rather problematic, primarily because of Russia's position.

The aim of the article is an analytical study of the concept of collective security of the CIS with the purpose of definition of characteristic features and security classification model and assess potential threats to Ukraine's national interests.

It can be stated that the CIS has managed to minimize the negative costs of the process of formation of independent States on the territory of the former Soviet Union and has a chance to turn in interstate Association with persistent and influential position. However, at present it is rather the environment identify different national interests of member countries than the effective mechanism of their creative integration.

The analysis of the security concept of the CIS shows that its model is geopolitical for countries-members of the Commonwealth with all the signs of geopolitical structure. However, since Ukraine is a member state that fails to recognise the legal personality of the CIS, having a status of the state parties, it is officially not participate in collective armed forces and military structures. In this regard, the official Kiev can be certain problems of a military character due to conflicts with other States-members of the CIS, and, first of all, with Russia.

Main trends of China’s policy in Central Asia
China’s strategic interests in Central Asia and main directions of Chinese foreign policy for their implementation were analyzed. The authors considered the efforts of the PRC government related to the implementation of basic foreign policy aims in the region. The article provides an overview of the major China’s projects related to energy supply and construction of the transit infrastructure. 

The Central Asian states have a strategic importance in the context of increasing the potential of China as one of the world's leading economic and political actors. The authors note that the key aspects of China’s relations with the Central Asian states are countering Uighur separatism and Islamic extremism, uninterrupted supply of energy resources from Central Asia and supply of Chinese goods to the countries of the region, transit of Chinese goods to the Middle East and Europe, countering the attempts to establish monopoly influence on the countries of the region on the part of rivaling states and create alliances with anti-China orientation in the region. 

China has become the largest trading partner of the region. The main instruments for enhancing China’s influence in Central Asia are investment projects, mainly in the spheres of energy, infrastructure and mining industry, as well as preferential loans in production and trade. China extends its traditional policy of peaceful economic expansion to the Central Asian countries which demonstrated efficiency in a number of countries of Africa and Asia. Promotion of Chinese interests in Central Asia is carried out both on a bilateral basis and through the Shanghai Cooperation Organization projecting to a certain extent as an alternative to Russian projects like the Eurasian Economic Community, the Customs Union and the Collective Security Treaty Organization (Tashkent pact). The main achievement of China’s policy in the energy sector is the construction of a gas pipeline from Turkmenistan through Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan, as well as the construction of the Kazakhstan-China oil pipeline.

Russia, the USA and the EU sought to extend their influence on Ukraine. That is why Ukrainian foreign policy doctrine lacked balanced and constructive concepts for further development. Continuous conflict among political parties as for prospective course of Ukrainian diplomatic contacts was quite apparent. Disputes haven’t yet been settled between the advocates of pro-Western and pro-Russian direction. The present article is an attempt to answer the question about the role of the European Union in Ukrainian foreign policy after the Orange Revolution. Changes that occurred in Ukrainian politics after 2004 resulted in increased chances for rapprochement between Ukraine and the EU. Despite the fact that Russia and the USA still remain in the center of Ukrainian diplomatic interests, this article will be focused exclusively on Ukraine's relations with the EU. The research also examines electoral programs of the political parties represented in Verkhovna Rada (Ukrainian Parliament) after the 2012 elections in terms of their positions on European integration. The author concludes that Ukraine continues to implement the policy of multi-sector diplomacy. However, the policy of gaining the best possible benefits from both the European Union and the Russian Federation is the most popular one among the Ukrainian elite class.

«Big Gods»: from war to cooperation. Monograph review: Norenzayan Ara «Big Gods: How Religion Transformed Cooperation and Conflict». – Princeton: Princeton University Press, 2013. – 272 p.
There are many scientific approaches to understand how the religion itself was created and  changed  in modern religious studies. How did human societies scale up from small  groups of hunter-gatherers to the large modern societies? How did organized religions with «Big Gods», the great monotheistic and polytheistic faiths, spread to colonize most minds in the world? One of the answers to the question was  proposed by the professor of psychology at the University of British Columbia, Ara Norenzayan. 

Ranging across quantitative studies, historical cross-cultural examples, theological texts, and the practices of believers, the researcher argues that religions with Big Gods are successful because they generate a sense of being watched and regulated, require extravagant displays of commitment that weed out religious impostors, and encourage solidarity and trust between us. 

After a long period of stagnation, scientific progress in explaining religion has picked up pace. To be sure, the scope of our knowledge is very limited, and there are many missing pieces to the puzzle. Nevertheless, tantalizing clues are emerging from a variety of fields. But because of disciplinary specialization and academic fragmentation, these insights are considered in isolation and their connections often go unrecognized.

The main idea of the monograph is to pull together some of the key advances from these different fields to tell a unifying story. Undoubtedly, this account of religion will also be shown to contain flaws. If it has value beyond what is currently known, it is due to its ability to reconcile a wide range of observations about religious beliefs and behaviors derived from a variety of disciplines. The basic outline of an argument is emerging that simultaneously answers two of the biggest scientific enigmas about humanity: 

The author tried to give answer on two great questions. First, how and why have some religious beliefs and practices galvanized the large-scale cooperative societies of the last ten millennia? And how did these processes in turn lead to the cultural spread of prosocial religions and colonize the minds of the majority of the world?

The answers are simple. The invention of Big Gods, powerful and omniscient moralizing identities, has transformed the world. Big Gods sheds light on the cultural evolution of sacred watchers who arguably make us better humans. And it opens the door to explain how and when secular institutions can do the same. You see, it follows that people play nice when they think Big Gods are watching them, even when no one else is. Yet at the same time that sincere faith in Big Gods unleashed unprecedented cooperation within ever-expanding groups, it also introduced a new source of potential conflict between competing groups. So, if the humanity believes, it simultaneously cooperates and have a conflict. And according to the author, in some parts of the world, such as northern Europe, secular institutions have precipitated religion's decline by usurping its community-building functions. These societies with atheist majorities - some of the most cooperative, peaceful, and prosperous in the world: climbed religion's ladder, and then kicked it away. So while Big Gods answers fundamental questions about the origins and spread of world religions, it also helps us understand another, more recent social transition: the rise of cooperative societies without belief in gods.
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
