DAILY LIFE OF A GREEK WOMAN IN THE NORTH AZOV SEA REGION AND HER ROLE IN PRESERVATION OF GREEK ETHNICAL IDENTITY AT THE END OF XVIII – BEGINNING OF THE XX CENTURY
The article is devoted to the study of everyday life of Greek women in villages of the North Azov region. It was concluded that a girl would spend the first years of her life on the sofa, and she was involved in the household work starting from 5-6 years of age. Mother was the main party responsible for the daughter’s up-brining, so the mother kept and passed on the traditions from one generation to another. It was Greek women’s responsibility to keep and obey ceremonies, arrange family celebrations, which as the result let Greek children grow in the atmosphere filled with ethnic traditions. Any deviations or violation of the routine ceremonies were strictly criticized by the Greek community, such a family was proclaimed outlaw, and the one to blame was mostly a woman. So no wonder that every Greek woman performed the responsibilities trusted to her faithfully.

It is shown that not more that 10 % of girls attended school at the end of XIX century. The situation begin to change only at the beginning of the XX century, when the number of girls in elementary schools was around one-third of the total number of pupils. This led to the situation when only minority of the Greek women knew the Russian language, and so they were in most cases keepers of the Greek language.

It was established that as a result of life activities Greek society created certain norms that provided strict regulations for women’s behavior, so the only allowed individual actions the Greek women could take were the ones corresponding to the norms. Form the early days girls were told and knew well all the norms of behavior, and in the future they would strictly watch their own children to follow the established rules and perfume all the ceremonial function accepted in their community.  Thus the women played the role of the keeper of traditional behavior and rules. 
It was also concluded that family served as a main social unit, which kept the ethnic uniqueness of Greek people on the micro-level when surrounded by other ethnicities, and the function of the keeper in the family was assigned, first of all, to a woman. Most of the Greeks residing in the North Azov region at the beginning of XX century obeyed to the tradition of endogamy. Marriages were concluded mostly between the members of the ethnic group – this helped to preserve homogeneity of the family. It was proved that the main functions of a woman in Greek society were childbirth to provide for future generations, adaptation and preservation of the Greek identity, keeping of traditions, arrangement of traditional family celebrations, thus a Greek woman was the main ‘means’ in support and transfer of the experience and ethnic traditions from ancestors to descendants. Women played the role of so to say preserving agent in the society, thank to which the traditional peculiarities of culture, ethnic consciousness and uniqueness of Greeks everyday life were preserved.

The Greeks of the North Azov Sea region were different from other Greek communities of Ukraine in terms of ethnical and social characteristics. Mariupol Greek community was mainly rural, and as considered by the modern Ukrainian scientists consisted of two sub-ethnic groups – romaioi and urums [13, р. 4]. Such ethnocultural peculiarities were formed as far back as during Greeks residency in the Crimea under the influence of a succession of events – migration processes that took place at different times and from different parts of Greece and the Middle East; inter-ethnical processes on the Crimea peninsula; long term of separation from the main ethnical core etc. 

The process of creation of the Greek center in the North Azov region was peculiar in its own way, as it resulted from the migration of Christian Greeks from the Crimea at the end of the XVIII century. This migration pushed some new trends of ethical existence of this part of Greek Diaspora and defined the milestones of social development in the completely different surrounding. In the North Azov lands, surrounded by foreign ethnicities, the Greeks did their best to preserve all the typical characteristics, related to social, religious and family life, brought from the Crimea. Significance of the study of the routine of Greek women allows us to reach a new level of understanding of the day-to-day life of the Greek community in North Azov region as a whole. 

Among historians O.N. Ksenofontova-Petrenko studied prenuptial acquaintances between Greek young people [9], I.S. Ponomareva (historian and ethnologist) researched peculiarities of the choice of marriage partners and the process of wedding between the representatives of Greek ethnos [13], N.N. Ponomarenko touches the questions of Greeks routine life [12]. However the question of the role of Greek women in preservation of Greek identity was never developed as a full-rate theme of the separate scientific research in historiography.

The database of sources, that reflects different aspects of the problem chosen for study, consists of registry documents, statistical and descriptive materials, sources of personal origin and folk materials. The sources of personal origin are represented by the travel notes of H.Bok [3] and P. Hrostoforovich-Lobka [17], as well as memoirs by M.Kechedzhy-Shapovalov [8] and F.Popova [14]. 

Taking into account the unsatisfactory level of study of this problem, the aim of the article is to study the routine life of women in Greek villages of the North Azov region and research their role in preservation of the Greek ethnic identity.

The first two years of her life a baby-girl spent on the sofa (a wooden platform covered with felt cloth), where she was literally tied to the nail on the wall with the help of cloth ribbons. As soon as the girl started to talk, she was taught to never commit wrong to anybody, not to hurt her siblings. When 5 or 6 years, the girl started to help her mother with adequate housework, like she could watch younger siblings or clean up.  

A mother was totally responsible for a girl’s brining-up. A woman as a mother was summoned to  preserve all the spiritual goodness received from the ancestors, she watched that traditions are kept and transferred from one generation to another. A Greek woman’s duty was to watch the observance of ceremonials and «dies nefastus», she arranged family holidays – and in such a way all the children grew up in the atmosphere filled with ethnical traditions. Any violations or inobservance of ceremonials were strictly criticized by the Greek community, such a family was regarded as «disgraceful», and the very first to blame for this was a woman. That’s why every female Greek strictly observed the duties imposed on her, and in such a way supported the preservation of Greeks self-identity. 

At the age of 8 some girls could be sent to school by their parents, although this was a rare occasion. The Greeks considered education to be unnecessary for a woman; besides the girl’s help was needed at home throughout the year: she helped around the house, tended small children. All these led to the fact that only 10 % of girls went to school. And only in the year 1905 the number of schoolgirls became equal to 1/3 of all the pupils [11, р. 67]. Such a small percentage of girls in schools was the reason why so little Greek women knew the Russian language (the school education was conducted in Russian only) and got acquainted with Russian culture. Those women who did not visit a school never managed to learn Russian, and became unique keepers of the Greek language. On the contrarily most of men studied at schools, they often had trade relations in the city or in busy Mariupol port, so they had to use the intercultural language – Russian. As for the children,  most of them (even those who attended school) had to use the Greek language at home, in conversations with their mothers and grandmothers as the last had no intention to learn a foreign to them language. 

The Greek district schools had a four-year educational program, and children started to learn Russian during the first year. However girls from Mariupol district mostly stayed at schools for two years. There were two reasons for such a limited education: first, Greeks thought that all the girl’s education should be limited to reading; secondly, they did not see why a girl should need to finish a school and receive a graduation certificate, while this document was very important for the boys – it provided the last with a privilege to postpone a military duty [15, р. 79]. After such a short-term education, the girls usually forgot Russian as they used only Greek in their everyday life. 

From the childhood years a girl was aware that she’ll be married earlier or later, and she needed to prepare many things for this main event of her life: necessary clothes for herself, presents for future in-laws, different decorations for her future house; that’s why main occupation of a girl was needlework. Usually from the age of 8 a girl started to prepare her marriage portion. From this very age the girl was being psychologically prepared for the creation of her own family, for deep understanding of traditions and moral grounds in the relations of different genders.  

Girls were taught how to knit, sew and cook. Their skills must have been perfect because the opinion about the future wife as a mistress depended on these factors. Social opinion was always an important factor in the life of every young woman. 

The Greek valued a hard-working, modest young virgin, that’s why parents seldom let their daughters outside: they were afraid they might lose their virginity. «The skirt is an enemy for a girl» – the Greeks used to say. So the hetero-social communication was limited from the teenage age. The girls were taught to be tolerant and coy. Travelers that visited the Azov Sea region at that time often noted that young Greek women were unapproachable just like Asian women, they were shy and avoided strange men, so European way of life and noble interaction was completely unknown to them. The reason for this was defined by the travelers as the blind pursuance to the old traditions [3, р. 1044], although in most cases the girls were victims of circumstances. 

As the result of the way of living, traditional Greek society developed certain norms that strictly regulated women’s behavior. Rural Greek community was not just a production unit, but also a special social and community mechanism that controlled strict execution of these norms. Preservation of the rules was supported with the help of the social opinion and also with several methods of punishment and psychological influence. The women could display initiative only within the traditional behavioral limits. 

Any freedoms in girls’ behavior were strictly disapproved by the society. Of course there could be such occasions when youngsters made love before wedding in the church, but such situations were condemned by the villagers and despised. If such a violation of traditions took place, the girls suffered most: tar was used to cover the gates and window shutters of their houses (as an indication of a girl’s sin), many people mocked them and openly criticized them; sometimes such girls were forced to leave their houses and move [6, р. 58]. 

Important role in the Greek family was played by gender and age hierarchy which served as the basis for intra-family communication. Traditional Greek society included the following age groups: youth, fathers, elders. Relations between the members of one group to the members of the other, as well as inside the group, were defined by special norms. Marks of respect and attention were rendered in accordance with actual age and relations. Seniority of women was defined depending upon their husband’s status (according to the age or according to the time of man’s changing his social status, i.e. wedding time). 

Inside the families girls always saw that it is forbidden to contradict either a husband or a mother-in-law. Thus all the Greek women were very patient. From young years every girl was taught to respect a future husband and his parents. When entering a house full of guests a young Greek woman was expected to kiss hands of all present, excluding her equals. Knowing from her childhood the rules of right behavior and being pressed to observe them, a girl on being a mother would strictly watch her children behave in accordance with established rules; she expected them to execute all the etiquette rules set in the Greek society. So we have every right to say that a woman played the role of a keeper of the traditions and passed them to next generations. 

One of the most important events in a woman’s life was concluding a marriage, which was the basis for the family. Marriage accumulated all the social relationships, uniting biological and social, practical and spiritual, social and personal aspects of life. Family served as a social unit which on a micro-level preserved ethnical identity of Greek migrants in the foreign surrounding, and the performer of such a duty was a woman. 

It is interesting to note that during first 50 years after the migration there were much more men than women in Greek settlement, that’s why there was no big choice of spouses at the end of XVIII – beginning of the XIX century. For example, in 1816 the population of Stariy Krym consisted of 214 men and only 162 women [4]. More close consideration of the register book for year 1816 shows that only three unmarried girls older than 16 years old lived in Stariy Krym at that time. In connection to the fact that there were so few women, there were cases of marrying to 13-year olds. There is even evidence that sometimes girls could become mothers at that age. 

In the middle of the XIX century the average wedding age for the girls was 16-18 years, but by the end of the same century the marriages were usually concluded when a girl was 20. Most of the Greek population at the beginning of XX century still observed endogamy. Marriages were concluded inside one ethnical group in order to preserve ethnical homogeneity inside the family. Researcher P.Pinevich noted in 1928 that Greeks still separate themselves from other ethnicities in the region, and it is a very rare (and very condemned) occasion that a Greek marries a person from another national group. P.Pinevich also stressed that the reason for such an opinion is that Greeks are very proud of their origin and consider those who do not belong to Greek nationality to be of a lower rank [5, р. 16].

In order to research whether Greeks continued to observe the tradition of marrying to only Greeks  after Soviet Power was established, we examined remained house-books dated 1941 with records about Stariy Krym. Unique role of this source is in its objectivity: there are no subject opinions, comments, but only numbers, which allow to have objective picture of different daily life aspects, including matrimonial sphere. Due to the fact that access to the archives of the Bureaus of Civil State Registration is restricted, such house-books are the only truthful and accessible source of information. From that source we may find out that representatives of 16 nationalities lived in the village at that time [2, р. 198]. We considered data about families with two parents only, and in 1941 there were 642 of those. Number of marriages where both parents were Greek equaled to 293, or 45.6 % from the total of families. There were also 7 marriages with Ukrainian women and 5 marriages with Russian women. There were more cases when a Russian or a Ukrainian man married a Greek woman, 24 in total. As we can see, in the 40-th of the XX century 89% of all the marriages concluded by the Greeks were with the representatives of the same ethnicity, which served as a basis for preservation of Greek identity. 

It is important to notice that the situation when a Greek man married a woman from another nationality was accepted by the society with a certain level of tolerance; however when a Greek woman married a non-Greek man, she was condemned, and perception of her family was changed and was very negative. That’s why in most cases parents gave their daughter away when that family was poor and could not prepare decent dowry or when a woman had physical defects. However if such a family continued to live win a Greek village, their children were brought up in accordance with Greek traditions, and all the traditions and ceremonies were observed. Children who grew up in mixed families usually perceived themselves as Greek and identified themselves with Greek ethnicity.  

The choice of a bride-to-be was up to the groom’s parents. Greek family was distinctly patriarchal at the end of XVIII – beginning of the XX century. The position and point of view of young people was seldom considered when the decision about marriage was taken. Daughter’s opinion was never asked: she could never say «I don’t want to, I won’t marry him, I don’t like him». If she was too stubborn, her father could beat her, close in the pantry and then force to marry his choice. Sometimes parents could match and engage even small children, and such an agreement was seldom broken – the termination could lead to violation of a sanctity of the centuries-long traditions [10, р. 416]. That is why one could seldom find families based on love in Greek villages. People of Greek settlements remember even today many tragic events connected to the forced separation of lovers. There were situations when a young man wanted to marry a girl he liked very much, but her parents refused either because the boy was poor or without any lands, or for other reasons. Such a young man could «steal» his favorite girl after get-togethers and bring her home only in the morning. Such a stealing was considered a huge disgrace for a girl, and her parents knowing they will not be able to decently marry her now, finally gave their permission. An important condition of a marriage was innocence of the bride. Control over defloration was performed by the mother-in-law, and the fact that a girl was not a virgin was a huge disgrace for the girl’s family and all the relatives.

In the conditions of diaspora it was extremely important for the migrants to marry to the same ethnicity, in order to keep the «clean line» of their nationality. Mixed marriages were not approved of, because it made children up-brining in accordance with Greek traditions more difficult. We can find clear indications about negative attitude of Greeks towards mixed marriages if we study personal sources. For example, M.Kechedgy-Shapovalov, resident of Mariupol (his father built the city theatre), informed in his memoirs dated 1919 that there was extreme intolerance to other ethnicities among Greeks. To prove it he described a situation in which he personally participated.  According to his words, his aunt who graduated from Kushnikov Institute in Kerch (which was an outstanding event for a woman in those times) belonged to the intellectual center of Mariupol society. The teachers from Oleksandrivska gymnasium played a great role in that society, and his aunt soon became engaged to one of the teachers. As her parents were against the marriage, two young people decided to wed secretly. «And there was a scene I watched being still a boy: at the same time when in Maryinskaya church their wedding takes place, in the bride’s house her mother, on her knees in front of the icons with the candles burning, cries and laments and sends awful curses» [8, р. 13]. The tragic of the situation was in daughter’s stubbornness and in ethnical roots of the groom who was Russian. 

The parent’s desire was always to give their daughter in marriage to the rich and prosper family. This served as a basis for well-off life of children. That’s why almost every marriage was concluded with practical calculations of older generations of both families. 

Greeks strictly obeyed the tradition according to which the eldest daughter had to marry first. It was a disgrace for the elder girl if her younger sister was wed before her. That’s why father of the family with single elder daughter could refuse the marriages brokers to match his younger daughter. Sometimes when a poor family had many daughters, the youngest could stay single very long, waiting for her turn. If someone proposed to the younger girl, her father would rather «offer» an elder single daughter. In this case the youngest could sometimes marry at 30 not to her lover, but to the man who remained single. A mother always supported a father’s actions by saying: «You’ll get used to it. I was not married for love too», and a girl wed the man indicated by her parents. Here’s the extract from memoirs of M.V. Kechedgy-Shapovalov about Greek women: «A girl would wed an unloved man with obedience, and with the same obedience and even with some honesty she’d give birth to his children, lead a household and cook for him». He also noted in 1919 that as long as 25 years ago the Greek women were famous for their «unusual modesty and extreme commitment to the matrimonial pledges» [8, р. 13]. 

We will not provide detailed consideration on wedding traditions and ceremonies of Greeks from the Azov region. However the structure of the wedding ceremony is worth mentioning as it also reflected the ethnical norms and ideology of Greeks. Several traditions cited below serve as a good example of a woman’s position in the family and in society as a whole. First of all, the bride-to-be did not come out to meet matchmakers, even during official marriage brokerage. It’s not earlier that at the end of the XIX century that a bride started to meet her matchmakers, however she was expected to give only short answers to their questions, like «Yes» or «No». The idea of a woman’s obedience is the basis for another brutal tradition, alive until the middle of the XIX century, when a groom literally tore apart an alive cat or a rooster in front of the bride. This served to show off the man’s strength and his complete power over the woman [10, р. 429].
After the wedding was over, a new family started a routine daily life. Relations inside the family were vividly patriarchal. If newlywed lived separately, which was a rare occasion, a husband was the master of the house; however more often a farther-in-law was considered to be the head. A daughter–in-law had to wake up first early in the morning, fire a furnace, prepare water and towels for husband’s parent. The fact that a daughter-in-law herself offered a towel to her father-in-law after he washed was a sign of respect. It is worth mentioning that from the day when a young wife entered the house, she started to help washing head and feet not only to her husband, but also to his parents, grandparents etc. However women themselves did not see this as humiliation, but rather as respect to elders. 

Many things changed for a Greek woman after the wedding. Now she was forbidden to do many things: go shopping alone, spend money according to her judgment, talk to men who were not family members, participate in family meetings, pass a way of a man and even visit her relatives without her husband’s presence. During her first year in a new home, a woman could not sit to have dinner with the family, but had meals standing. There were even such cases documented when a wife went to bed hungry, if her husband was absent and her in-laws did not offer her to eat with them.  And the wife could not ask them herself, as during the first year after the marriage she was not allowed to talk to her father-in-law (until the middle of the XIX century this term could have been up to 5 years). She silently served him meals and followed all the directions with the same silence. This was considered a sign of obedience. When the year was over, a father-in-law usually gave her a valuable present, and she kissed his hand. From this moment she was allowed to talk to him, but had to stay the same governable. She always invited him to dinner personally and served him, while he could throw away the plate with food if something was wrong – like there was no napkin or the food was cold. A woman did not dare to say a word against and silently served the table once again.

A woman always worshiped a man. She always gave him his plate first at the table, choose only the best steaks and first «cheburek» (traditional Greek meat pastry) was also for him. A Greek woman bathed her man, washed his feet in the evening, and always examined him when he was going somewhere – in order to insure that his dress and shoes were clean [14, р. 50]. In the middle of the XIX century a traveler G.Titov noted that “It is always silence, mutual accord and love that rules their families; one could not see even that passionate jealousy which is often seen among other peoples. A Greek husband from Mariupol sees only the perfection in his wife, and his wife’s attitude is the same” [16, р. 147].  Such a positive impression created for travelers from Greek families was connected to the fact that  women never said against their husbands and older men, performed all the duties and errands in full obedience. Following their mothers’ example, girls also learnt about peculiarities of traditional communication in Greek families from the very childhood. 

If there was a social event of non-religious character in the village, only several women were allowed to visit it. We can find the proof of this in the record about movable hygienic exhibition that visited Greek villages Sartana, Yalta, Mangush, Ignatyivka, Velyka Karakuba, Maliy Yanisol in 1914. The report of the doctor S.F.Kazanskiy about this exhibition clearly indicates that there were more men than women among visitors to this event. Just to compare, in the city and in Russian village Novospasovka the percent of female visitors equaled to 40, while in Greek villages there were much less women who visited the event, namely 35 % in Sartana, 35 % in Yalta, 29 % in Maliy Yanisol, and 31% in Mangush,  generally perceived as a “progressive” village. The doctor’s conclusion was as follows: «The opinion that a woman must watch a household is still strong and popular» [7, р. 404]. As we can see, despite the fact that more than 130 years passed since Greeks migration from the Crimean peninsula, Greek women still remained closed inside their houses, and only limited number of families had adopted changes in relation to women by allowing those to visit social events. The only exception was Christian Patron Saint’s day Panair, which was celebrated annually (and sometimes several times a year) in Greek villages, which all the women were allowed to visit. However the holdover tradition was that people of different genders were separated, especially during meals. 

Relations between a woman and her husband and his family could be called consumer. A man could punish his wife with hunger, deprive of the most necessary things and even beat. All these aspects were reflected in the folkloristic sources. Folklore was and remains an important integral part of the cultural heritage of Mariupol Greeks. Oral folk arts deeply reflected the most important peculiarities of daily life, people’s opinions, its set of mind, norms of customs law and many other things. Value of folk sources is found first of all in their inseparability from peculiarities of Greeks daily life, believes, world-view and life foundations of migrants.  

When we study the fairy-tales of Greeks from the North Azov Sea region we can see that they also stated that a woman should obey her man in everything. If the man beat her, she could neither complain nor resist. For example in the tale «Chaban» («Shepherd») there is an episode when a woman starts to be interested in a man’s secret. A rooster than advises him to «come back home, take her by the hair and beat her with a whip». The man does what he is advised – «and all the woman’s curiosity passed, and they lived long in love and happiness». Such a helpless position of a woman was one of the most important factors that enabled Greeks to preserve daily life habits and traditions. 

A mother-in-law had a special status in the family. She had under her control not only daughters-in-law and grandchildren, but also sons. However strong a man’s feelings to his wife were, he would always listen to his mother. «A woman is halvah until she’s in bed» – the Greeks used to say. Set of mind of this people was such that younger should obey elders, and all the rules of family etiquette and household must be performed. 

Even if there were 2-3 daughters-in-law, they seldom fought; and not because they lived friendly, but because it was a shame to fight and argue in front of children and parents. A mother-in-law could offend a young woman, especially if the last was from a poor family, but a daughter-in-law must have born it. It was not accepted when somebody started telling about arguments inside the family. «Never wash dirty linen in public» – was one of the proverbs used by Greeks. Any family that violated this rule received a cold shoulder in the society. In general, a mother-in-law distributed housework evenly between all the daughters, and those obeyed. The presents to all daughters-in-law were usually equal. 

Oriental opinions about women’s position in the family and her role were partially adopted by Greeks from Crimean Tatars that to some extend influenced the Greeks’ family traditions and daily life. This influence found its reflection in the women isolation, implantation of some oriental tastes, separation from certain jobs including the fact that some household jobs were done by men. Before «kolkhozy» (communal farms) were created by the Soviet Government, a Greek woman did not attend livestock or work in the fields. Women’s duties included brining-up of children, cleaning of the house, cooking, laundry, sewing and spinning. Sometimes women could work in the fields and thrashing floors (especially during the harvesting), but not always and not all the women. Even poor Greek girls seldom hired themselves out, as it was considered a shame and disgrace. The fact that women seldom helped at the fields served as a preservation factor, because they were deprived of communication with representatives of other ethnicities: Russian, Ukrainian and German women. They communicated with Greek women only, and this limited their picture about life and other women’s daily routine. 

Researchers and travelers who visited Greek villages were often surprised by the fact that Greek women did not participate in agricultural labor. For example, traveler G.Titov in his «Letters from Yekaterinoslav» wrote that Greek women lived as if picked up their feet, meaning they spent the whole day on the sofa (which occupied most of the room) doing a women’s job [137, р. 16]. A.I.Khristoforovich-Lobko paid special attention to the fact that in any house – whether rich or poor – he was always surprised by the tidiness and cleanliness created and supported by Greek women [17, р. 253].

Greeks always treated their women’s job with respect. Division of responsibilities between a man and a woman can be easily traced in social fairy-tales, which also give us a picture of how the Greeks lived, what they did in daily life, which occupations were more prestigious etc. We can give an example of a tale «Yuhim and Yelizaveta» which tells what was considered as a woman’s duties and what was after a man to do. Opinion of the lead character – an old man Yuhim – was that all the duties performed by his wife Yelizaveta were not difficult and lengthy, so he decided to trade with her for one day. An old woman went to the field to work there, and an old man had «less things to do than fingers on one hand»: he had to bake bread, chum butter, do the laundry and string the washing, and also to watch the cat not to eat chicken. However at the end the old man did not manage a single thing, so he clearly understood that women’s work is not easy. 

Thus recreation of peculiar cultural atmosphere, adaptation and preservation of ethnical identity, formation of ethnical self-awareness in younger generation was entrusted to a Greek woman – a mother, a housewife, a guardian of family traditions. Due to ethnical peculiarities and living conditions, daily life of a Greek woman was different from that of a Russian or a Ukrainian woman.

The tale’s contents lead us to the conclusion that Greeks respected the household duties that women performed and that never ended. The text of the tale has the following statement: «Wise men say that first you would be through but not the work» [1, р. 8]. The Greeks themselves also understood the moral of the tale as «Never think that your work is the most difficult and never feel jealous to others. Do your work well, because everyone has his own place and destination in this life». 

When performing a research on the daily life of a Greek woman at the XVIII – beginning of the XX century we cannot help but fall into the conclusion that the only right achieved by the woman after migration from Crimea was to solve family problems. Main guidances of her everyday life were connected to the sex-and-age subordination, including unconditional obedience to her parents, her husband and her parents-in-law. 

One of the main responsibilities of a woman in the Greek society was the continuation of the generation, adaptation and preservation of Greek self-identity, observance of traditional ceremonies, arrangement and performance of traditional Greek holidays. The last duties facilitated the up-brining of children in a peculiar cultural atmosphere, and insured their knowledge that they belonged to Greek ethnicity. Thus we can state that a Greek woman played the main role in support and transitioning of experience and ethnical traditions from previous generations to the following. It was from mother that children received necessary knowledge about history, traditions and culture of the Greeks. Women played a role of a preservation agent in Mariupol society, thank to which it was possible to keep alive ethnical self-identity, traditional cultural peculiarities and daily life patterns of Greeks from the North Azov Sea region.

RELIGIOUS SITUATION IN THE POST-WAR YUGOSLAVIA THROUGH THE PRIZM OF THE SOVIET DOCUMENTS (1945 – 1948)
On the basis of the documents from the Soviet archives we analyze the data on the religious situation in socialist Yugoslavia in the period between the end of the Second World War and the conflict between Soviet Union and Yugoslavia started in June 1948, the time of the so called People’s democracy in socialist Yugoslavia. The main interest of Soviet officials in religious affairs was focused on the relationship with the Serbian Orthodox Church and its patriarch Gavriil, who was seen as the most reliable partner in negotiations because of his course on normalization of Church-state relations in Yugoslavia as well as cooperation with socialist authorities in the country and in socialist Russia. At the same time his negative attitude towards Vatican and thereafter towards Western Europe made him attractive to the representatives of the Soviet side. In its turn the activity of Catholic Church in Croatia and Slovenia was considered as more hostile towards the socialist regime, first of all because of the negative perception of the Vatican`s Ostpolitik, but also because of the conservative position of Catholic clergy in Yugoslavia.

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ACTIVITY OF THE RED CROSS AND RED CRESCENT WITHIN UKRAINIAN DONBASS (late 1960s - 1980 years)
Structure of the Red Cross was a multi-level system. Primary organization created in all enterprises, factories, farms, educational institutions, and so on. Basis of Society in the Soviet Union was a specialized asset that was divided according to their area of ​​work (eg, TB, flu, toxic substances). Controlling the activities of the sanitary condition of work or learning objects followed public health inspectors.

In the second half of the 1960s - 1980s, the ranks Voroshylovhrad and Donetsk Red Cross included 40 - 45% of the population. The number of redcross activists and organizations mainly increased. The exception was the countryside, where the popularity of the Society 's membership and coverage inhabitants were very slow. 

The existence of the Red Cross carried out on a voluntary basis, mainly through membership fees and donations from patrons. The most famous area of ​​activity in the Donbas become a donor movement. The redcross participated in the opening of blood transfusion stations. Such structure as nurse’s bureau engaged in caring for the sick and elderly, helping them around the house.

A contact with the population supported the Red Cross through newspapers, magazines, radio and television. The media promoted a healthy lifestyle, condemned bad habits, shared helpful tips. To attract more people in Ukrainian Donbass, participants of the redcross movement staged regular quizzes, competitions, ups, sports.

The main problem in the case of the Red Cross remained insufficient funding. Voluntary associations had virtually no government support, and thus solve their own organizational and methodological difficulties. Although the entire country within the scope of impact of the Company were insignificant role of this organization for individuals can not be overemphasized .

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TERRITORIAL MANAGEMENT OF INDUSTRY (1957 – 1965) IN UKRAINE: MODERN RUSSIAN AND UKRAINIAN HISTORIOGRAPHY
The article is concerned with historiographical analysis of the research of the reform of management of industry launched at M. Khrushchev’s initiative in 1957 for the purpose of switching from the field-based principle of managing the economy through the ministries to the territorial system through the Regional Economic Councils. 

It is possible to distinguish between four periods of accumulating historical knowledge of the reform of management of industry by the Soviet humanities: the first period – since the beginning of the research in the late 1950s till M. Khrushchev’s demise; the second period – since the mid 1960s till the late 1980s; the third period – since the late 1980s till the early 1990s; the fourth period which began in 1991and is going on nowadays.

The research of the first period concerned with the aforementioned transformation is distinguished by being appreciably obsolete. In the second period the research was rapidly developing due to the voluntarism with which Brezhnev’s government was challenging most of M. Khrushchev’s reforms. Since the beginning of the third period this novation was rejected as an absolutely administrative one. 

In the fourth period the research of the Regional Economic Councils was slowly developing in two independent fields, such as research of the economic policy and research of the Regional Economic Councils as territorial agencies of management of industry.

During the third and the fourth periods the research of the reformation of the management system undergoes influence of western researchers’ observations, including the observations presented by emigrants from Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic and representatives of the Ukrainian diaspora (Y. Bilinsky, B. Vynar I. Maistrenko , G. Boffa, A. Katsenelinboigen, N. Werth, G. Hosking).  Foreign scientists were the first to see M. Khrushchev’s desire to gain support of the regions in order to undercut the ministries’ influence along with the desire to resolve the economic problems.

A characteristic feature of the fourth period was the advent of the memoirs by representatives of the Ukrainian republican political and governmental establishment, such as O. Liashko and I. Pogribniak which are distinguished by viewing the reformation carried out in M. Khrushchev’s epoch from the view point of the Ukrainian interests. 

It is noteworthy that there is no unambiguous evaluation of the experience of the regional industry in Ukrainian (О. Voroshylov, P. Gordiienko, V. Baran, V. Danylenko, О. Danylin, А. Sarzhan, О. Garmash, L. Krutova, О. Reshetniak, А. Buzhdezhan) and Russian  (І. Blagykh, О. Leibovych, V. Shestakov) scientific literature of the fourth historiographical period. Rather a wide range of observations is observed: from challenging the very fact of the reform to considering it to be an absolute apology.

Such scientists as M. Markevich, V. Antonovich, D. Baglii, D. Yavornitsky, E. Albovsky carried out a more thorough examination and wrote about his family, place of birth and residence, his relations with Hetmans and other well-known figures of National liberation war. Each of historians in varying degree presented the figure of the legendary Commander of Cossack camp interpreting his deeds not only from the perspective of their own world view but in the context of domestic and external political environment as well. The heroic image of the Cossacks’ commander was settled in historiography; his role in Ukrainian history was stated. The researchers of this age created a valuable legacy regarding coverage of the figure of Ivan Sirko.

CULTURAL HERITAGE OF NIZHIN GREEK FRATERNITY
In the present article the author on the basis of a comprehensive analysis of literature and sources explored the cultural heritage of Nizhyn Greek fraternity and its influence on the development of the city. The first appearance of the Greeks in Nizhyn city was closely related to the events of the Ukrainian National Liberation War which took place in the middle of the seventeenth century. Economic regression of Ukrainian lands was the consequence of military events. From that time the Greek merchants stay in Ukraine was enshrined in law by the order of B. Khmelnitsky in May 1657. It contributed to the rapid quantitative growth of the Greeks in Nizhyn, which led to the formation of the Greek Orthodox fraternity in 1696. Father Christopher was the founder of the fraternity. Greek merchants immediately began to invest money in the city Nizhyn, and especially in education and in the construction of Orthodox churches. The most significant of them are three Greek temples that reached to date and form a historical and cultural center of the Greek fraternity - "Greek quarter." Two churches are located in the heart of Nizhyn – archangel Michael Church and Church of All Saints. Constantine and Helen Church is located on the Trinity (Greek) cemetery. Nizhyn Greeks were always supporters of education development. The first step in this direction was the establishment of Greek general school. The main purpose of school was not only to give education but also to teach children according to the Orthodox canons. In addition to Greek language children were taught such subjects as grammar, rhetoric, philosophy and theology. Due to the efforts of members of Nizhyn Greek fraternity Aleksandr Greek School was founded. In the middle of the nineteenth century Greek fraternity experienced a regression. Even in difficult economic conditions, the Greeks tried to keep churches and schools. Rare books and manuscripts from the library located at St. Michael's Church were handed to the Church archaeological museum of Kiev Theological Academy. The building of Alexander Greek School and funds of the Greek community were used to create female preschools in Nizhyn.

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Baturin’s Overturn of 1672 IN THE RUSSIAN HISTORIOGRAPHY OF THE SECOND HALF OF XIX – early XX CENTURIES
The Ruin of Hetmanate, the era which determined the history of Ukraine and Eastern Europe for centuries ahead. The article analyzes the Russian historiography of Baturin’s overturn of 1672, one of the episodes of the Ruin when the Hetman of the Left-bank Ukraine D. Mnogoreshny was deposed and exiled. The charge that was brought against the Hetman by Moscow authorities was high treason.
S. Solovyev was apparently convinced of the hetman’s treason, he gave in his work a lot of evidences incriminating the hetman. P.Matveev, V.Eyngorn and  D.Ilovaysky also believed in D.Mnogoreshny’s guilt.
The most thorough research of the story of the Hetman’s overthrow was presented by Matveev. Matveev drew attention to the fact that Moscow didn’t believe the denunciations against the hetman for a long time. This confidence in the hetman, according to the researcher, can be explained by the fact that neither L.Baranovich nor Adamovich informed Tsarist government about any of the suspicious activities of the hetman. He also drew attention to the fact that while arresting D.Mnogoreshny no incriminating documents were found. However, this may not be evidence of the hetman’s innocence, as there is a proof that he came in touch with Doroshenko verbally, through trusted persons. According to P.Matveev the hetman acted extremely carelessly, threatening Russian Ambassador, as this was too early to openly break with Moscow.

Among Russian historians S.Platonov, V.Picheta and I.Rozenfeld did not believe in the Hetman’s blame. S.Platonov believed that the hetman was slandered in Moscow. Foremen ousted him because he was the representative of the “democratic sympathies”. V.Picheta also believed that the overthrow of the Hetman was sought by the foremen, who tried to use the aid from Moscow. According to him, the overturn was carried out not by the decision on the spot but by the direct order from Moscow. According to the historian, the conduct with the hetman was the greatest violation of the Ukrainian constitution. Rozenfeld, after N.Kostomarov thought that D.Mnogreshny was not a traitor, he only expressed his displeasure and had reasons for that.

Getman D.Mnogoreshny was usually estimated by the Russian historical science as an illiterate and intellectually limited person.

Russian historians admitted that Baturin’s overturn of 1672 had no precedents. But the drew attention to the fact that in the conspiracy against D. Mnogreshny not only Moscow’s representatives were involved, but also the people from the hetman’s environment. At the same time, Russian historians have not reached a consensus on the issue of D.Mnogoreshny’s treason.

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PECULIARITIES OF LABOUR MARKET FORMATION IN UKRAINIAN VILLAGE DURING AGRARIAN TRANSFORMATIONS (1991-2012)
Peculiarities of labour market formation in the Ukrainian village during such a historical period as a period of independence are analyzed in the article (1991-2012 ys). Transformation processes that started in Ukraine after the independence was proclaimed influenced greatly upon the reformation of living space in the rural area: change of property form, decrease of infrastructure, hard demographical situation, constant problems in employment sphere that resulted in total unemployment. Even today the situation with employment of rural population has not improved. Many of them work not only beyond their village but even beyond their country’s borders. Youth doesn’t want to live in the village, they are dreaming of wider opportunities. So the question of labour market formation in the village area is due to the time in domestic historical science and requires deeper complex study. The target of our research is on the basis of complex look on various literature and sources to determine historical items of labour market formation in the Ukrainian village during agrarian transformations. The author researched specific formation of village employment level, its demographic and gender characteristics, studied factors of deterioration of staff potential of agrarian population. Development of “shadow” labor during the studied period was characterized, as well as a detail analysis of the total unemployment problem in the Ukrainian village was conducted and one of its types known as masked unemployment was emphasized on. The research resulted in the following conclusions of the author: labour market formation in the Ukrainian village during agrarian transformations was going on during the sharper socio-economic situation in the country. The following stages of the process should be distinguished: І stage (1991-2004) – sharpening of economic situation, gradual increase of villagers not employed in the agrarian sector, unemployment increase; ІІ stage (2005-2008) positive tendencies of villagers’ employment level increase and decrease of the population who lost their jobs; ІІІ stage – due to the economic crisis, positive factors of labour market decreased. Hence, to overcome crisis in social and employment sectors in the Ukrainian village, state authorities should, first of all, improve policy called to stabilize labour market in the rural area.

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FOREIGN POLICY ACTIVITY OF HETMAN PETRO DOROSHENKO IN COVERAGE OF MODERN UKRAINIAN HISTORIANS
The article analyses viewpoints of modern Ukrainian historians concerning foreign policy activity of Hetman Petro Doroshenko. It examines Hetman’s evaluations in view of contemporary Ukrainian historiography formation. It presents researchers’ concepts with regard to Petro Doroshenko figure in the works of historians of 1990ies. 


The first half of 1990ies was a critical stage for conceptualization of Hetman Petro Doroshenko activity coverage. The old Soviet conception required revision and Ukrainian historians contributed greatly to the unbiased coverage of his policy. The works written were mostly resumptive, they showed all his life course patriotically. Great attention was paid to studying Petro Doroshenko’s foreign policy issues. The subject matter of interrelations between Hetman and Turkey was of great concern. The Ukrainian researchers unanimously drew a conclusion as to constraint of his alliance with Porta considering the fact that in the whirl of complicated relations with Poland and Russia he didn’t see any other path to maintain Ukrainian statehood which was the object and the basis of his foreign policy. 


The researches of Ukrainian scientists of the early 1990ies resulted in understanding necessity of Liberation war conception revision. The leading present-day scientists V. Smoliy and V. Stepankov extended the time frames of this event and stated that it should be covered as the true Ukrainian revolution. Their up-to-date conception chronologically included all the period of Petro Doroshenko’s Hetmanship. Thereby they emphasized great importance of his foreign policy for the struggle for maintaining Ukrainian statehood. 


Studies of Ukrainian historians of the early 1990ies laid the basis necessary for further unbiased coverage of the figure and activity of Petro Doroshenko as well as charted the main course of examination of the outstanding Hetman’s foreign policy. Hereafter it’s essential to analyze the historiography of the given issue stated in the beginning of the XXI century.

POLITICAL AND LEGAL ANALYSIS OF UKRAINIAN SECURITY OF ENERGY SUPPLY

Security of energy supply is a state of readiness of the fuel and energy complex to provide the state's economy and population with the most reliable, technically safe, environmentally acceptable, cost-effective and reasonably sufficient power, and to guarantee to be able to held leadership in the formulation and implementation of policies to protect national interests in the field of security of energy supply without any kind of external and internal pressure.

The main difficulty of this process lies in the objectively difficult conditions of functioning of Ukrainian state as well as in the following fact that all the years of the Ukraine’s functioning as an independent state they have not worked out a long-term national development strategies and moreover they also have not work out the system of national interests and development priorities. 

National interests are stated in various legal documents but they do not create a complete system. The efficiency of the energy sector as an integral part of the national interests of the country also is affected by not elaborated and contradictory national legislation. Fundamental changes in the industry with the accordance to the European standards in the energy sector and adaptation of Ukrainian energy sector for functioning as a part of the European energy system. These aspects are the basis for the revision of national security position in the respective industry and the formulation of new principles and approaches to security of energy supply as a component of national security. 

Security of energy supply as a component of national security is influenced by many legal documents, including many agreements that are concluded outside of long-term national energy interests. Security of energy supply codified in Ukrainian legislation has no real mechanisms of action. 

The theoretical position of modern national security is founded in Energy Concept is to be recycled, because the items of the document are not viable, and it brings us back to the necessity of developing an integrated system of priorities and objectives for the functioning of the Ukrainian society.

THE SPECIFIC CHARACTER OF TRANSCARPATHIAN 

ETHNOPOLITICAL SPACE
The representatives of more than 100 of national minorities live on the territory of Transcarpathia. The overwhelming majority is made up of Ukrainians, a significant part is constituted by Hungarians, Romanians, Slovaks, Gypsies, Germans, Russians etc. The aim of our investigation is the analysis of the ethnopolitical space through the study of the ethnopolitical situation in the district. Ethnopolitical situation can be characterized as the totality of political, economic and other circumstances that influence the state of international relations in the district. In the present investigation, we focus our attention on the ethnoterritorial, infrastructural, ethnolingual, ethnoconfessional and political approaches.
Investigating the ethnoterritorial aspect, we found out that according to national structure the population of the region differ considerably. Thus, in Mizhhiria, Volovets and Irshava regions 99 % of the population are Ukrainians. At the same time 10 other regions that border on other countries (the Slovak Republic, Poland, Romania and Hungary) possess from 81,8 % (Berehovo region) to 3,7% (Velykyj Bereznyj region) of representatives of national minorities. Hungarians, Romanians, Slovaks and Germans live most tightly. Infrastructural approach gives an opportunity to determine the ways of maintenance of cultural and educational needs of representatives of national minorities. There are 118 secondary schools in the district, where more than 20 thousand students study in the languages of national minorities. In 87 pre-school educational establishments children are brought up in Hungarian, Romanian, Russian and German. The best situation is in case of Hungarians as far as they have the opportunity of the closed cycle education: from the kindergarten to higher educational establishment. Ethnolingual index characterizes the language preferences of population. Nationality and mother tongue coincide in 97,1%  of Transcarpathian population. The representatives of more than 90% of four the most numerous nationalities of the district called their mother tongue – the language of their nationality. Political index gives us information as to socio-political representation of national minorities. In 2014, 67 national cultural committees and 2 national parties of Hungarians have been registered in Transcarpathia. Their leaders take the most active part in social life and are the deputies of radas of different levels. As far as the structure of population is multinational, this conditions its polyconfessional character, and namely the necessity of singling out of ethnoconfessional approach. More than 350 religious committees in the district are established by national minorities. 
The range of approaches as to the study of ethnopolitical situation is not completed, but their detailed analysis, the lines of their common intersection can be used for elaborating of recommendations in politics and in practice.

The accession of the Czech Republic to the EU meant the realization of a European foreign policy strategy and the completion of the joining democratic country in the European community.

However, with the completion of this phase entry, which lasted about ten years, just started a new, and equally complex, stage performance of obligations of membership in the European Union.

Overall, the Czech Republic's accession to the EU can be considered consistent and deliberate step, spiritually and actually returned the country to Europe, providing her progress in the security sector, as well as new opportunities for economic, social and political development. Moreover, European integration of the country guarantees its peaceful and safe development of the long perspective.

GLOBAL CIVIL SOCIETY AS A NEW ACTOR OF INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

The article tackles upon the problem of global civil society, this structure has formed within the national states but now it functions in the international level and it has a number of principal characteristics which make it different from national civil societies. One can distinguish among them following: It has a horizontal vertical structure, there is no any kind of its center and it is aimed to protect human rights and freedom without reference to the national location. 

The basis which is necessary for the formation of this structure are not only the transformation processes in the system of national civil societies and the output of their functioning on a new level, but it is also connected with the changes that have occurred in the realm of national sovereignty, allowing structures of global civil society rather actively intervene into the aspects relating to the domestic sphere. But they also tackle upon the interests of the entire international community, for example, in the environmental issues. It happens in the form of interaction between public organizations operating internationally with local or national representatives of public bodies for solving a specific problem. This phenomenon is accompanied by limited cooperation permanency in the sphere of problem management specific problem; it is not a kind of systematic cooperation, at least in most cases.
Gradually, the structure of global civil society are transformed with the help of modern information and communication tools into informal supervisory body of the planet, it has a capacity to participate in today's political process as an equal actors. But there still exist some outstanding issues: the definition of the legal status of global civil society and a clear delineation of its relationship with the nation-states. It is not possible now, because the dynamics of the creation of additional global civil structures remain relatively high.

The growth of global interdependent communication relations has been greatly accelerated by the advent of decentralizing communication technologies such as Internet networking. This kind of communication relations linked to what can be called cross-national initiatives which take place in various forms: from personal chating to more complex organizational forms, civil organizations. These non-governmental elements started to be called «global civil society», new structure which is functioning on the understate level basing on a number of the principles which are distinctive to the traditional national civil societies. Moreover, global civil society has become a new political power, It is interesting that this unity does not have any constitutional authority but it effects upon the activity of states and even governmental organizations. So, global civil society now represents a new force in international relations. The present article is aimed to highlight the some theoretical concepts of global civil society as a new participator of world politics in the course of modern historiography. 

From the industrial age to the present, mercantilist and power political interests pushed civil society to the edge. In most countries, civil society even lacked its own channels of media communication. It was speechless and powerless, isolated behind the artifice of national boundaries, rarely able to reach out and gain strength in contact with counterparts around the world. What we now call the «NGO Movement» began in the middle of the last century with a trickle of organizations and has now become a flood of activity. Nongovernmental organizations (NGOs) today encompass private citizens and national interest groups from all spheres of human endeavor. Their huge increase in number and power is due in no small measure to the development of globe-girdling communications technologies [3]. 

As Dutch social theorist Cees J. Hamelink has written, we are seeing a new phenomenon emerging on the world scene ( global civil society, best articulated by the NGO movement [4, p. 5-8]. New communications technologies now facilitate communication among and between the world's national civil societies, especially within the fields of human rights, consumer protection, peace, gender equality, racial justice, and environmental protection. From Earth Summit to GATT, from the United Nations General Assembly to the Commission on Human Rights, NGOs have become the most important embodiment of this new force in international relations. 

The development of communications technologies has vastly transformed the capacity of global civil society to build coalitions and networks. In times past, communication transaction clusters formed among nation-states, colonial empires, regional economies and alliances ( for example, medieval Europe, the Arab world, China and Japan, West African kingdoms, the Caribbean slave and sugar economies. Today new and equally powerful forces have emerged on the world stage ( the rain forest protection movement, the human rights movement, the campaign against the arms trade, alternative news agencies, and planetary computer networks.

The continued growth and influence of global civil society face two fundamental problems: increasing monopolization of global information and communication by transnational corporations; and the increasing disparities between the world's info-rich and info-poor populations. Global computer networking makes an electronic «end-run» around the first problem and provides an appropriate technological solution to overcome the second. 

Hamelink observed that the very powers that obstructed civil society at the national level ( markets and governments also controlled most of the communication flows at the global level. Government monopolies still control a huge share of the world's air waves and telecommunications flows. Even worse, a handful of immense corporations now dominate the world's mass media. If present trends continue, Bagdikian predicted, by the turn of the century «five to ten corporate giants will control most of the world's important newspapers, magazines, books, broadcast stations, movies, recordings and videocassettes» [1, p. 805]. Telecommunications infrastructures and data networks must also be included in this gloomy account. Today's «lords of the global village» are huge corporations that «exert a homogenizing power over ideas, culture and commerce that affect populations larger than any in history». Neither Caesar nor Hitler, Franklin Roosevelt nor any Pope, has commanded as much power to shape the information on which so many people depend to make decisions about everything from whom to vote for to what to eat» [1, p. 807]. 

Why is this happening? The most fundamental reason is that fully integrated corporate control of media production and dissemination reaps vast profits and creates huge corporate empires. Already more than two- thirds of the U.S. work force is now engaged in information-related jobs. Almost half the Gross National Product of the 14 most industrialized countries, and one-quarter of all international trade, comes from services. Telecommunications services grew by 800 percent worldwide in the 1980s [6, p. 11]. According to UNESCO, the total world information and communication economy in 1986 was $1,185 billion, about 8 to 9 percent of total world output, of which $515 billion was in the United States [9, p. 1-2]. Growth in this sector is accelerating and it is no surprise that a few large corporations now predominate in the world's information flow. 

So global civil society is seen by many analysts as an extension of the rule of law and political community, societas civilis, beyond national boundaries. For its most radical advocates, global civil society is about political emancipation, the empowerment of individuals and the extension of democracy. Mary Kaldor, for example, argues that the end of the global conflict of the Cold War «allows for the domestication of international relations and the participation of citizens, and citizen groups at an international level which was previously the preserve of governments [7, p. 13]. For John Keane, «brand new democratic thinking ( implicit in the theory of global civil society ( is required in the face of the growing lack of accountability of global governance» [8, p. 126].

Over the last 15 years it appears that the international realm has been transformed, no longer the sphere of violence and competition of the «war of all against all», the international is the sphere of transnational values and transnational actors increasingly able to influence and overcome the selfish and narrow interest of national elites. Analysts of global civil society argue that a new normative and ethical international agenda demonstrates the waning influence of the sovereign state pre-occupied with national concerns. For Jean Grugel: «The global civil society approach represents an overt attempt to blend normative theory with international relations» 3]. Along similar lines, Kaldor asserts: «The new meaning of civil society offers expanded possibilities for human emancipation» [7, p. 143].

Every campaign group, political party, NGO, government and local authority is busy making international links and «making a difference» at an international level. Why is it that the international sphere holds such an attraction for individuals and groups involved in politics? For some cynics it is merely the foreign junkets and chance to travel on per diem expenses which draws the attraction of our globalised political classes. For others, it is the new openness of the post-Cold War world, with less barriers to travel and fewer visa restrictions (for some at least). For others, it is the cheapness of air travel and mass communications which have encouraged global consciousness and new broader political horizons. In the past, domestic and international political tzpes of activism were closely correlated. However, today the decline of domestic political engagement and the rise of international activism appear to have marched hand-in-hand.

It is concerned that one of the constructors of global civil society can be the US. The British scientist, D. Chandler says: «Constructing global civil society pursuit of US national interests, US power could no longer be projected with moral certainty. The American establishment no longer had a belief in their «manifestdestiny». However, the «postmodern» state was born not in military humiliation in the Far East but in the disintegration of the moral certainty of US national interest at home. The lack of consensus over Vietnam reﬂected the lack of collective identiﬁcation with US «national» interests. As Christopher Coker astutely notes, it was not the failure of intervention in Vietnam in itself that made the assertion of US national interests problematic, but the domestic response to the war. Reﬂecting broader social trends of individualisation or, in Ulrich Beck’s terms «reﬂexive modernization», the decay of traditional social bonds and values meant that the nation-state could no longer be seen as an end in itself. The «postmodern» shift was a product of a lack of conﬁdence in the innate superiority of the American way of life» [2, p. 21]. So, as a type of global morality organ, global civil society can be linked to a pro-American body but it’ complexity and flexibility hardly ever can give an opportunity for this structure to be considered only as an American political project. 

The international sphere was once dominated by real politic and the «struggle for power», while the domestic sphere was seen as the sphere of ethical and normative concerns of «the good life». Today, in contrast, it is held that the sphere of power and contestation has been ‘colonized’ by the domestic sphere of ethics and civility. For global civil society theorists, it is non-state actors which are held to have overcome the empirical and ethical divide between the domestic political realm and the international. The empirical case for many commentators, «Power Shift», the title of Jessica Mathew’s article in Foreign Affairs, aptly sums up the seismic shift which has taken place in international relations since the ending of the Cold War. Rather than the end of the Cold War resulting in a shift in power relations among states, there is alleged to be a ‘no viler distribution of power’ away from states towards global civil society. The most important empirical trend since the end of the Cold War is alleged to be that of the development of a global civil society because it brings with it emancipatory alternatives and new ways of doing politics and of establishing political and moral communities. As Ann Florini states: «The state system that has governed the world for centuries is neither divinely ordained nor easily swept away. It is, however, changing, and one of the most dramatic changes concerns the growing role of transnational civil society».


What do these findings mean? They show us that we deal with a new specific element in the system of international relations. Global civil society coincides in some positions with what we call national (or traditional) global civil society but it is different. It has a horizontal but not vertical structure, there is no any kind of its center and it is aimed to protect human rights and freedom without reference to the national location. The most logical explanation for global civil society is that structure appeared after the national state had dramatically changed its nature. Now global civil society has become a new rather powerful member of modern political structure but to establish its position in the world political system requires some more time. The reason is that global civil society still is being formed as a holistic organization.

ETHNIC MINORITIES AS LOBBY GROUPS IN CANADA
The article is devoted to study of role of ethnic minorities in forming of Canada’s domestic and foreign policy. Analysis of ethnic minorities in Canada is pressing issue in view of two main reasons. Firstly, ethnocultural mosaicity of Canadian society is one of the most distinctive characteristic of Canada. Secondly, at present Canada has one of the widest and most developed legal bases of lobbying in the world, considering its 25-years experience.

Two the biggest ethnic groups historically has had significant influence on Canadian policy. They are French Canadians and British Canadians. Canadian relations with Francophonie and Latin America have been formed under the influence of French Canadians. British Canadians historically have lobbied for strategic partnership with Great Britain and cooperation within the scope of British Commonwealth.

Besides these two peoples-founders, Canada has more than hundred different ethnic communities. As resulting from the policy of multiculturalism, hold in Canada since 1970s, the state has formed cultural environment, based on principle of cultural diversity, freedom of expression, tolerant attitude towards representatives of different culture. Organisations of Jewish, Italian, Ukrainian, Armenian, Polish, Chinese and other Canadians decide fate of elections in many electoral districts. In turn, it demands from power to take into consideration interests of different national groups. 

Organisations of ethnic communities do not limit its lobbying activity to domestic policy issues. They seek to protect interests of country of their origin. Jewish community is the most successful in this issue in Canada. Especially, this influence became evident during premiership of Stephen Harper, who in 2006 refused to neutral stance of Canada in Arab-Israeli conflict. Canada demonstrates its support of Israel on international arena, particularly in the U.N.O. Unconditional support of Israel was confirmed by Stephen Harper during his speech in Knesset in January, 2014. Success of Jewish lobby is in its homogeneity, coordinated activity of numerous organisations. By-turn, Arabian community is not notable for homogeneity. Although Arabian Canadians outnumber Jewish, their lobbying activity is less successful. 

Ukrainian lobby also plays significant role in Canadian policy. Ukrainian Canadians have numerous of different ethnic organisations, which lobby in favour of country of their origin. Support of Ukraine in political crisis, which started in 2013, is striking example of such influence. From the start of Euromaidan in Kiev Ukrainian Canadians were active supporters of this protest. The Ukrainian Canadian Congress launched initiative, called Euromaidan Canada, within the scope of which they held information campaign, round tables, conferences, etc. dedicated to the reasons of protest in Ukraine. At present Canadian government is one of the most active critic of Russian actions in Ukraine and Crimea. Canada imposed sanctions on 73 persons and 19 legal entities of Russia and grant financial aid to Ukraine in amount of 200 million CAD.

Aboriginal community also has influence on policy of the state. Organisations of Indians, Métises, Innuits lobby for embody of land and other rights in the laws, preservation of language and culture, etc.

Such significant role of ethnic lobbies in life of the country is quit dangerous, as their activity directed on protection of interests of foreign government, which may not coincide with national interests of state of abode. But in the other hand, institute of ethnic lobbyism may be considered as specific reinforcement and counterbalance system, multidirectional strategy of these lobbies ensures pluralism in decision-making process.

NATIONAL MODEL OF TRADITIONAL AND PUBLIC DIPLOMACY: USA EXPERIENCE 
The research examines tendencies and patterns arising in the modern world and anticipates further development of international relations, the role of diplomats and diplomatic service in state activities, as well as the role of other actors in international relations. The article analyzes national model of traditional and public diplomacy of the most powerful nation-state in the world - the United States of America, which after the collapse of the Soviet Union retains the leading position (although it is not absolute) in all areas of the modern life. The author presents factors used to determine a modern great power. A great power should maintain a very high (or absolute) degree of autonomy in its conduct of domestic and foreign policy in order to ensure both national interests and significant (decisive) influence on the global and regional politics, as well as policies of certain countries (world-regulating activities). It should possess all or most of the traditional parameters of a great power (territory, population, natural resources, military capabilities, economic potential, intellectual and cultural potential, scientific and technical potential). This independence in the conduct of foreign policy of a world-regulating nature implies that the state concerned has a will to carry out such policies. In addition to meeting the aforementioned parameters it is required to have historical experience, tradition and culture of participation in world politics as a decisive and / or active player. The article analyzes the structure and characteristics of the US diplomatic service which is considered to be one of the most professional, up-to-date, and efficient in ensuring and maintaining US global leadership. The paper defines the term of “public diplomacy” and deals with its history and origins. The main foreign policy challenges that the US public diplomacy is currently facing are as follows: improving the country's image among the most active and influential actors of the foreign society; imposing influence on representatives of foreign elite, especially on those involved in decision-making; creating a favorable business and investment climate for the United States in foreign countries. Modern public diplomacy of the United States actively implies methods of analyzing the public opinion or the information disseminated about the USA (listening), as well as organizing short-term political campaigns aimed at promoting specific political ideas, actions, etc. (advocacy). The author examines the features of the new public diplomacy which include influencing the international situation and foreign audiences through modern technologies (blogs, special web-sites: Facebook, Twitter, YouTube, SMS-distribution) that are rapidly being spread abroad. The article emphasizes the importance of the office of the Under Secretary for Public Diplomacy and Public Affairs who oversees the bureaus of Educational and Cultural Affairs, Public Affairs, and International Information Programs, as well as the Center for Strategic Counterterrorism Communications, and participates in foreign policy development.

Selected problems of the monograph, which is reviewed is extremely actual and important socially. In terms of declared changes in reforming of local government  gains  a great importance  studing the historical features of self-organization of various ethnic groups lived and living on the territory of Ukraine. 

The structure of the monograph is characterized. Structurally, the book is divided into an introduction, seven chapters, conclusions, notes, list of references and literature, documents (the last are very valuable taking into account that some of them were first introduced in the scientific revolution). 

It is noted that in the history of the Nezhin Greeks an important place occupied period of the Nezhinsky Greek magistrate as an organ of the Greek self-government, in all relations, eliminated the Greeks from the relationship with local government and satisfied their needs, guarded them in clashes with the local population and represented the interests of the Greeks in St. Petersburg . A. Gedo and M. Podgajko wondered to find out the historical and legal terms, general principles and directions of functioning Nezhinsky Greek magistrate to determine its place in the life of the Greek community. 

Careful analysis of the documents placed in the work significantly extends the existing source base of history Nezhinsky Greek magistrates and gives  the opportunity to trace the main lines of its activity. In our opinion, the researchers obtained a valuable book for further studies of history Nezhin Greeks and Greek communities in Ukraine as a whole. 

Suggested conclusions and generalizations by researcher A. and M. Gedo Podgajko are duly reasoned. The resulting solid heuristics and analysis results are scientifically sound and open process of formation and development Nezhinsky Greek magistrate elucidating the features of its functioning, determine the competence of institutions and the main directions of activities.

CHERNISS L. JOSHUA. A MIND AND ITS TIME: THE DEVELOPMENT OF ASAIAH BERLIN’S POLITICAL THOUGHT. – L.: OXFORD UNIVERSITY PRESS, 
2013. – 288 р.
We can find numerous approaches to the theory of liberalism, democracy and its values in the political theory and political history. But J. Cherniss has explored a new genius approach, created by not very famous British philosopher Isaiah Berlin. The theory has rather unaccustomed name «agonical liberlism» and it ‘s dedicated to the problem of choice, cross-values as well as about impossibility to provide justice, pluralism and freedom within the human society simultaneously.

The monograph presents the most detailed account to date of the genesis and development of Isaiah Berlin's political views. Drawing on both little-known published material and archival sources, it locates Berlin's including political positions in the context of the events and trends of interwar and post-war intellectual and political life. Special emphasis is laid upon the roots of Berlin's later pluralism in philosophical and cultural debates of the interwar period, his concern with the relationship between ethics and political conduct, and his evolving account of liberty. 

Berlin's distinctive liberalism is shown to have been shaped by his response to the cultural politics of interwar period, and the political and ethical dilemmas of the early Cold War. He tried to describe what he had called «ethical realism». As Cherniss shows, Berlin’s political moderation stood in sharp contrast to many of the 20th century’s political dogmas. He challenged the agendas of those who believed not only in a perfect «omelet», «but also in the need to impose political and ideological conformity upon others». The belief that there must be a set of universally valid answers, Berlin argued, is conceptually incoherent. His study of Vico and Herder, of the German Romantics and the Russian writers, led him to realize that values are not always compatible with each other, that there will always be a conflict between what people consider the «true» answers to their social, political, and moral questions. The great movements of the past three centuries were not mere historical accidents, he thought, but the outcome of a certain set of ideas about justice, equality, and freedom. These ideas were not born in the void but in people’s minds as personal visions of what a good society should be. He was also skeptical and reserved in political matters, even though at times he enjoyed making political points under the guise of historical scholarship.

At the same time, Berlin's attitude toward what he called «positive liberty» emerges as far more complicated and ambivalent than is often realized. Joshua L. Cherniss reveals the multiplicity of Berlin’s influences and interlocutors, the shifts in his thinking. In shedding new light on Berlin's thought, and offering a better understanding of his place in the development of liberal thought in the twentieth century, the freshness of his contribution to the theory of liberalism.
Berlin saw a particular danger in those doctrines that defended historical inevitability and used the alleged laws of history as an alibi for justifying the pursuit of power for power’s sake. He reaffirmed the Kantian belief that human beings are ends in themselves and maintained that we should always concentrate on attainable goals rather than distant and elusive ones.
